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Foreword

| gladly greet this useful and important presentation
regarding the National Limes Programme aimed at in-
scribing on the UNESCO World Heritage List the Ro-
man sites forming the frontiers of the Roman Empire
on the territory of Romania. Although the Programme
was initiated in 2014, it started receiving funds only in
20186, relatively late compared to the other European
countries. Since then, the work of specialists, whom |
warmly congratulate for their passion and sustained
effort, and also for this editorial initiative, has been
constant. At the beginning of 2020, approximately
350 archaeological sites on the ‘Romanian limes’
were registered on the Tentative Lists.

The LIMES dossier is truly international. So far,
three parts of the frontier have been inscribed on the
UNESCO lists: ‘Hadrian’s Wall’ (1987) and the ‘Anto-
nine Wall’ (2008), both in Britain, as well as the arti-
ficial frontier portion between the Rhine and Danube
(2005) in Germany. Recently, two other nominations
were submitted, namely the dossier for the inclusion
of the western segment of the Danube limes (Ger-
many, Austria, Slovakia and Hungary) and the docu-
mentation for the frontier along the Rhine (Germany
and The Netherlands). The only remaining parts of
the limes to be proposed for nomination are those in
Dacia and on the eastern Danube. Romania is the
only country involved in the first dossier, whereas in
the second, a transnational file, it does so together
with Croatia, Serbia and Bulgaria, the collaboration
between all countries being exceptional.

With these last two dossiers, all the archaeologi-
cal sites in Europe that belong to the Roman frontier,
have maintained their authenticity and integrity and
can be administered in the future, will belong to World
Heritage. Itis a joint effort initiated in 2005, when the
FRE (Frontiers of the Roman Empire) was accepted
as a unitary site, in recognition of one of the most
important historical monuments in the world.

Romania will contribute to the completion of the
FRE site with the longest and most complex frontier
sector of a former Roman province in present-day Eu-
rope, i.e. the Dacian limes, as well as with the sites

Salut cu placere aceasta utila si importanta prezen-
tare legatd de Programul National Limes dedicat
inscrierii siturilor romane care formeaza granitele
Imperiului Roman de pe teritoriul Roméaniei, care a
fost initiat Tn 2014, dar a inceput sa fie finantat doar
din 20186, relativ tarziu fata de restul tarilor europene.
Munca specialistilor — pe care fi felicit cu caldura pen-
tru pasiunea si efortul sustinut, dar si pentru aceasta
initiativa editoriala — a fost, de atunci, constanta. La
inceputul anului 2020, aproximativ 350 de situri arhe-
ologice de pe “limesul roménesc” au fost inscrise pe
Lista Indicativa.

Dosarul LIMES este unul cu adevarat internati-
onal, deocamdata fiind Tnscrise pe listele UNESCO
trei portiuni de granita: “Zidul lui Hadrian” (1987) si
“Valul lui Antoninus Pius” (2008), ambele din Anglia,
precum si portiunea artificiald de granita dintre Rin si
Dunare, din Germania (2005). Au mai fost depuse,
recent, alte doua nominalizari, dosarul pentru inclu-
derea limes-ului Dunarean, segmentul vestic (Ger-
mania, Austria, Slovacia si Ungaria), si documentatia
privind granita de-a lungul Rinului (Germania si Olan-
da). Singurele portiuni de granita romana din Euro-
pa, care urmeaza sa fie propuse spre nominalizare,
raman cele ale Daciei si cele ale granitelor Dunarii
de est. Roménia este singura tara implicata in primul
dosar, iar in cel de-al doilea, un dosar transnational,
o face impreuna cu Croatia, Serbia si Bulgaria, co-
laborarea cu toate tarile implicate fiind de exceptie.

Cu aceste dosare toate siturile arheologice din
Europa care apartin granitei romane si care isi pas-
treaza autenticitatea-integritatea si pot fi administrate
n viitor, vor apartine Patrimoniului Mondial. Este un
efort comun initiat in 2005 de cand FRE (Frontiers
of the Roman Empire) a fost acceptat ca sit unitar,
ca recunoastere a unuia dintre cele mai importante
monumente istorice de pe Glob.

Romania va contribui la completarea sitului FRE
cu cel mai lung si cel mai complex sector de grani-
ta al unei foste provincii romane din Europa actuala,
care este limesul Daciei, si cu siturile situate Tnh Do-
brogea, cu particularitati remarcabile privind inclusiv

concerning also the Byzantine period. With a few ex-
ceptions, all these archaeological sites are military
installations, ranging from legionary fortresses to
very small ones, such as the watchtowers, emplaced
in strategic points, the latter on heights, in order to
supervise population movements and commercial
traffic. Next to fortifications, civilian settlements de-
veloped, which were inhabited by settlers from all
over the Roman world, as well as by natives. These
were places where populations with various ethnic
backgrounds, from Britain and Spain to Palmyra, Syr-
ia and Africa, mingled and adopted the Roman way
of life, being a model up to this day. Material traces of
their existence, the objects they used, can be seenin
museums across Romania. These were discovered
in numerous archaeological sites that, for the most
part, preserve a high degree of authenticity and in-
tegrity, not being overlapped by modern settlements.

FRONTIERS OF THE ROMAN EMPIRE

Common cultural heritage
of the Roman empire

Roman frontiers are part of a common heritage of the
countries circling the Mediterranean Sea. Successive
generations have built on that heritage and modified
it thus helping to create our modern world. Today, our
world appears to be diverse, divided by language, reli-
gion and traditions. Yet, our heritage is more common
and interconnected than we sometimes appreciate.
Much knowledge of the ancient world has come to us
through the Arab world, the real inheritors of the late
Roman empire.

How the Romans managed to rule their enormous
empire with a relatively small professional army is a
spectacular statement of power and a constant fasci-
nation. The Romans were not only experts in the use
of power — and force — but also in portraying a strong
image about theselves. Indeed, that image was so
strong that it still excites our imagination today. Great
literature and fantastic films demonstrate our continu-
ing fascination with that image.

The Roman empire

The Roman state, in one form or another, survived for
over 2000 years. Its empire was one of the greatest
states which the world has seen, close only to China
in its size and longevity. Indeed, our knowledge of the
administrative arrangements of the Chinese empire,
which have survivedin better condition and more de-
tail than those for the Roman empire, aids our under-
standing of the workings of Roman frontiers.

Many great monuments of the Roman empire are
World Heritage Sites, including Rome itself, but al-

in Rome (Italy) so many of its important cities such as Mérida and
Arcul lui Septimius Severus din Forum Romanum Lugo (Spain), Orange and Arles (France), Split (Cro-

It was as
if these frontiers were, as Aelius Aristides remarked
in the 2nd century AD, “enclosing the civilised world
in a ring”. The frontiers did define the Roman empire
and were essential for the stability and therefore eco-
nomic growth of the interior: they allowed the cities
of the empire to flourish. An essential part of the Ro-
man genius was its ability to win the support of the
people it conquered. It respected local traditions and
ethnic characteristics, so long as the superior status

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It encouraged local self-government, merely plac-
ing on top the relatively small imperial administration.
This imperial administration helped to hold the whole
fabric of the empire together. Members of the aris-
tocracy criss-crossed the empire from one appoint-
ment to another. The army brought a touch of Rome
to the furthermost corners of the empire. More than
that, it was a catalyst, helping to create a new frontier
society.

Frontiers and trade

Frontiers were the membrane through which Roman
ideas as well as artefacts percolated into the outside
world. Roman trade extended eastwards to India and
beyond, southwards into the Sahara Desertand north-
wards to the shores of the Baltic Sea, and, in return,
brought a vast range of goods and products into the
empire. The museums of many countries beyond
the empire contain Roman artefacts and hint at the
extent of Roman influence.

The “Frontiers of the Roman Empire”
World Heritage Site

In 1987 Hadrian’s Wall (UK) was added to the list of
World Heritage Sites. In 2005 the German frontier
between the rivers Rhine and Danube, known locally
as the Obergermanisch-Raetische Limes, achieved
the same accolade. By this act a new, transnational
World Heritage Site, Frontiers of the Roman Empire,
was created. This was the first step of many towards
the creation of a truly transnational World Heritage
Site encompassing countries in Europe, the Middle
East and North Africa. In 2008, the Antonine Wall
in Scotland was added to the World Heritage Site.
To date, the three main artificial frontiers of the Ro-
man empire have been included in the World Herit-
age Site. Now, the focal point for new nominations
concentrates on river frontiers along the Lower Rhine
in Germany and The Netherlands and the Danube
countries from Bavaria through Austria, Slovakia and
Hungary to the Croatian border.

Tn pre-
zent, obiectivul noilor nominalizari se concentreaza
pe frontierele riverane de-a lungul Rinului inferior, in
Germania si In Tarile de Jos, si din tarile dunarene,
din Bavaria, trecand prin Austria, Slovacia si Ungaria,
Croatia, Serbia, Bulgaria si Roméania.

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This project is a truly challenging concept with
no real precedent. It involves the co-operation of
archaeologists and cultural resource managers in
many countries — and in international agencies.
Certain rules have to be accepted and standards met.
Yet, each country has its own traditions of undertak-
ing its archaeology, protecting and managing its sites,
and presenting and interpreting its monuments to the
public. There is no intention to force each country
to change its traditions. Rather, archaeologists and
administrators are working together to create over-
arching frameworks within which each country can
adapt and enhance its own ways of working.

The definition of a World Heritage Site

To that end, the co-ordinators of those countries
which have already declared their intention to nomi-
nate their stretches of the Roman frontier as a World
Heritage Site have formed themselves into a group.
Named the Bratislava Group after the location of their
firstmeeting in March 2003, it contains delegates from
Austria, Bulgaria, Croatia, Germany, Hungary, the
Netherlands, Romania, Serbia, Slovakia, and the UK.
The Bratislava Group acts as an adviser on ar-
chaeological and scientific aspects of the frontier. It
has proposed the following definition for the Frontiers
of the Roman Empire World Heritage Site:
‘The Frontiers of the Roman Empire World Heritage
Site should consist of the line(s) of the frontier at the
height of the empire from Trajan to Septimius Severus
(about AD 100 to 200), and military installations of
different periods which are on that line. The installa-
tions include fortresses, forts, towers, the limes road,
artificial barriers and immediately associated civil
structures’.

Definitia unui Sit al Patriomniul Cultural Mondial

This definition excludes outpost and hinterland
forts. But it has the main advantage that it is relatively
simple, an important element when seeking to under-
take an entirely new concept. Roman military instal-
lations stretch across many kilometres of the Roman
empire and to seek to include all within this single
World Heritage Site would involve enormous tasks of
definition, too complex to undertake at this most early
stage in the process. It would, of course, be possible
to amend the proposed definition in due course.

The task ahead

The present task is daunting enough. Agriculture, and
later industrialisation and the growth of towns and cit-
ies, has dealt harshly with some sections of the fron-
tier. Many sectors are now no longer visible to the
naked eye, yet they remain in the ground as an im-
portant archaeological resource. Their preservation
is imperative for they hold the key to understanding
frontiers better through controlled scientific research.
The Frontiers of the Roman Empire are therefore
well suited to convey the message that the protection
of archaeological sites whether visible or invisible is
vital for the preservation of the collective memory of
mankind. The best way to protect the remains of the

This is all the more important because modern exca-
vation has demonstrated that archaeological deposits
often survive better in towns than in the countryside.

A further problem stems from the way that
we protect our heritage. Museums cannot be World
Heritage Sites. Yet parts of Roman frontiers — in-
scriptions, sculpture, pottery, artefacts, in short all
the material which aids our understanding of life on
the frontier — are displayed and stored in museums.
Inscriptions are vital to our understanding of fron-
tiers. They inform us when they were built, why and
by whom, and what the constituent parts were called.
Cramp holes demonstrate that they were once fixed
to frontier buildings. In some manner, a way has to
be found to associate them with the World Heritage
Site itself.

History and extent of frontiers

The Roman perspective was that they had subjected
the entire orbis terrarum to the rule of Roman people
—as far as they had knowledge about it or considered
it worth conquering. This philosophy did not encom-
pass the idea of boundaries at all except the idea that
“barbarians” should stay outside the Roman concept
of the civilised world. However, Rome’s boundaries
rarely remained stable. Constant political crises, ma-
jor warfare and even border skirmishes created situ-
ations to which Rome had to react. In time, firm lines
came into existence.

The man who did most to define the edges of
the Roman state was its first emperor, Augustus
(27 BC—AD 14). Towards the turn of the Common Era
he completed the conquest of the Alps and Spain,
defined the eastern boundary by treaty with the Par-
thians, sent expeditions up the Nile and into the Sa-
hara Desert, and brought Roman arms to the Danube
and the Elbe. He famously gave advice to keep the
empire within its present boundaries; advice conspic-
uously ignored by many of his successors, though
their achievements were much less than his.

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Rome’s foreign policy

Yet, Rome’s expansion was slowing down and her
main aim became the maintenance of imperial secu-
rity. In doing so Rome’s foreign policy used a wide
range of different instruments and strategies to main-
tain her superior status. Her army did not rely only on
force but also on the image of Rome itself as a pol-
icy instrument. Adrian Goldsworthy has stated that
“the Roman genius was to combine the practical
with the visually spectacular so that the army’s ac-
tions were often designed to overawe the enemy with
a display of massive power before they actually
reached him”. Thousands of military buildings and
installations erected along the borders of the empire,
many of which have survived until today, represent
this two-fold demonstration of Roman power and
influence, at once both architectural and imaginative.

The location of frontiers

The Roman empire encircles the Mediterranean Sea
— Mare Nostrum, Our Sea, as they called it — and
beyond that lay its frontiers. These, in time, stretched
from the Atlantic Ocean, across Europe to the Black
Sea, through the deserts and oases of the Middle
East to the Red Sea, and thence across North Africa,
skirting the edge of the Sahara Desert, to the Atlantic
coast of Morocco.

In the UK the frontier became established on the
line of Hadrian’s Wall, though for a time even that was
abandoned in favour of a more northern frontier, the
Antonine Wall. Through much of Europe the frontier
lay initially along the rivers Rhine and Danube. In
the later 1st century AD, thefirst steps were taken to
shorten the line between the headwaters of the riv-
ers. Under Antoninus this was formalised through the
construction of a palisade for about 500 km. In con-
trast to the usual practice for purely defensive instal-
lations, its course is often mathematically straight,
completely ignoring the topography of the land. The
territory now brought into the empire developed into
a rich agricultural area supporting many villas and
farms.

From Bavaria (Germany) to the Black Sea
(Romania) the frontier ran along the river Danube.
An exception to this was Dacia (modern Transylvania
in Romania) which was conquered by the Emperor
Trajanin 106. The frontier now moved from the river to
the more difficult terrain of the Carpathian Mountains.

In the East, the Romans faced two enemies, the
powerful kingdom of the Parthians and the desert.
Together, these defined Rome’s Eastern frontier. No
running barrier was erected, unnecessary in the de-
sert, though a stretch of a major river, the Euphrates,
was used. A significant feature of this frontier were
the roads running for hundreds of kilometres along
the edge of the desert and to all intents and purposes
defining the frontier itself.

The Sahara Desert defined most of the frontier in
North Africa. In Egypt, the army monitored both the
population of major cities, the distribution of wheat,
the mineral resources of the desert, the commercial
routes, and, of course, the southern frontier. Where
necessary, as in modern Algeria, barriers controlled
the movement of the transhumance farmers.

The army and frontiers

Rome always reacted to the local situation and devel-
oped individual solutions to its different problems. The
military installations on every frontier were connected
by a road, often forming a major highway. Indeed, it
appears that the very name of a frontier — limes —
derives from the Roman name for a frontier road.
The Roman army used local materials to construct
its forts and frontiers. Stone, turf, clay, mud-brick,
timber, tile, slate, thatch, mortar and plaster were
amongst those used. Nor were these plain, unadorned
or make-shift structures. Walls, whether of stone or
timber, were often plastered and even painted. Paint-
ed wall-plaster has even been found in barrack-blocks.

The purpose of frontiers

Although bristling with military structures of every
kind, and the base of armies whose main purpose
was to defend the empire, the primary function of the
frontiers themselves was the control of movement
into and out of the empire, including the prevention
of raiding. The buildings — walls, fortlets and tow-
ers — were supplemented by scouts whose duties
were to maintain watch on land, and fleets whose
sailors maintained surveillance over the river and sea
boundaries of the empire.

The core of the provincial armies was formed by
the legions. Only about 30 of these existed at any one
time and they were strung out along the frontiers of
the empire, sometimes on the actual line, elsewhere
some distance to the rear. The main body of the provin-
cial army was formed by auxiliary units — literally sup-
port troops — and these occupied much smaller forts
than the legions. In the disturbed times following the
fall of the Roman empire, fort walls provided protec-
tion. Many of today’s major cities have at their centre
a legionary fortress.

Soldiers and civilians

Nearly every fort in the empire attracted civilians to
cater for the needs of the soldiers. Civilian settle-
ments sprang up along the frontier. The military in-
stallations together with these civilian settlements
created a significant economic power, which can only
be compared to the great cities of the interior of the
empire. This market sucked in goods and attracted
trade from both its hinterland as well as from the peo-
ple beyond the frontier.

Military administration

Both soldiers and civilians required management.
The Roman army was excessively bureaucratic, even
to our eyes — a receipt in quadruplicate, for example,
survives. Every soldier had his own file, and even
every horse. Each regiment created a day report.
Strength returns were regularly made to Rome. A tiny
sample of such documents survive from frontier forts,
but they cast strong light on the workings of the Ro-
man army.

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Research on Roman frontiers

Roman literature and other ancient sources have
long provided a valuable source of information about
frontier installations. These sources include several
military treatises describing the Roman army and its
structures, though, alas, generally not frontiers. They
also include specific documents such as the report
of the governor Arrian on the forts along the eastern
shore of the Black Sea.

Inscriptions and documents

Literary sources are supplemented by thousands of
inscriptions from every frontier describing the con-
struction and purpose of military structures as well
as providing details of the careers and movements of
the officers and soldiers of the Roman army. More re-
cently, documents on papyrus, parchment and wood
have been discovered through excavation and pro-
vide another valuable source of information.

Scholars started describing and planning Roman
remains in the 16th century. Their records are espe-
cially valuable today in view of the great changes in
the landscape and the damage to the archaeological
remains inflicted during the following centuries. They
also collected inscriptions and sculpture, and these
frequently form an important element of great nation-
al and regional collections.

Cercetarea frontierelor

Surselor literare li se adauga mii de inscriptii de pe
fiecare frontiera, ce descriu constructia si scopul
structurilor militare, oferind de asemenea detalii des-
pre carierele si miscarile ofiterilor si soldatilor din ar-
mata romana. Mai recent, sapaturile arheologice au
descoperit documente scrise pe papirus silemn, care
reprezintd o altd sursa de informatii valoroase.

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Survey and excavation

Although excavations were undertaken in the earlier
19th century, it was the 1890s which saw the begin-
ning of the modern era of scientific archaeological
investigations. This work did not just encompass
excavation; an important element was the surveying
and recording of existing remains. This work was
often undertaken by institutions such as the Reichs-
-Limeskommission in Germany, founded in 1892 by
the great German historian and winner of the Nobel
Prize Theodor Mommsen.

Research in the 20th century was dominated by
excavation. Early work focussed on uncovering struc-
tural remains often neglecting the more detailed histo-
ry of each site. Whole forts might be laid open. Yet at
the same time, members of the Reichs-Limeskommis-
sion in Germany were able to confirm that the frontier
had indeed a timber palisade, while in Scotland it was
revealed that the Antonine Wall was built of turf as
described in the Historia Augusta. Techniques soon
improved. Better use was made of dating eviden-
ce such as coins and pottery and, in time, weapons
and other small finds. The advantages of stratigraphy
in helping understand the history of sites was also
appreciated.

Sondaje si sapaturi arheologice

Castre intregi au
putut fi degajate. in acelasi timp, membrii Reichs-Li-
meskommission din Germania au putut confirma ca
frontiera a avut intr-adevar o palisada de lemn, iar
n Scotia s-a aratat ca Valul lui Antoninus Pius a fost
construit din brazde, asa cum fusese descris in Histo-
ria Augusta.

Aerial survey

Aerial photography provided another valuable tool.
Antoine Poidebard’s great survey of Roman military
sites in Syria, undertaken in the 1920s, and Sir Au-
rel Stein’s survey of Jordan remain major sources for
the study of the Eastern frontier. Jean Baradez’s Fos-
satum Africae, published in 1949, is based upon his
aerial reconnaissance of North Africa and remains a
major source for any study of this area.

Today, terrestrial and aerial survey is supplement-
ed by remote sensing, in particular geophysical sur-
vey. So much of this work is facilitated by advances
in computer technology in helping documenting and
mapping.

International co-operation in work on Roman fron-
tiers began in the 19th century. In 1949 the Congress
of Roman Frontier Studies was founded and has met
regularly since in various countries. Today, research
on the Frontiers of the Roman Empire brings together
scientists from all over the world: the 24th Congress
in Serbia in 2018 was attended by 360 scholars from
28 countries.

Protection and presentation of frontiers

The survey, excavation and recording of archaeolo-
gical sites are but one part of the story. From the very
beginning of excavation in the late nineteenth centu-
ry, visitors wanted to see the remains which had been
uncovered. Often, such archaeological sites were left
open and unprotected. Archaeologists removed the
valuable finds to museums, but visitors also wanted
their own souvenirs and as a result some sites prac-
tically disappeared.

The same years saw the first steps towards pro-
tecting ancient monuments. Country after country
passed legislation to secure the future of their her-
itage. Agriculture had long threatened the survival of
archaeological remains; now industry and its infra-
structure competed with its destructive power. Vast
economical developments everywhere gradually

The needs of increasing numbers of visitors re-
quired to be met. Military sites were laid out for public
inspection; museums were built to house the large
collections of artefacts, and, in time, other facil-
ities were provided, such as archaeological parks,
many containing reconstructions, and reaching out
to involve the public by means or re-enactment and
Roman military displays.

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Future perspectives

Today’s world offers many challenges. Roman fron-
tiers defined a single state, albeit one which no longer
exists. The very commonality of Roman frontiers de-
mands that they are treated as a single monument.
Roman frontiers are the joy of the aficionado of cul-
tural tourism — here is one great cultural route running
right round the Roman empire, offering not just differ-
ent sites but a wide range of landscape and scenery.

Protection is still a complex issue in the face of
our modern society and its demands. Archaeolo-
gical investigation is an increasingly complex oper-
ation requiring more resources. Visitors have high
expectations, fuelled by television and other media
presentations. To create and manage a single large
monument such as the Frontiers of the Roman Em-
pire demands a management philosophy in which
the different parts of the frontier complex are treated
holistically while respecting local traditions and prac-
tices: this is a considerable challenge as well as a
great opportunity for international co-operation.

It is clear that the protection and enhancement of
our common heritage requires much energy and toler-
ance, between the scientific community and adminis-
trators, at every level from the local to the international.

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THE ROMAN FRONTIERS OF DACIA

The context of the conquest of Dacia

The conquest of Dacia was considered one of the
most important Roman military operations after the
Civil Wars and both ancient and modern historians
have explained the reason. The Dacians, along with
the Parthians, from the beginning of the Empire are
mentioned as the most important Roman foe, with
some 150,000 soldiers needed to ensure their defeat.

The area of the Lower Danube was one of per-
manent conflict for a long time, due to multiple popu-
lation movements, from Dacians and Getae to Celts,
Greeks, Germanics, various Asian peoples, Slavs,
Bulgarians, etc. The list of conflicts between Dacians
and Romans is not long, but it starts in the 2nd cen-
tury BCE. Caesar had serious plans to deal with the
Dacians; the conflicts eventually ended under the
reigns of Domitian and Trajan.

Pannonia and Moesia were created west and
south of the Danube in 9 and 15, respectively, and
after about five years, certain Iranian tribes, the Sar-
matian lazyges, moved from the east into the area
between the Tisza and the Danube (the Great Hun-
garian Plain), with Romans agreement.

The Dacians, ‘an untrustworthy people’ according
to Tacitus (Historiae, lll, 46, 2), undertook five mili-
tary campaigns south of the Danube and in Dobro-
gea, prior to the reign of Domitian, four of them at
the beginning of the 1st century and a much better
planned last one in 69. In 84, when the Dacians un-
der Duras-Diurpaneus attacked south of the Danube,
the Romans unsuccessfully tried to strike back. This
is the context for the Dacian throne being taken by
Decebalus. In 89 the Romans gained a victory at
Tapae, north of the Danube, and peace was agreed,
the terms favouring the Dacians, who became clients
of Rome and received benefits, such as subsidies.
This peace was seen as a failure by some Romans,
though modern perception may be Influenced by
Trajan’s later propaganda. After his assassination,
Domitian was subjected to damnatio memoriae and
all his actions were discredited and minimized.

FRONTIERELE ROMANE ALE DACIEI

Premisele cuceririi Daciei

Cucerirea Daciei a fost considerata una dintre cele
mai importante operatiuni militare romane alaturi de
razboaiele civile, fapt explicat in istoriografiile mod-
erne si antice. Dacii, alaturi de parti, sunt perceputi
ca cei mai importanti inamici inca de la nceputul
Imperiului Roman, ca dovada cei 150.000 de soldati
mobilizati pentru infrangerea lor.

Zona Dunarii de Jos a fost una de conflicte perma-
nente pentru o lunga perioada, datorita numeroaselor
miscari de populatii, din zona de la daci-geti, la celti,
greci, germanici, asiatici (numeroase ramuri), slavi,
bulgari etc. Lista conflictelor dintre daci si romani nu
e lunga, dar incepe deja din sec. Il a.Chr., cele mai se-
rioase planuri de a-i linisti pe daci avandu-le Caesar,
conflicte fiind transate abia sub Domitian si Traian.

Pannonia si Moesia sunt provincii romane create
la vest sila sud de Dunare in 9, respectiv ih 15 p.Chr.,
iar dupa vreo 5 ani, neamuri iraniene, sarmatii iazigi,
sunt mutate din est in spatiul dintre Tisa si Dunare
(“Campia Panoniei”), romanii stabilind cu ei tratate
de alianta.

Dacii, un “neam niciodata cu credinta”, potrivit lui
Tacitus (Historiae, lll, 46, 2), au, pana la razboaiele
din timpul lui Domitian, cinci campanii militare la sud
de Dunare si in Dobrogea, patru la inceput de secol
| p.Chr. si una, mai bine planificatd, in 69 p.Chr. In
84 p.Chr., cand dacii sunt condusi de predecesorul
lui Decebal, Duras-Diurpaneus, romanii incearca sa
riposteze. Acesta este contextul in care Decebal pre-
ia tronul dacic. Dupd victoria romanilor de la nord de
Dunare (Tapae) este incheiata pacea (89 p.Chr.), dacii
redevenind “clienti” ai romanilor, primind suficient de
multe favoruri, intre altele subsidii. Unii contempora-
ni, poate si datorita propagandei lui Traian, au vazut
in aceasta pace un esec al romanilor. Domitian a
suferit, insa, damnatio memoriae, prin urmare trebuia
discreditat, iar actele lui uitate sau minimalizate.

Cu certitudine, conflictele din timpul lui Domitian
au fost intense, iar victoria romanilor foarte impor-
tanta.

There is no doubt that the conflicts during Domi-
tian’s reign were extremely serious, and the victory of
the Romans very important. Even though Domitian
refused to take the title of Dacicus, there is ample
evidence that his victory was celebrated at the time.
Domitian’s building projects In Rome mirrored those
of Augustus. His Forum Magnum was left unfinished
when he was assassinated. and then was partly
overlain by the forum of Trajan. Tens of high-quality
statues of Dacians were reused in Trajan’s projects,
including the 82 colossal statues in Trajan’s forum
and other parts of Rome. The famous ‘Dacian frieze’
and other statues of Dacians reused at the Arch of
Constantine are, apparently, from the time of Domi-
tian. From the same period seem to come another
series of unfinished large-scale statues of Dacians
abandoned in quarries of Asia Minor. Numerous
coins were issued early in Trajan’s reign on which
representations of Dacian weapons appear, some

Dacia. One of the scenes of the Trajan’s Column is
displaying Roman soldiers loading booties on pack-
saddles. With these spoils Trajan has built the forum
of Rome, and many other constructions, together with
the gifts and the spectacles offered to the Romans.
According to the news from Crito, Trajan’s personal
physician, passed on to us by a Byzantine writer, lo-
annes Lydus, the booty ...it was beyond imagination’,
estimated at 500.000 Roman librae of Gold and a
double quantity of Silver, equivalent to c. 165.000 kg
of Gold and 330.000 kg of Silver.

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The invasion of Dacia

Trajan carefully prepared the springboard for the
campaign which he launched In 101 into the territories
north of the Danube. There were economic reasons,
it was said, as he wanted to revoke the payment to
Decebalus established by Domitian or before, but the
most important reason was political, as the Dacians
were growing powerful (Dio 68, 6.1). Accordingly, the
Roman aggressively increased the level of deter-
rence, thus changing the status quo in the region.

The large Invading force he assembled was main-
ly concentrated in Moesia Superior, with additional
troops brought in from elsewhere, but few fortifica-
tions associated with this army have been Identified.

The main invasion routes followed by the Ro-
mans must have been those later developed Into the
roads of the future province of Dacia. Fortifications in
south-west Dacia and in north-west Wallachia date
to this time but were abandoned in the late Trajan-
ic period or under Hadrian. Other indirect evidence
for the occupation of the territories north of the Dan-
ube after the first Dacian war are the title of Dacicus
which Trajan took in 102, the statement of Cassius
Dio that he left troops behind at Zermizegehusa and
in other places (Dio 68,9.6,) and the construction of
the bridge at Drobeta. Moreover, Decebalus request-
ed before the second war, to have the land as far as
Ister (Danube) returned in exchange for the Roman
general Pompeius Longinus he had taken prisoner
(Dio 68, 12.2).

During their advance towards the Dacian fortress-
es in the Sureanu Mountains, the Romans did not fol-
low the valleys used by today’s traffic but when the
terrain became difficult he used the mountain ridges
and passes instead. Yet, a fragment of Trajan’s Com-
mentaries (Priscian 6. 13, p. 682) reveals that, at the
beginning of the war in the Spring of 101, the two main
columns were marching across the open plain from
Lederata to Berzovia and Aizis, probably starting at
Viminacium. A fierce battle took place at Tapae. After
that Trajan captured some Dacian fortresses, includ-
ing one where he recovered the captured standards,
weaponry and war machines of Domitian’s general

Romanii, In timpul Tnaintarii lor nspre cetatile
dacice din Muntii Sureanu nu au urmat, acolo unde
terenul devenea mai dificil, vaile folosite in traficul de
azi, ci crestele si pasurile montane. Cu toate acestea,
un pasaj din Comentariile lui Traian (Priscian 6. 13,
p. 682) ne arata ca in primavara lui 101 p.Chr,, la
inceputul r&zboiului, cele doud coloane de mars
principale au avansat dinspre Lederata inspre Ber-
zovia si Aizis, in camp deschis, probabil pornind de la
Viminacium.

Cornelius Fuscus. At the same time, the governor of
Moesia Inferior, M. Laberius Maximus, captured Dece-
balus’ sister in another stronghold (Cassius Dio 68, 9).

However, the reality must have been more com-
plex than the facts revealed in the surviving texts or
can be demonstrated archaeologically. So far, march-
ing camps have only been identified in the mountains,
with few exceptions located along the routes that the
Romans must have followed along the mountain ridg-
es east of the Jiu Valley. Pliny the Younger confirmed
that Trajan boasted of his achievements, among them
garrisoning troops in the mountains (Pliny VIIl.4).

We know less from the scenes on Trajan’s Col-
umn. The conquerors are rarely portrayed besieged
or wounded, though Trajan Is shown helping to give
first aid to wounded soldiers. The drama of the wars
is demonstrated In other scenes such as those where
Dacians are depicted destroying their own fortifica-
tions. The scenes showing Romans cutting trees and
building fortifications are numerous. However, no bat-
tlefields or fortifications have yet been investigated
in detail. Impressive traces were noted by I. Martian
at Cioclovina in the first half of the 20th century and
described as ‘remains of cyclopian walls’.

The marching camps are built at high altitudes,
generally positioned on a gentle slope. They are usu-
ally rectangular in shape and, for a marching army,
of medium to small size (4-7 ha), no doubt due to
the morphology of the terrain they had to follow, at
altitudes of 1000-2000 m.

In the three years, 102-105, between the two
wars, some of the Dacian citadels (e.g. Gradistea
Muncelului and Capalna) were occupied by Roman
soldiers. Evidence of construction and reconstruc-
tion occurs at both fortresses with Roman finds at
the former, the most important being building stone
bearing the names of three or four legions. However,
specialists have yet to agree on the precise date of
these events. The plan of the fortress at Gradistea
Muncelului is unusual for both Dacians and Romans.
Furthermore, new discoveries in the Buzdu Pass in-
dicate that the Romans also moved against Dacian
fortresses in south-east Transylvania.

To conclude, the evidence confirms a military
presence south and south-west of the Carpathian
Mountains between the wars. These territories were
not abandoned after the first Dacian war, as has been
suggested for some forts, such as Sarmizegetusa

It Is likely that some of
the forts that the Romans occupied later within the
province were initially built during the conquest pe-
riod. Evidence for fortifications, either Roman or Da-
cian, are found also on the route to the main Dacian
citadels through southern mountain passes.

The Dacians attacked the Roman forts In 105,
thereby initiating the second Dacian war. The hasty
rebuilding Identified archaeologically in some Dacian
fortresses may date from this period. Trajan’s Column
depicts the siege of Sarmizegetusa Regia, suggest-
ing that the rest of the territory was indeed controlled
by the Romans, though the lazyges complained that
Trajan did not return the land taken from them by
Decebalus, thus indicating a short seizure of some
south-western territory by the Dacians. The Dacian
fortresses were reconquered in 105-106 and imme-
diately after, at the latest in 108, the new province
was formalised.

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How far had the Romans advance towards the
north, east and west and how much of their own ter-
ritory the Dacians retained between the two wars is
hard to tell. It used to be believed that their territory
was reduced to Transylvania. Yet the Romans ad-
vanced further, deep into Moldova, along the Siret
River, at Galati-Barbosi, and as far as the Dacian
fortresses of Batca Doamnei, Cozila and Piatra So-
imului, also occupying southern Bessarabia and the
northern shore of the Black Sea, including Orlovka
(Cahul) and Novoselskoe (Satu Nou). In the north-
west, the Romans apparently reached as far as Sa-
tu-Mare and perhaps beyond. All Dacian fortresses
still in use were now abandoned.

The province of Dacia had a relatively short life being
abandoned due to economic and strategic reasons
in the 260s. It was heavily militarized and therefore
the role of the army was crucial in Its development
and life.

The Roman frontier In Dacia combined several
elements, each relating to the landscape: there were
riverain and mountain borders, some supplemented
by linear barriers, and all connected by roads. Every-
where, the complex system of the border consisted
primarily of a network of watch-towers, smaller or
larger forts and artificial earthen ramparts or stone
walls. Their main purpose was to control and super-
vise population movements, but they represented the
most important symbols of Rome’s power.

The fortified frontiers of Dacia, as in other prov-
inces, encompassed the most fertile territories, nec-
essary for the supply of a large army. In addition,
the areas richest in mineral deposits were incorpo-
rated, including the gold-mining area of the Apuseni
Carpathians, and the areas rich in surface saline
deposits.

The border line and the location of the fortifica-
tions in northern and eastern Transylvania was de-
termined by the salt quarries used today at Rupea,
Sinpaul, Odorheiu Secuiesc, Praid, Sovata, Bistrita,
Beclean and Dej. The fortresses at Apulum and
Potaissa lay close to the gold-mining area with the
latter also close to important salt deposits. The next
most important fort in the province, that of the ala
milliaria at Razboieni, was placed beside the Ocna
Mures salt mine.

Other forts were positioned along the most impor-
tant trade or military routes. Auxiliary forts formed the
core of military deployment in the frontier provinces.
As a rule they were located one day apart, about 25-
30 km. However, this distance was affected by the
topography, the important communication routes and
the strategic situation beyond the frontier.

In the western part of Dacia, the forts lay along
main roads, though with a less dense distribution

Granita romana a Daciei combind mai multe
sisteme de granita in functie de peisaj: granite river-
ane, montane, unele fiind descrise de drumuri, altele,
de bariere artificiale.

than elsewhere. South of Sarmizegetusa and Tibis-
cum, from Pojejena and Drobeta/ Dierna, respective-
ly, the forts are 20-30 km apart as the crow flies. So
far only one legionary fortress, that at Berzovia, is
known along this line, occupied only during the reign
of Trajan. From Tibiscum to Micia, 70 km to the north-
east as the crow flies, the road must have bypassed
the Poiana Rusca Mountains, either to the west or
the south. The latter option is more probable as Ulpia
Traiana Sarmizegetusa Is on this route.

After Trajan’s reign the forts and the roads in
south-western Dacia were abandoned. The main
communication artery remained the one running
north from Dierna/Drobeta on the Timis — Cerna cor-
ridor to Tibiscum. We have the most complex overlap
of forts here, Tibiscum being an important commu-
nication node. From here, Sarmizegetusa was just

From
Sarmizegetusa the imperial road, at the same time
the boundary of the province, continued northwards
for 130 km to Micia the next important point. Thence
the road passed through the most important civil set-
tlements at Apulum, Potaissa and Napoca en route to
Porolissum. Only at the first two were there legionary
fortresses, Potaissa not being built until the Marco-
mannic wars of the 170s.

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The Mures Valley was an important trade route
to Pannonia and it is no coincidence that there are
several Roman discoveries along it beyond what we
consider the western frontier of the province. Apart
from Apulum, the most important settlement in the
Mures Valley, and indeed in Dacia, was the fort and
harbour at Micia, near Deva. Parallel to the Mures
there must have been a road, its existence confirmed
by the discovery of a Roman milestone recording the
distance between Micia and Apulum (IDR 1l / 3, 50).
The territory north of Micia as far as the Aries Valley
was controlled by the Romans as here there were the
most important metal deposits of Dacia. The exist-
ence of small forts, but also of important settlements,
Ampelum/Zlatna becoming a municipium under Sep-
timius Severus, indicates the military and administra-
tive control of the area, though not from the beginning
of the province. There was also a customs station
here, emphasizing that the territory belonged to the
imperial treasury.

Some small forts served as outposts guarding
quarries or mineral deposits in territory controlled and
colonized by the Romans. Examples are the small
forts at Ighiu, Trampoiele and Abrud, all close to the
roads that connected the most important settlements
in the gold-mining area of Apulum, Ampelum and Al-
burnus Maior.

From Micia the intervals between the forts are
longer, with averages of about 40 km. The most im-
portant are the fortresses at Apulum/Alba-lulia and
later at Potaissa/Turda. From here, the road must
have split, with the most important transect leading to
Napoca and the other to Gilau to the north-west and
thence to Bologa about 45 km distant.

To the north-west of Bologa is the densest deploy-
ment of auxiliary forts protecting the north-western and
northern sector of the Roman frontier; they are also the
best known in Dacia. Four forts are clustered, at dis-
tances of 10-15 km apart, near the busy access point
in and out of the province at Porolissum. Also in this
area, due to the topography, are most of the Roman
watch-towers, most fortlets and most linear barriers.

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The location of the fortresses and the key forts
at Tibiscum, Micia and Porolissum show that this
was the main north-south axis of Dacia. The major
civil settlements also developd, with few exceptions,
along this road, including an important centre at Am-
pelum/Zlatna, probably the main settlement in the
gold-mining zone, and in south-east Dacia the Impor-
tant fort at Romula on the river Olt.

East of Porolissum the structure of the frontier
was broadly similar with the auxiliary forts being
located about 10 km behind the network of towers
slightly more than on north-western frontier. Contin-
uing eastwards, the northern border of Dacia was an
area with high hills on which the towers were cleverly
placed while the forts lay in the valleys behind, where
there were easy access roads to and from Barbari-
cum. Fortlets were placed on the routes across the
border, sometimes structurally connected to the lin-
ear barriers.

Intre ele este localizat un centru
civil important la Ampelum (Zlatna), asezarea din zo-
na aurifera cu cel mai important rol, iar in sud-estul
Daciei, pe Olt, la Romula, ultimul si un centru militar
deosehbit.

Structura granitei ramane similara la est de Po-
rolissum, castrele auxiliare fiind localizate putin n
spatele retelei de turnuri, de aceasta data cu distante
mai mari, fata de granita de nord-vest, de c.

De aici, Tnspre est, putem vorbi despre granita de
nord a Daciei, 0 zona cu dealuri Tnalte pe care sunt
amplasate, inteligent, turnurile, in vai fiind localizate
castrele auxiliare, acolo unde existau cai de acces
facile dinspre si inspre Barbaricum.

The border in eastern Transylvania is similar to the
northern sector, with the mountainous terrain creat-
ing some differences such as the wider spacing of the
watch-towers. It is interesting how some watch-tow-
ers, if Roman, were located behind the two forts at
Livezile and Orheiul Bistritei on the north-eastern
corner of Dacia. Travel between these two forts was
only possible via a bypass to the south-west through
the area where the towers stood.

The volcanic massifs of the Eastern Carpathians
made it unnecessary to locate forts there. Instead,
they lie to the west separated by the strip of the
Transylvania’s Subcarpathian hills. The forts were
approximately 25-30 km apart, with exceptions In
the approaches to the two most important mountain
passes, the Bicaz Gorge and the Oituz Pass. At the
former, three forts were located about 15 km apart,
up to 60 km from the entrance to the pass, with the
Gurghiului Mountains and the Giurgeu Depression in
between. The few known towers and fortlets are in
areas where closer surveillance was needed, espe-
cially in front of the Calugareni fort. The position of
the fortlets is similar to those on the northern border,
except for that at Ibanesti, about 25 km from the fort
at Brancovenesti, protecting an important route. The
existence of two parallel lines of military installations
in the Brancovenesti — Calugareni sector has been
postulated, the outer one of fortlets, located further
from the auxiliary forts of the Inner line compared to
the northern sector. The fortlets known so far in this

sector are at variable distances of 8-25 km on the
western terraces and saddles of the mountains in the
interfluvial areas. Four of the six known fortlets on the
eastern segment sit in front of Calugareni fort. Some,
however, are not proper fortlets, but watch-towers sit-
ting within a larger enclosure about 20 m square and
protected by an earthen rampart and ditch, or having
an annexe.

In the south-eastern corner of Transylvania forts
are known but no watch-towers or fortlets. There was
an outpost at Bretcu, on the easternmost point of
this sector, the only fort located at the entrance to a
mountain pass in the Eastern Carpathians. Two im-
portant routes led to this fort and continued towards
Moldova, one from Transylvania and the Olt Valley
and the other from the Danube through the Rucar-
Bran Pass. The latter was in use from the wars of
Trajan, as was the Buzau pass further east, which
also connected to south-eastern Transylvania. In the
northern area of both passes lay two forts at Rasnov
and Borosneu Mare. The forts in northern Muntenia,
in use under Trajan but lying within Lower Moesia,
were connected to this route.

The connection between the Rucar-Bran Pass
and the Danube was by a road which at one point
was protected by an earthen rampart and a palisade
and guarded along its entire length by forts and some
towers, the so-called Limes Transalutanus. Most forts
here, however, seem to have been occupied at the be-
ginning of the 3rd century, although earlier construc-

The distance between the
forts is less than usual, on average 10-15 km, with a
maximum of 20 km. Some sites display two separate
enclosures, a specific feature of this sector.

The route along the river Olt through the Tur-
nu-Rosu Pass also does not seem to have been
used from the beginning. Clear evidence for the con-
struction of the first forts here dates to the reign of
Hadrian; characteristically most of them are smaller
than average. The existence of a road is attested by
a milestone discovered at Copaceni.

A parallel road from Buridava on the Danube,
a place mentioned in the Hunt Papyrus during the
Dacian wars on account of its garrison, from Jiblea
bypassed Mount Cozia to the east and rejoined the
main road along the Olt before Red Tower Pass.

The forts from the point where the Olt exits the
mountains flowing south to the Danube are little
studied. They are wider apart than normal at approx-
imately 40 km, though the most forts at Slaveni and
Romula/Resca are only 35 km apart.

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The categories of fortifications

Temporary camps

Two types have been recorded In Dacia, most be-
ing marching or campaign camps, occupied briefly.
These large rectangular camps usually accommodat-
ed legions or parts of legions and auxiliary troops on
the march. Such camps can extend up to 70 ha, but
the examples so far found In Dacia cover only 6—7 ha,
owing to the mountainous landscape in which they sit.

The camps had an earthen rampart and one or
more ditches, usually with baffled gates typical of
these types of structures, known as tituli and clavicu-
lae. The best known camps in Dacia are those in the
Sureanu Mountain where 16 have so far been iden-
tified. Others probably lay along the invasion routes
along which the army would have camped overnight.
They would have been built, as a rule, a day’s march
apart, about 25-30 km. The most spectacular march-
ing camps are In the overlapping group at Comarni-
cel, the point where Roman columns advancing on
several fronts converged.

Dintre acestea cunoastem in Dacia doua tipuri, ma-
joritatea fiind castre de mars sau de campanie. Sunt
fortificatii de scurta duratd, de mari dimensiuni, in
care erau cazate trupele in mars, de obicei detasa-
mente din legiuni si trupe auxiliare.

Auxiliary regiments form the largest component of
the army of Dacia. Smaller than the legions, but much
more flexible, they occupied most Roman forts. A fort
of this type was usually occupied by a single military
unit, either 500 or 1000 infantrymen which could also
have a mounted detachment, or a cavalry regiment of
500 or 1000 soldiers, the latter being an exception.
Rarely, and in special circumstances, a fort could
be occupied by troops from different units. Among
these, and the most important, are those at Tibis-
cum, Micia and Porolissum, but the earlier arrange-
ments at these sites were simpler. Another rare cir-
cumstance was when there were two adjacent forts,
but here the chronology is uncertain. Other special
forts were those occupied by the governor’s guard,
one little known and partially destroyed in the area of
the Dacian fortresses at Orastioara de Sus, the oth-
er close to the resort of Germisara/Geoagiu Bai, not
far from Apulum, near the current village of Cigmau.
Its plan is unusual, missing an important element, its
praetentura, the front part of the fort.

Trupele auxiliare sunt cele mai numeroase detasa-
mente militare romane. De mai mici dimensiuni decat
legiunile, dar mult mai mobile, acestea ocupau major-
itatea fortificatiilor romane. Un castru de acest tip es-
te ocupat, de reguld, de o singura unitate militara, fie
de cate 500 sau de 1000 de infanteristi, care puteau
avea si efective de cavalerie, fie de trupe de cavalerie
de 500 sau de 1000 de soldati, ultimele fiind exceptii.

The dimensions of each fort related to the number
of soldiers within but typically they have an area of be-
tween 1.30 and 3 ha. Exceptions are the three special
forts holding more than one unit and the only fort of
an ala milliaria in Dacia at Razboieni of about 5-6 ha.

The forts housing cavalry only were usually lo-
cated deeper inside the province as they were very
mobile, the most important being the ala | Batavorum
at Razhoieni. Nevertheless, some cavalry units were
stationed directly on the frontier, Including the ala Si-
liana at Gilau (Cluj county) and the ala | Tungrorum
Frontoniana at llisua (Bistrita Nasaud county). All
such military dispositions were undertaken with care.

In addition to the auxiliary units, from the time
of Hadrian the frontiers were strengthened by spe-
cial troops, the numeri, ethnic units, mostly recruited
from Orientals or Africans (Palmyrennes, Syrians or

As seen earlier, the legionary fortresses were locat-
ed along the main road of the province, which formed
the western border of Dacia. The fortress at Berzovia
in the south-west of Dacia was the first to be built
in the province and was occupied by legio Illl Flavia
Felix. This legion also built the colony of veterans
at Ulpia Traiana Sarmizegetusa. It is not impossible
that initially there was a semi-permanent fortress
here, for a temporary base during construction work
would have been necessary. Between Berzovia and
Sarmizegetusa, but closer to the latter, there was an-
other fortress at Zavoi, large enough at 22 ha for an
entire legion, but It seems to have had a short life.
Both fortresses seem to have been in use only during
the wars under Trajan.

Between and after the two Dacian wars, a Roman
garrison formed of legionary detachments occupied
the former capital of the Dacians, Sarmizegetusa/
Gradistea de Munte, adapting the Dacian fortification
to the landscape with an unusual plan.

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The longest-lived legionary fortress in Dacia lay
at Apulum and was the base of legio X/l Gemina
throughout the province’s existence. Here was the
administrative capital of the province, which encour-
aged the development of several important civil set-
tlements nearby. About 60 km north, the fortress at
Potaissa was built around 170 in the context of the
Marcomannic wars.

The Roman army was extremely flexible and It
Is possible that legionary detachments were based
in some auxiliary forts. It Is also likely that legion-
aries were sent on special missions all over Dacia
and beyond but there is no reliable evidence such as
building inscriptions for that with but few exceptions.
Instead, many bricks and tiles with the abbreviation
of the names of legions have been discovered in aux-
iliary forts, but they arrived there mainly as building
materials; the involvement of the legionaries being
usually limited to providing specialists:

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Towers

Towers are little known from written sources, but their
shape must have been similar to those represented
on the columns of Trajan and Marcus Aurelius. They
were simple rectangular structures, probably with
three levels, the ground floor being for storage, the
first level a living area, while the top floor provided
space for observation, either directly through openin-
gs in the wall or from platforms.

Most of the towers known so far in Dacia, almost
300, are located on the north-western and northern
borders of the province. In the first phases of con-
struction most of the towers must have been of tim-
ber, but we have very little evidence for this type of
structure. Most known towers were built of stone,
about 5 m square, though some were circular. Many
must have had timber superstructures. Some protec-
tion was provided by a ditch, and maybe a palisade.
There are exceptions, some towers being larger,
others with small household annexes, and others
being protected within a wider perimeter by earth or
stone enclosures.

Following complex topographic analyses, it has
been found that the towers were never placed at ran-
dom, but in a complicated network, each within the
visibility range of Its neighbouring towers and located
near dominant peaks.

Turnurile sunt putin cunoscute din sursele scrise,
iar forma acestora trebuie sa fi fost similara cu cele
reprezentate pe columnele lui Traian si a lui Marcus
Aurelius. Erau structuri rectangulare simple, probabil
cu trei niveluri, la parter cu o zona de depozitare, la
primul nivel, o zona de locuit, iar la ultimul, zona de
unde se supraveghea, fie direct prin deschideri in zid,
fie de pe platforme.

Fortlets

A fortlet is known, especially in the western part of
the Roman Empire, as a burgus or praesidium. They
were located in strategic places but where larger
forts were not needed. In Dacia, they were located at
crossing points on the border, supplementing the net-
work of towers and being in direct contact with them.
They are similar to other fortifications in the Roman
Empire, from Britain to Africa, with the highest con-
centration along Hadrian’s Wall, where they were
placed at every mile, hence the name ‘milecastle’. In
Dacia, the only ones known so far, that are identical
in location, adjacent to the artificial border line, are
the two fortlets at Brebi in Salaj County.

These smaller fortifications were located follow-
ing military requirements, often close to the border,
and occupied either by numeri troops or, more fre-
quently, by small detachments of soldiers from near-
by auxiliary units.

Fortlets are rarely found on the western frontier.
They were located along the main road at Voislova
in Caras-Severin County and Abrud, Ighiu and Tram-
poiele in Alba-lulia County, in strategic positions
on higher ground; in the last two cases, they were
placed to undertake surveillance over roads and
quarries. Others are known on the eastern border,
in Transylvania where they provided a parallel line at
some distance to the auxiliary forts, and in the Olt
Valley where they were placed adjacent to the road.
More atypical are some double fortlets on the Limes
Transalutanus where fortlets were placed beside
auxiliary forts.

Earthen ramparts

Roman fortifications, of course, had a strategic role,
but they were neither defensive installations, like me-
dieval fortresses, nor offensive. Rather, the towers,
fortlets and linear barriers had a secondary role, an
economic one of traffic control. In fact, this was gen-
erally the practical purpose of all such fortifications in
the 2nd and 3d centuries.

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Simple earthen ramparts, probably with a ditch in
front, are known on the north-western border of Da-
cia, crossing the valleys, but also sitting on the ter-
races and saddles, so as to control traffic. The most
spectacular were in the Porolissum area, where at
one point the rampart was replaced by a wall.

The Limes Transalutanus has been described by
Romanian authors as an earthwork, though recently
some researchers have had doubts, considering it a
simple road. What is certain is that it is very flattened,
that there are fortifications about 10-20 km apart
nearby and, in some places, traces of wooden stakes
from a possible palisade have been found. It con-
nected the Danube and the Rucar-Bran Pass through
which south-east of Transylvania was approached,
on aline parallel to the river Olt, at a variable distance
of 5-50 km.

Linear fortifications, sometimes in the form of sev-
eral parallel lines, are also known in the Banat. In the
north at Supuru de Sus in Satu-Mare County, outside
the province, another ditch dug in a Roman technique
has been identified, but Its authenticity is uncertain.
Another large rampart, known as Brazda lui Novac
(Novac’s Furrow) and post-Roman in date, was iden-

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tified in the southern part of the former province. The
clearest sector runs for about 300 km from Drobeta to
Urluieni, about 100 km north of the Danube. Perhaps
after the Romans withdrew from Dacia they still con-
trolled fortifications north of the Danube; however,
the only known late Roman fortifications were near
the Danube. The rampart stretched intermittently
into the southern part of Moldova being sometimes
associated with the ramparts around Galati. Anoth-
er shorter rampart, about 150 km long, ‘Brazda lui
Novac de Sud’ (Novac's Southern Furrow), is located
south of the main line and east of the river Olt.

Chronology

The first Roman fortifications in Dacia were the tem-
porary camps, constructed along the routes towards
the Dacian fortresses during Trajan’s wars.

Unfortunately, we do not have enough chronolog-
ical data on the evolution of the defense system in
Dacia. Certainly, the network did not operate in the
same way from the conquest to the abandonment
of the province. There is evidence from most forts of
their early existence, many having initial phases
of ‘earth and timber’, i.e. earthen ramparts with a pal-
isade, towers and wooden gates, surrounded by one
or more ditches. The buildings inside have several
building phases due to dilapidation over time, but
also as a result of the number and personal tastes
of the commilitones.

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We have few building inscriptions that could pro-
vide us with a chronology. Rebuilding in stone start-
ed in the first half of the 2nd century. The earliest
inscriptions that indicate the date by which the prov-
ince existed are for the construction of the Sarmize-
getusa forum and the Aiton milestone dated to 108.
In Ptolemy’s list of 44 places, the earliest topographic
account relating to Dacia, a Sarmizegetusa Is men-
tioned, but it is the former capital of the Dacians,
which continued to be occupied for a short time after
the conquest. Few forts in Dacia have been examined
in detail, but we do have archaeological evidence
for the early stone construction of some buildings,
the earliest being from the forts at Drajna de Sus,
then in Lower Moesia, and Varadia Pusta. Around
the middle of the 2nd century a series of buildings
were rebuilt in stone, starting with the headquarters
building, e.g. Gilau and Porolissum. There was no

general programme to replace all the structures in the
forts. They were rebuilt piecemeal, with priority given
to the most dilapidated ones, but especially the main
buildings. Most ramparts were built in stone at the
beginning of the 3rd century, but even in that period
some ramparts were restored In turf (caespites), as
at Bumbesti-Jiu.

Archaeological details confirm the dynamics of a
relatively static frontier. The fortifications along the
road in the extreme south-west of Dacia, also used
by Trajan in the first Dacian war, were apparent-
ly abandoned after his death or even earlier, when
he needed reinforcements for his Parthian war; this
is recorded in the only paragraph preserved of his
Commentaries.

At the beginning of Hadrian’s reign, due to warfare
on the western frontier, most important changes took
place in the administration and the defense system
of Dacia. Hadrian decided to retain the province, but
divided it into three, eventually with separate com-
mands, while new, more mobile, troops were trans-
ferred to the provinces and some forts were enlarged

(ex. Gilau, Porolissum). Nu existau programe gener-
ale de inlocuire a tuturor structurilor din castre.

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following changes to their garrisons. Other changes
took place at the beginning of the reign of Antoninus
Pius. To this time is dated the only inscription from
Dacia, at Radacinesti in the Olt Valley, that recorded
the doubling of the precinct and the addition of towers
(CIL 111 13796). Also, from this period there is a build-
ing inscription at Gherla that indicates the construc-
tion in stone either of a building or the fort itself (AE
1906, 112). During this period, the first conflicts with
the Dacians beyond the borders took place, as re-
corded by Aelius Aristides (Orationes, XXVI, 70) due
to ...the madness of the Getae’. Proof is provided by
the numerous discharges of soldiers after the middle
of the 2nd century. Archaeological evidence indicates
that the pattern of towers on the northern frontier Is
most complex at this time.

Structural changes constantly occurred, not nec-
essarily because of a change of strategy, but mere-
ly through adaptation to minor situations. Only the
near ubiquitous amendment to the shape of the gate
towers and their design with horseshoe projections
beyond the fort walls indicates a change in the de-
fensive strategy of the Roman army. This occurs from
the end of the 2nd century and especially towards
the end of Caracalla’s reign in preparation for his visit
to Dacia.

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After the abandonment of Dacia In the 260s, it is
possible that some of Its territory was still controlled,
at least periodically, by the Romans. Archaeological-
ly, we have clear evidence of late fortifications north
of the Danube at Drobeta, Hinova, Desa or Sucidava.
It is clear that the former forts or settlements con-
tinued to be partially occupied, but it is unlikely that
the Roman army maintained them for long. We learn
from an ancient author, Procopius, that even before
Justinian emperors recaptured parts of Dacia; but
the statement probably referred to the northern bank
of the Danube even though Roman artefacts contin-
ued to reach the interior of the former province. In
order to save appearances, and as a result of new
military and administrative changes after the ‘Aureli-
an retreat’, some territories south of the Danube later
became the Diocese of Dacia. Another obvious rea-
son for the title was that most of the troops and the
administration that withdrew from Dacia settled here.

The type and the organisation of the province

A provincia Dacia, in the Republican meaning of the
term, which is the area of competence of a Roman
magistrate, had probably been established north
of the Danube in between the two Dacian wars.
Still, the official date of birth of the province itself is
11 August 106, when, a military diploma discover-
ed at Porolissum (CIL XVI 160) demonstrates that
the war had ended. Before 108, the main road of the
province from Drobeta to Porolissum had been al-
most entirely completed (CIL Il 1627), and the first
coins with the legend DACIA AVGVSTI PROVINCIA
were minted before 112.

Dacia from the start was an imperial province
that was strongly militarised. During Trajan’s reign
(98- 117) Dacia’s army included at least two legions
(X1l Gemina at Apulum, /Il Flavia Felix at Berzovia,
while part or all of | Adiutrix was also at Apulum), as
a result, its governor was a former consul (legatus
Augusti pro praetore), a very senior official at the
height of his military and political career. The first
governor of Dacia was lulius Sabinus (106-109).

Dupa parasirea Daciei este posibil ca unele ter-
itorii ale fostei provincii sa fi fost inca controlate, cel
putin periodic, de romani.

Tipul si organizarea provinciei

In timpul domniei lui Traian
(98-117), Dacia avea in armata sa cel putin doua le-
giuni (X!l Gemina — Apulum, Illl Flavia felix — Berzo-
via, dar si | Adiutrix — cu efective complete sau partia-
le, tot la Apulum) prin urmare, un guvernator de rang
consular in fruntea ei — legatus Augusti pro praetore,
un personaj foarte important, aflat la apogeul carierei
militare si politice.

A financial procurator served besides him and was
responsible for the province’s finances, including the
payment of the army. He was based at Ulpia Traiana
Sarmizegetusa, the first city in the province, established
sometime after Roman authority was fully formalised.

The beginning of Hadrian's reign (117-138) saw
significant conflicts with the Sarmatians and the Da-
cians living beyond the borders of the Trajanic prov-
ince and even the governor C. lulius Quadratus Bas-
sus (117-118?) fell victim. The emperor was forced
to take extreme measures. Following the defeat of
the barbarians, under the extraordinary command
of Q. Marcius Turbo, the emperor decided to abandon
the territories In Muntenia and southern Moldova that
Trajan had annexed to Moesia Inferior, and to form
Oltenia and south-eastern Transylvania into the prov-
ince Dacia Inferior, the Trajanic province thus becom-
ing Dacia Superior. Sometime between November
119 and April 123, the extreme north of that province,
the land north of the Mures and Aries rivers was or-
ganised Into a third province, Dacia Porolissensis.

Dacia Superior was now the only province of
the three that still retained a legion in its army, X//I
Gemina at Apulum, and the legatus Augusti pro prae-
tore, now of the lower praetorian rank, was also the
legion’s commander. The other two provinces were
each governed by a praesidial procurator of ducenary
rank, one based at Napoca, the other at Romula,
while the economy of Dacia Superior was supervised
by a financial procurator of centenary rank located at
Ulpia Traiana Sarmizegetusa.

During Marcus Aurelius’s reign there is a second
reorganisation of the Dacian provinces, following
the devastating effects that the Marcommanic Wars
had on the province from 168 onwards; two essential
problems were revealed — the lack of a second legion
and a unitary command over the army. In response,
the legion V Macedonica was moved from its base at
Troesmis, Moesia Inferior, to Potaissa, where it would
stay for the remaining life of the province, a move that
led to major changes to the provincial government.
The three established provinces now benefited from
unity of command and jurisdiction in the person of a
single governor of consular rank with the title legatus

lulius Sabinus (106-109). Alaturi de acesta, un pro-
curator financiar, responsabil pentru toate finantele
provinciei, inclusiv solda armatei, Tsi avea sediul la
Ulpia Traiana Sarmizegetusa, primul oras al provinci-
ei, fondat candva dupa stabilirea definitiva a autorita-
tii romane la nordul Dunarii de Jos.

Tnceputul domniei lui Hadrian (117-138) prileju-
ieste conflicte semnificative cu sarmatii si dacii care
trdiau n jurul provinciei Traianice, cdrora le cade vic-
tima chiar guvernatorul C. lulius Quadratus Bassus
(117-1187?), iar imparatul se vede nevoit sa ia ma-
suri drastice de reorganizare. Dupa infrangerea bar-
barilor, sub extraordinara comanda a lui Q. Marcius
Turbo, imparatul decide sa abandoneze teritoriile din
Muntenia si sudul Moldovei anexate de Traian Moe-
siei Inferior, sa reconfigureze teritoriile din Oltenia si
sud-estul Ardealului Tn provincia Dacia Inferior, pro-
vincia Traiana devenind Dacia Superior. Candva intre
noiembrie 119 si aprilie 123, nordul extrem (la nord
de cursul raurilor Mures si Aries) devine o a treia pro-
vincie, Dacia Porolissensis.

Dacia Superior este singura dintre aceste trei
provincii care pastreaza o legiune in armata sa, Xl
Gemina, la Apulum, iar legatus Augusti pro praetore
(acum de rang pretorian) este totodata si comandan-
tul legiunii. Celelalte doua provincii vor primi in frun-
tea lor cate un procurator praesidial de rang ducenar
(cu sediul la Napoca, respectiv Romula), iar econo-
mia Daciei Superior va fi supervizata de un procu-
rator financiar de rang centenar (cu sediul la Ulpia
Traiana Sarmizegetusa).

O a doua re-organizare a provinciilor dacice are
loc sub Marcus Aurelius, in conditiile efectelor devas-
tatoare pe care razboaiele marcomanice le au in pro-
vincie (incepand cu anul 168): cu aceasta ocazie, ies
la iveala doua probleme esentiale — lipsa unei a doua
legiuni si comanda unitard a armatei.

Drept raspuns, legiunea V Macedonica este adu-
sa din castrul ei de la Troesmis, Moesia Inferior, la
Potaissa, unde va si raméane pe intreaga perioada
de existenta a provinciei, mutare ce va cere modifi-
cari substantiale in guvernarea provinciei. Cele trei
provincii stabilite primesc o unitate de comanda si ju-
risdictie, In persoana unui singur guvernator de rang

Augusti pro praetor or the less official consularis trium
Daciarum. He received military and civilian jurisdic-
tion and complete administrative authority over the
three provinces, that were reunited under the sim-
ple name of Dacia or tres Daciae. The governor did
not have absolute military command of the army as
each of the two legions were still commanded by a
legatus Augusti legionis of praetorian rank. Adminis-
tratively speaking, the three Hadrianic provinces no
longer needed separate governors (praesides), so
they remained merely financial districts, their names
including the terms Apulensis (Superior) and Malven-
sis (Inferior); Dacia Porolissensis retained its well es-
tablished name.

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The year 168 was the moment when these chang-
es took place, when, during the war, the reorganisa-
tion and military unification of Dacia and Moesia Su-
perior, under the command of M. Claudius Fronto, a
true hero of Rome and Dacia, was decided.

Dacia remained organised as such until the end
of its existence as a province, with the exception that
from the beginning of the 3rd century, senators were
gradually removed from military commands, making
room for the equites, professional soldiers more loy-
al to the emperor. They replaced the governor and
the legionary commanders in the posts of agens vice
praesidis or agens vice legati, completely taking over
the military and civilian jurisdiction. It is still hard to
determine who were these knights that become com-
manders and governors. They could be legionary
prefects or senior centurions, acting commanders
of the province’s auxiliary units or even the financial
procurators.

Troops from Dacia’'s army played an important
role in Septimius Severus’s ascension to power and
the elimination of his rivals Pescennius Niger and
Clodius Albinus during the succession wars between
193 and 197; the province duly received its reward in
the form of a period of maximum development during
the life of the dynasty he established. A significant
number of civilian settlements located near Roman
forts received municipal status, Apulum, Porolissum,
Potaissa, Tibiscum, and maybe even Dierna and Am-
pelum, while others, Drobeta and possible Romula,
were upgraded to the status of colonies.

The period of the Severan dynasty led to a time
of maximum development for the province due to
unprecedented investments both generally and in
particular in the military infrastructure, as well as in
architecture and art to a quality never before encoun-
tered: the forum vetus from Sarmizegetusa saw its
maximum development and decoration, the defenc-
es and main Internal buildings of most of the Roman
forts were rebuilt in stone, and practically every forum
and principia in the province received statues of the
Severan emperors with marble monumental bases.

The cities of Dacia had all the typical Roman mu-
nicipal institutions that led to the creation of a true

Trupe din armata Daciei au jucat un rol impor-
tant Tn ascensiunea lui Septimius Severus la tron si
la eliminarea rivalilor sai (Pescennius Niger si Clo-
dius Albinus) Tn timpul razboaielor de succesiune din
anii 193-197, drept rasplata provincia cunoscand o
perioada de maxima inflorire pe perioada dinastiei
instaurate de acesta. Cu aceeasi ocazie, un numar
fnsemnat din asezarile civile din proximitatea castre-
lor primesc statut municipal: Apulum, Porolissum, Po-
taissa, Tibiscum, (poate si Dierna si Ampelum?), iar
altele sunt promovate la statut de colonia — Drobeta,
Romula (?).

Perioada dinastiei Severilor inseamna un maxi-
mum de dezvoltare al provinciei, datorat investitiilor
fara precedent realizate n infrastructura generala,
cea militara, dar si in arhitectura si arta la calitati de
ne-egalat pana atunci: forum vetus din Sarmizegetu-
sa cunoaste faza de maxima amenajare si decorare,
mai toate castrele isi refac incintele si cladirile prin-
cipale n piatra, practic fiecare forum si principia din
provincie primeste statui ale imparatilor Severieni cu
baze monumentale de marmura etc.

Orasele Daciei au toate institutiile tipice munici-
pale romane, au produs o veritabila aristocratie pro-
vinciala foarte activa chiar si la nivel ritual (concilium
trium Daciarum, intrunit la Ulpia Traiana Sarmizegetu-
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provincial aristocracy, very active even at the reli-
gious level, including the concilium trium Daciarum,
which convened at Ulpia Traiana Sarmizegetusa, as
well as social groups that were primarily official such
as the augustales. At the same time, most of Dacia’s
territory remained rural.

In the last three decades of its existence, start-
ing with the fall of the Severan dynasty In 235 and
the beginning of the military anarchy, Dacia passed
through periods of uncertainty due to the population
movements that took place beyond its borders during
this time. The general climate of instability across the
entire region led to a unique crisis in provincial so-
ciety. It was in fact a crisis that affected the entire
Roman Empire, one from which It did not escape until
the end of the 3rd century, when it was too late for
Dacia. After several conflicts along its borders that
were concluded in a efficient manner, the province
was abandoned by the emperor Aurelian in the 260s.

Este de
fapt o criza generala de sistem, din care Imperiul Ro-
man nu-si va mai reveni pana la sfarsitul secolului lll,
cand, pentru Dacia, va fi prea tarziu. Dupa mai multe
conflicte la granitele sale, rezolvate mai mult sau mai
putin eficient, provincia este abandonata definitiv de
catre imparatul Aurelian.

The army of Dacia
The legions

During the course of its history, Dacia housed several
legions and legionary detachments.

Legio XllI Gemina took part in the wars of con-
quest and was based in the fortress at Apulum
throughout the life of the province. For almost half a
century, its commander was also the governor for the
province of Dacia Superior.

Legio Illl Flavia also took part in the wars of con-
quest and Is presumed to have been first based at
Ulpia Traiana Sarmizegetusa and afterwards at
Berzovia in the Banat. Following Trajan’s death it
was moved south of the Danube to the fortress at
Singidunum/Belgrade.

Legio V Macedonica, although it took part in the
wars of conquest, then left the province, occupying
the fortress at Troesmis in Dobrogea. It returned to
Dacia during the Marcomannic Wars and remained,
based in the fortress at Potaissa/Turda.

Other legionary detachments that were present at
some point in Dacia include: | Adiutrix, Il Adiutrix, I
Gallica, VI Ferrata, VIl Claudia, VIl Gemina, X Gemi-
na, Xl Gemina and XXII Primigenia.

During the course of time, all manner of auxiliary
troops served in the province: cohortes peditatae and
equitatae, alae and numeri. It is remarkable to note
the variety of ethnic and tactical characteristics of the
troops brought here, initially for the conquest but with

most staying in the new province. Alongside the three
legions and detachments already mentioned, these
Included five or six cavalry regiments, 23 or 24 In-
fantry cohorts as well as irregular guard troops and
exploratores. The percentage of cavalry and mixed
troops is very high, thus offering clues to the defence
strategy of the new province. In total, during the reign
of Trajan, Dacia housed a total of about 30,000 sol-
diers, fractionally above 7% of the entire Roman ar-
my at that time

Following the reorganisation of the province un-
der Hadrian and the creation of Dacia Porolissensis,
each of the three provinces had its own army, an ex-
ercitus, attested on the coins issued during Hadrian’s
rule. The most important source of information about
the armies of Dacia is represented by military diplo-
mas, lately discovered in large numbers.

What is remarkable for the entire army of the Da-
cia, especially for Dacia Porolissensis, is the high
percentage of mixed and cavalry units. This confirms
both the heavily militarised character of the north
Danubian frontier, and a strategy based on quick re-
sponse and an ability to control territiory when deal-
ing with external threats.

The troops came mainly from neighbouring prov-
inces, though their recruitment areas and their ethnic
character varied considerably; nevertheless, it can be
assumed that from the 2nd century onwards, local,

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or, at least, regional recruitment, took precedence
over recruitment based on ethnic origin. In any case,
in Dacia there were troops recruited from across the
entire Roman Empire: cavalry from the western Gal-
lic, British, Hispanic and Batavian tribes, men from
the Alps and the Upper Danube area. The lllyrian and
Balkan area is represented by cavalrymen from Pan-
nonia as well those generically named lllyrians, but
especially Thracians, who were famous riders and
archers. To these we can add troops originating In
the Greek Islands and Cyprus.

The Orient twice sent soldiers to Dacia, initially,
archers and cavalry recruited from Iturea, Comma-
gene and other parts of the Levant and later, at the
start of Hadrian’s reign, came the famous Palmyrene
archers, very useful in the defence of the province;
they were eventually based in at least two crucial
points along the frontier at Tibiscum and Porolissum.

A similar situation emerges in relation to the
troops from Africa. The earliest auxiliary troops were
recruited from Africa and Numidia but they were fol-
lowed by detachments of the famous Mauri that were
formed into numeri. At least four such units were
posted to important points in the province, Tibiscum,
Micia and Sutor.

In time, the defeated Dacians were also recruit-
ed into the auxiliary units and sent to different cor-
ners of the Empire. This took place in several stages:
troops were recruited during or immediately after the
conquest, and later reformed by Hadrian; a second
recruitment drive probably took place after the wars
fought by Marcus Aurelius; a final recruitmenttook
place in the first half of the 3rd century.

Orientul contribuie cu militari In armata Daciei in
doua randuri. Initial, trupe de arcasi si calareti dintre
iturei, commageni sau altii din zona Levantului, iar ul-
terior, la inceputul domniei lui Hadrian, cu acei vestiti
arcasi palmyreni, foarte utili in apararea provinciei,
amplasati, dupa stabilizare in cel putin doua puncte
cruciale ale limes-ului: Tibiscum si Porolissum.

Situatia trupelor din Africa e oarecum similara.
Initial vin trupe auxiliare regulate, recrutate din Afri-
ca si Numidia, iar ulterior vin remarcabilii mauri sub
forma unor vexilatii, care se vor stabiliza in forma de
numeri.

Alburnus Maior | Rosia Montana

A complex mining site, protected by a detachment of
the XIII Gemina legion. One can visit some of the Ro-
man galleries, as well as a local museum.

Apulum | Alba-lulia

The majority of the visible remains inside the town
are of the legionary fortress of the XIll Gemina legion:
a gate (porta principalis dextra), the headquarters
building (principia) and the south and west fortress
wall. The National Museum of the Union has an ex-
hibition of Roman archaeology and part of the west
fortress wall can be seen in the Museikon building.

Potaissa | Turda

The fortress of the V Macedonica legion is in an ar-
chaeological park on a plateau inside the town, close
to the Alba-lulia — Cluj road. Consolidated remains of
towers and gates, the headquarters building (princi-
pia) and the only baths of a legionary fort investigated
in Dacia are visible. The Turda City Museum has an
exhibition of Roman history and archaeology.

Majoritatea vestigiilor vizibile si vizitabile apartin de
castrul legiunii X/l Gemina, aflat in Cetatea bastiona-
ra Alba-lulia: porta principalis dextra, cladirea coman-
damentului (principia), zidul de incinta de sud si vest.
Aldturi de acestea, Muzeul National al Unirii are o ex-
pozitie de arheologie romand, iar n cladirea Museikon
se mai pot vedea urme ale zidului de incinta de vest.

Potaissa — Turda

Castrul legiunii V Macedonica este adapostit de un
parc arheologic, pe un platou din oras, in apropierea
drumului Alba-lulia — Cluj. Sunt vizibile conservari ale
turnurilor si portilor de pe incinta, principia si therme-
le, singurele bai ale unui castru legionar cercetate n
Dacia.

Gilau

The auxiliary fort is located in the courtyard of the
privately owned Wass-Bannfy castle. Parts of the fort
walls, two gates (porta decumana and porta dextra)
and headquarters building (principia) can be seen.

Buciumi

The auxiliary fort is located on an elevated plateau,
on the north edge of the modern village. Extensive
restoration works have been carried out recently, pre-
senting the southern half of the fort: the precinct, the
roads and the headquarters building (principia) (161).

Porolissum | Moigrad

The most complex site in the area, it consists of two
forts (Pomet and Citera), a town, at least one necrop-
olis, the only known aqueduct in Dacia and an exten-
sive area of continuous frontier, comprising a rampart
or occasionally a wall, ditch, watch-towers and fort-
lets. The visitable stretches are on the Cluj-Zalau
road to the east, on the top of Meses, towards the
village of Brebi where can be seen two fortlets beside
an earthen rampart.

Gilau

Castrul auxiliar se afla in curtea castelului Wass-Béan-
nfy, actualmente proprietate privata. Se pot observa
conservari ale zidurilor de incinta, ale portilor decu-
mana si dextra, dar si ale cladirii comandamentului

(principia).

Buciumi
Castrul auxiliar se afla pe un platou ridicat, la mar-
ginea de nord a satului modern. Lucrdri excesive
de restaurare au fost realizate recent, prezentand
jumatatea de sud a castrului: incinta, drumurile sau
principia.

Porolissum - Moigrad

Cel mai complex sit al zonei, este alcatuit din doua
castre (Pomet si Citera), un oras, cel putin o necropo-
1&, singurul apeduct cunoscut in Dacia si 0 zona ex-
tinsa de frontiera continua, formata din val, sant (pe
alocuri zid), turnuri si burgi. Zona vizitabild se Tntinde
de la drumul Cluj-Zalau, spre est, pe culmea Mesesu-
lui, pana in localitatea Brebi. Aici se pot vedea doua
fortificatii de mai mici dimensiuni adiacente unui val
de pamant artificial.

The auxiliary fort is located on the western edge of
the village. Remains of the headquarters building
(principia) and bath-house can be seen in the field
from within a dedicated installation (“time box”).

Campulung | Muscel Jidova’

The fort lies beside the road to Pitseti. Part of the fort
wall, including a tower, and some buildings inside, lie
in an archaeological park. There is also a small site
museum.

Sucidava | Celei

The fort is located on the bank of a former arm of the
Danube and is now in an archaeological park. The
eight-tower Byzantine precinct, the Paleo-Christian
basilica and other late buildings have been consoli-
dated. The site museum contains finds from the exca-
vations. The site is also famous for a ,secret fountain’
that can be visited. A pillar of the Roman bridge is
visible nearby.
