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INTRODUCERE

De-a lungul cursului inferior al Dunarii, pe malul stang al fluviului, se intinde Campia Romana, strabatuta de numeroase cursuri de apa care se var-
sa in Dunare. Vaile apelor au fost propice locuirii umane din preistorie si pana in epoca moderna, alternand ca intensitate in functie de evenimentele istori-
ce. Locuirea concentrata in zonele din apropierea cursurilor de apa s-a datorat in primul rand asigurarii sursei de hrana, terenurilor favorabile culturilor si
cresterii animalelor. intre Dunare si Marea Neagra este vechiul pamant al Dobrogei, vatra de civilizatii milenare.

Urmele locuirii umane din diferite perioade pot fi vizibile la suprafata solului (earthworks) — movile, fortificatii, valuri si santuri de pamant — dar multe
altele sunt imposibil de identificat, fiind ingropate in pamant sau sub apa. insa un ,ochi pregatit” le poate identifica de la inaltime, prin urmele care se pas-
treaza in vegetatie (cropmarks) sau in sol (soilmarks): sate parasite, a caror trama stradala si ale caror contururi de case sunt usor de distins, cimitire si
morminte izolate, drumuri, asezari fortificate, movile aplatizate si sisteme de parcelare/distributie a culturilor. Acestea pot fi observate in anumite conditii de
lumina si umbréa (shadow marks) sau in functie de anotimp, datorita diferentelor de culoare, mai inchise sau mai deschise, care contureaza structuri solide
ingropate sau datoritd asa-ziselor ,urme negative”, adancite in sol: santuri, gropi, fundatii. Putem astfel descoperi si inregistra numeroase marturii ale tre-
cutului si urmari evolutia peisajului natural si a peisajului cultural, care altfel ar ramane nestiute si s-ar distruge iremediabil sub presiunea schimbarilor eco-
nomice, demografice, a tehnicilor agricole, modificarilor agresive ale mediului natural si dezvoltarii infrastructurii moderne.

Tehnicile de fotografiere aeriana si, mai recent, teledetectia (remote sensing) care foloseste drept resurse imagini satelitare, sunt mijloace non-
invazive si relativ ieftine prin care putem afla mai mult atat despre evolutia naturala a peisajului cat si despre modelarea antropica a acestuia. Salvarea si
documentarea urmelor materiale antice a devenit o cursa contra cronometru: ceea ce s-a pastrat din civilizatiile trecutului reprezinta o multime finita de obi-
ecte si structuri, a caror salvare si pastrare a devenit o necesitate. Odata pierdute aceste marturii directe ale trecutului nostru, ne va fi aproape imposibil sa
reconstituim viata umana pentru cea mai mare parte a istoriei, lipsité de izvoare scrise, dar chiar si pentru perioade recente, cand textele pastrate, reflec-
tand doar o parte a realitatii, au nevoie de cercetari arheologice care sa le completeze, sa le confirme si, uneori, sa le faca intelese.

Nu putem pastra toatd mostenirea trecutului pentru viitor: unele urme dispar inevitabil din cauze antropice sau naturale; altele sunt cercetate de ar-

heologi care, desi recupereaza obiectele gasite, realizeaza ceea ce se numeste in limbaj administrativ descércarea de sarcing arheologicé&, distrugand in
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realitate situl arheologic si anuland sansa generatiilor viitoare de a face noi cercetari.

Arheologia aeriana este o metoda nu foarte costisitoare, dar care necesitd cunostinte tehnice de specialitate: GIS, teledetectie, analiza spatiala, teh-
nica fotografica, expertiza IT, cartografie si topografie. Ea permite identificarea urmelor arheologice pe suprafete mari si intr-un timp relativ scurt, contribuind
astfel la completarea repertoriilor arheologice nationale sau regionale si a hartilor de patrimoniu.

in multe tari occidentale se desfasoard de decenii programe de investigatie aeriand, fotografiere si cartografiere a siturilor arheologice si peisajelor
istorice, care ofera o multime de informatii pentru intelegerea patrimoniului cultural si fundamenteaza strategiile si politicile de protectie, conservare, reface-
re, management si punere in valoare a acestuia pentru a asigura o viata de calitate generatiilor actuale si viitoare. in tarile din centrul si estul Europei nu au
fost conditii prielnice pentru practicarea arheologiei aeriene dupa al Doilea Razboi Mondial, din cauza regimurilor comuniste care au restrictionat accesul la
resursele cartografice si la fotografile aeriene si au instituit un control militarizat asupra actiunilor de documentare aeriana civila. Situatia s-a perpetuat si
imediat dupa schimbarile din 1989, cand au continuat sa fie in vigoare legi care limitau zborurile civile private, tratau hartile topografice drept secrete militare
si limitau accesul la arhivele de fotografii aeriene existente. Realitatea s-a schimbat incepand cu anii 2000, mai ales dupa extinderea Uniunii Europene, in-
cluzand fostele tari comuniste din centrul si estul Europei: au fost desecretizate si facute publice colectiile de harti topografice si fotografii aeriene realizate n
secolul XX si s-au efectuat serii noi de fotografii profesioniste pentru diverse scopuri (agricultura, cartare, mediu) ce pot fi accesate gratuit de catre orice per-
soana online (http://geoportal.ancpi.ro). Depinde insa de fiecare tara sa-si dezvolte programe proprii de fotografiere aeriana pentru a completa hartile arheo-

logice, incluzédnd nu doar situri individuale, din preistorie si pana in epoca moderna, dar si peisajul cultural surprins pe zone mai largi, amenintat de dezvolta-

rea rapida a infrastructurii, a exploatarilor industriale, din agricultura si de extinderea localitatilor.

Protejarea siturilor arheologice si a peisajului cultural este o problema de interes european, care a facut obiectul Conventiei europene pentru protec-
fia patrimoniului arheologic de la La Valleta (1992) si a Conventiei europene a peisajului (2000), ambele ratificate si de Roméania. Mai mult, Comisia Euro-
peana a initiat, prin programele Cultura 2004-2007 si 2007-2013, doua proiecte europene dedicate peisajului. Primul dintre ele, “European Landscapes:
Past, Present and Future” a avut ca scop principal organizarea de cursuri de pregatire pentru studiul peisajelor. Instruirea s-a concentrat asupra tehnicilor si
metodelor principale de investigare a peisajului arheologic mentionate mai sus. in Romania, proiectul s-a concretizat printr-un curs international de pregatire
intitulat ,Peisaje culturale europene: o abordare interdisciplinard” ce a avut loc la Busteni in 2005, unde au participat 34 de arheologi, si prin implementarea
unui proiect pilot de cercetare aeriana (din 2007) pentru repertorierea siturilor arheologice de pe valea raului Mostistea. Cel de-al doilea proiect,
“Archaeological Landscapes (ArcLand)” (2010-2015) a urmarit crearea unei retele de institutii europene care sa promoveze intelegerea, conservarea si valo-
rificarea peisajelor si a mostenirii arheologice din tarile Europei. Principalele activitati desfasurate in Roméania sub egida ArcLand au fost: investigarea foto-
grafica aeriand, interpretarea de imagini si crearea de arhive digitale, folosind fotografia aeriana si imaginile satelitare pentru a carta in jur de 3000 de situri
arheologice si pentru actualizarea distributiei spatiale a asezarilor la nivel national (13.756 de locuri).



Tot sub auspiciile acestui demers european, in 2014, la Bucuresti s-a desfasurat proiectul “Peisajul arheologic. Perspective. Istoric. Evolutie” avand
ca scop promovarea conceptului de arheologie a peisajului si a metodelor de cercetare aplicabile in Romania prin activitati precum documentarea in teren,
cartarea, fotografierea si localizarea siturilor folosind diverse aplicatii Web-Gis, mai ales a siturilor arheologice din sud-estul tarii.

Cercetarile aeriene si cartografice desfasurate de catre o mica echipa de la fostul Institut de Memorie Culturala (CIMEC), din 2011 desfiintat si unit cu
Institutul National al Patrimoniului (INP) - Irina Oberlander-Tarnoveanu, Bogdan Sandric, Carmen Bem, Oana Borlean, luliana Damian, Adriana Vilcu — au
contribuit la imbunatatirea bazei de date a Repertoriului Arheologic National (ran.cimec.ro) precum si la publicarea Repertoriului Arheologic Botosani
(Botosani, 2013). intre 2007 si 2012 s-au ficut peste 27 de zboruri de fotografiere aeriana a peisajului dintre Olt la vest, Dunére la sud, tarmul Marii Negre, la
est si zona subcarpatica intre lalomita si Prahova la nord, cu unele incursiuni si dincolo de Muntii Carpati, pe traseul autostrazii Sibiu - Orastie — Deva, dar si
in judetul Botosani. A rezultat o arhiva de cca. 7.000 de imagini care contribuie la studierea modificarilor intervenite in peisaj (atat cel cultural, cat si cel natu-
ral), monitorizarea amenintarilor patrimoniului si sprijinirea eforturilor de cercetare si salvare pe traseele lucrarilor de infrastructura pentru a diminua, pe cat
posibil, daunele produse de aceste interventii, prin realizarea unor marturii documentare peste timp. Albumul contine o mica selectie din aceste fotografii ae-
riene.

INTRODUCTION

Along the Lower Danube, on the left bank of the river, there is the Romanian Plain, crossed by numerous rivers flowing into the Danube. River valleys
were suitable for human settlement from prehistory until modern times, with ups and downs, according to historical events. The intense inhabitation of the
areas next to water courses was due primarily to the purpose of ensuring food supplies and of lands suitable for crops and livestock. Between the Danube
and the Black Sea is the ancient land of Dobrudja, area of millennial civilizations.

Traces of human habitation from different periods may be visible at the soil surface (earthworks) - mounds, fortifications, ramparts and ditches of
earth - but many others are impossible to identify, being buried in the ground or under water. But a "trained eye" can identify from the air the traces of human
or natural changes in crop marks and soil marks: abandoned villages whose street network and houses outlines is easy to distinguish, isolated cemeteries
and graves, roads, fortified settlements, flattened mounds, old agricultural systems and land use. These patterns can be seen in certain light and shadow
conditions (shadow marks), according to the season, due to differences in colour, darker or lighter, which outlines solid structures buried or so-called
"negative evidence" deep in the soil: trenches, holes, foundations. We thus find many testimonies of the past and track the evolution of natural and cultural
landscape, which would otherwise remain unknown and disappear under the pressure of economic, demographic, and agricultural techniques evolution, ag-

gressive changes in the natural environment and modern infrastructure development.

Aerial photography techniques and, more recently, remote-sensing using satellite imagery are non-invasive and relatively inexpensive means by
which we learn more about the natural evolution of landscape and about its anthropic shaping. The salvation and documentation of antique material traces
has become a race against time: what we inherited from the past civilizations is a finite set of objects and material structures, whose safeguard is a necessi-
ty. Once lost these direct testimonies of our past, it will be almost impossible to reconstruct human life for most of its history without written sources; but even
for the recent period, the texts preserved, reflecting only a part of reality, need archaeological research to complement, to confirm and sometimes make them
understood.

We cannot keep all the legacy of the past for the future: some traces inevitably disappear from anthropogenic or natural causes; others are investigat-
ed by archaeologists who, although they recover all the found objects, undertake what is called in the administrative language “archaeological discharge”,
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which in reality destroys the archaeological site and cancels the future generations’ opportunity for new investigations.

Aerial archaeology is a not very expensive method, but requires specialized technical knowledge in GIS, remote sensing, spatial analysis, photo-
graphical technique, IT expertise, cartography and topography. It allows the identification of archaeological traces over large areas in a short time, helping to
update National and Regional Archaeological Records and cultural heritage maps. In many Western countries there are for many decades investigation pro-
grammes of aerial photography and mapping of archaeological sites and historic landscapes that offer a wealth of information for understanding cultural her-
itage and developing strategies and policies for its protection, conservation, restoration, management and enhancement, to provide a high quality of life for
present and future generations. In the countries of Central and Eastern Europe, there where unfavourable conditions for practicing aerial archaeology after
the Second World War, due to the communist regimes who restricted the access to cartographical resources and aerial photography through military control
over civil aerial documentation actions. This situation was perpetuated even after the political changes in 1989, when the laws limiting private civilian flights
continued to be in place, topographic maps were considered military secret and access to existing aerial photography archives was limited. But the situation
has changed in recent years, especially after the enlargement of the European Union, including former communist countries of Central and Eastern Europe:
topographical maps and aerial photographs from the 20" century were declassified and new professional series of aerial photos were taken for different pur-
poses (agricultural, mapping, environment) now freely available online (http://geoportal.ancpi.ro). It is up to each country to develop its own programmes for

aerial photography and archaeological mapping, including not only individual sites, from prehistory to modern times, but also cultural landscape over larger
areas, threatened by rapid changes in infrastructure, mining, industry, intensive agriculture and expanding settlements.

The protection of archaeological sites and cultural landscape is a matter of European interest, which was the subject of the European Convention for
the Protection of the Archaeological Heritage of La Valletta (1992) and the European Landscape Convention (2000), both ratified by Romania. Furthermore,
the European Commission financed two European projects concerning the landscape through Culture Programmes 2004-2007 and 2007-2014. The first one,
European Landscapes: Past, Present and Future had the purpose of organising training courses for landscape studies. The training was concentrated on the
main techniques and methods of investigating the archaeological landscape. In Romania, the project materialized in both an international training course
called "European cultural landscape: an interdisciplinary approach that took place at Busteni, in 2005, where 35 archaeologists participated and through the
implementation of an aerial investigation project in Southern Romania (since 2007). The first flights were dedicated to recording the archaeological sites
along the Mostistea River Valley. The second project, Archaeological Landscapes Europe (ArcLand) (2010-2015) aimed to create a network of European in-
stitutions that would promote the preservation of landscapes and archaeological heritage of Europe. The main activities developed in Romania under the
auspices of ArcLand project were: aerial photo investigation, image interpretation and digital archive creation using aerial and satellite imagery to map 3,000
archaeological sites and updating the spatial borders of local settlements (13,756 localities).

Furthermore, still under ArcLand, in 2014, another project, "Archaeological Landscape. Outlook. History. Evolution” took place in Bucharest with the
purpose of promoting the concept of landscape archaeology and the research methods applicable in Romania through activities like field documentation, car-
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tography, photography and mapping the archaeological sites, mainly from south-eastern part of the country, using different Web-GIS applications.

The aerial and cartographic investigations undertaken by a small team of the former Institute for Cultural Memory (CIMEC), since 2011 merged with
the National Heritage Institute (INP) - Bogdan Sandric, Carmen Bem, Oana Borlean, luliana Damian, Adriana Vilcu and myself - contributed to updating the
Romanian National Archaeological Record (ran.cimec.ro) and to publishing The Archaeological Repertory of Botosani County (2013). Between 2007 and
2012 we made over 27 aerial photography flights covering landscapes from Olt River to the west, the Danube River to the south, the Black Sea to the east
and the Carpathian hills between lalomita and Prahova Rivers to the north, with some flights beyond the Carpathians Mountains, along the highway route
Sibiu - Orastie — Deva and in Botosani county. The result is an archive of approx. 7,000 aerial images that contribute to the study of landscape changes (both
the cultural and the geographical ones), heritage threats monitoring and supporting archaeological investigation and rescue efforts along the infrastructure
work routes in order to mitigate as much as possible the damages resulted from these interventions, by creating documentary evidences that can last over
time.

VAI DE APE / RIVER VALLEYS

Incepand din preistorie si pana in prezent, locul preferat al oa-
menilor pentru intemeierea de asezari stabile au fost cursurile rauri-
lor. Diversitatea si abundenta resurselor naturale care se regasesc
in vaile de rauri le-au facut deosebit de atractive atat pentru asigura-
rea hranei céat si pentru inlesnirea comunicatiilor. Migrarea albiilor,
eroziunea rezultata si inundatiile petrecute in trecut ingreuneaza de
multe ori localizarea vechilor asezari sau reconstituirea peisajului
antic. Aceste fenomene au determinat la scara istoriei fenomenul
migratiei sau al schimbarii periodice a vetrelor asezarilor intr-un spa-
tiu foarte restrans. De multe ori insa tocmai meandrele raurilor au
creat adevarate insule sau peninsule, pe care s-au intemeiat asezari
stabile, ce au putut sa prospere si sa se dezvolte, beneficiind astfel
de o protectie sporita. in fotografiile aeriene pot fi observate urmele
raurilor si paraurilor disparute, vechile meandre sau fostele albii ale
unor cursuri de apa.
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From prehistory to the present, people’s favorite place for set-
tlement establishment were river valleys. The diversity and abun-
dance of natural resources that are found near rivers have been par-
ticularly attractive both for food and for facilitating communication.
The migration of river beds, the resulting erosion and flooding that
occurred in the past, often encumber the localization of old settle-
ments or the reconstruction of ancient landscape. These phenome-
na led to historical scale migrations or to periodic changes of settle-
ments in a very small space. Often, the river meanders themselves
created real islands or peninsulas, which became places for stable
settlements, the increased protection allowing them to prosper and
develop. Traces of extinct rivers and creeks, old meanders and for-
mer river beds of water courses can be seen in aerial photographs.

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TELURI SI ASEZARI NEOLITICE/
NEOLITHIC TELL SETTLEMENTS

Tell-urile neolitice, ce apar sub forma unor movile masive,
s-au format in urma locuirii indelungate in acelasi loc si al acumulari-
lor de resturi de locuire, ca urmare a construirii de noi case peste rui-
nele celor darmate sau incendiate. In general astfel de asezari inde-
lungate s-au constituit pe locuri mai inalte, precum boturile de terasa
sau martorii de eroziune, ceea ce  le-a conferit o protectie mai bu-
na. Cele mai multe dintre aceste asezari sunt inconjurate de santuri
de aparare ce nu pot fi observate decat in fotografiile aeriene. Ele se
contureaza sub forma unor dungi cenusii sau inchise ce scot mai bi-
ne in evidentd asezarea propriu-zisa. Cuvantul ,tell” provine din lim-
ba araba, unde inseamna ,movila”.
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Neolithic tell sites, which appear in the form of massive mo-
unds, were formed after extended living in the same place and after
accumulation of habitation debris, due to the building of new houses
over the ruins of destroyed ones. Generally such long hauls were
set on higher grounds, such as patios or eroded ones, which gave
them better protection. Most of these settlements are surrounded by
ditches that can be observed only on aerial photographs. They are
emerging as gray or dark stripes that bring out more clearly in sight
the actual settlement. The word "tell" comes from Arabic, where it
means "mound".

Hr.) erau raspandite pe
teritoriul de sud si est al fostei provincii Dacia si in Oltenia, Muntenia,
Dobrogea si sudul Moldovei de azi, in special pe cursurile marilor ra-
uri. In randul lor se remarca centrele fortificate, care functionau de
asemenea si ca centre politice si economice, fiind cunoscute sub nu-
mele de ,dave” sau cetati. In jurul acestor centre de foarte multe ori se
dezvoltau asezari rurale nefortificate care sunt mai greu de surprins in
fotografiile aeriene sau chiar prin cercetarea arheologica clasica.

Cetatile se gasesc amplasate cel mai adesea pe boturi de te-
rasa, fortificate natural din trei parti prin pante abrupte. Calea de ac-
ces in cetate era protejata cu fortificatii sub forma de sant si zid din
pamént si lemn, caramida sau piatra. in fotografiile aeriene davele
sau cetatile sunt usor de recunoscut, mai ales datorita situarii in locuri
usor de identificat din punct de vedere natural precum si datorita ur-
melor |asate de fortificatii.
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Getic settlements (4™ century BC - 2" century AD) were
scattered throughout the south and east territory of the former
province of Dacia, and in Oltenia, Wallachia, Dobrudja and south of
present territory of Moldova, especially on large rivers courses. Of
these, remarkable are the fortified centers which functioned as well
as political and economical centers of the tribes, being known as
“‘dava” or “citadels". Around these centers very often unfortified,
rural settlements developed but they are difficult to see on aerial
photographs or throughout classic archaeology research.

The cities are located mostly on the terrace edges, naturally
fortified on three sides by abrupt cliffs. The access road to the city
was protected by ditches and walls made of earth, wood, brick and
stone fortifications. In the aerial photographs the dava or the cities
are easily recognizable especially due to their visible location and
because of the traces left by the fortifications.

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CETATI SI FORTIFICATII ROMANE/
ROMAN CITADELS AND FORTRESSES

Castrele si cetatile romane au rezistat pana in prezent intr-o
varietate de forme. Dupa ce au fost parasite si s-au degradat, aces-
tea pot fi vazute sub forma unor amenajari din piatra sau a unor proe-
minente de pamant. Alteori, sunt nivelate si pot fi observate in culturi-
le agricole de la sol, datorita efectului lor asupra culturilor sau prin
contraste de culoare evidente in sol, mai ales in urma araturilor. Zidu-
rile sau fundatiile cladirilor apar in fotografiile aeriene sub forma unor
dreptunghiuri neacoperite de vegetatie, iar santurile de aparare ce
inconjurau aceste structuri pot fi vazute in special in campurile culti-
vate, unde in special cerealele cresc mai inalte, beneficiind de o
umezeala mai mare. Aceste structuri sunt asociate de multe ori cu
urmele vechilor drumuri antice care sunt vizibile sub forma unor dungi
drepte de culoare gri. Multe dintre cetatile antice sau medievale sunt
inregistrate in hartile topografice militare ceea ce permite uneori vali-
darea observatiilor aeriene prin comparatie cu alte resurse.

Roman forts and cities have resisted so far in a variety of
forms. After being abandoned and decayed, they can be seen in
the form of stone arrangements or prominences of land. At other
times, they are leveled out and can be seen in the agricultural cul-
tures, because of their impact on the crop or because of the
clear color contrasts in the soil, especially after plowing. Walls or
building foundations appear in aerial photographs in the form of
rectangles covered by vegetation and defense walls once surroun-
ding these structures can be seen especially in cultivated fields
where crops grow notably higher, benefiting from a higher moisture.
These structures are often associated with ancient traces of old
roads that are visible in the form of straight gray stripes. Many of
the ancient or medieval cities are recorded in military topographic
maps allowing sometimes the validation of air observations by com-
parison to other resources.

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VALURI DE PAMANT / EARTH WALLS

Valurile de pamant au rol de aparare si pot imprejmui un sit aflat
pe un deal sau pe un promontoriu. in trecut, astfel de fortificatii au fost
facute prin taierea unui san{ adanc in sol si prin aruncarea continutului
spre partea interioara a asezarii, pentru a forma un val, care uneori era
fortificat cu lemn sau piatra. Acest gen de fortificatii, construite pana in
perioada medievala, inchideau una sau mai multe incinte de aparare. O
parte din acestea au fost distruse de catre cotropitori, pentru a impiedica
refolosirea lor, fie de cétre locuitorii asezarii, care au considerat din diferi-
te motive ca nu mai au nevoie de ele. Multe s-au degradat natural, valul
de pamant prabusgindu-se si acoperind santul. In ambele cazuri, urmele
pot fi observate in fotografiile aeriene mai ales daca fortificatiile se afla pe
un varf de deal necultivat.

Valurile aplatizate se pot vedea in aratura ca un contrast de culoa-
re: un sant poate aparea ca o linie intunecata din cauza unei umpluturi cu
continut organic mai ridicat, iar un val poate fi remarcat printr-o linie de
culoare deschisa in care apar resturile structurii de piatra. Astfel de sem-
ne lasate pe solul neacoperit de culturi (en. soil marks), brazdeaza re-
giuni intregi din teritoriul Romaniei.
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Earth walls have a defensive role and can enclose a site, loca-
ted on a hill or promontory. In the past, such fortifications were made
by cutting a deep trench in the ground and by throwing its contents
into the inner part of the settlement, to form a vallum which sometimes
was fortified using wood or stone. This kind of fortifications used until
the medieval period, closed one or more defense precints. Some of
these fortifications were deliberately destroyed either by enemies, to
prevent their reuse, or by inhabitants of the settlement, which found
various reasons for no longer needing them. Many have been degra-
ded naturally, the wave crashing down and covering the ditch. In both
cases, the traces can be seen in aerial photographs, especially if the
fortifications are on an uncultivated hilltop.

The flattened walls can be seen in the plow land as a color con-
trast: a ditch may appear as a dark line due to fillings containing hi-
gher organic composition and a mount can be marked by a light-
colored line in soil, through which one can see the remnants of the
stone structure. These kind of marks left on free of crops soil (soil
marks), cover wide regions of Romania.

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TUMULI / MOUNDS

Tumulul este o movila de pamant, de forma conica sau piramida-
14, ridicata deasupra unui mormant sau a mai multor morminte in care
defunctul este depus in camere din piatra sau lemn. Tumulii sunt ca-
racteristici culturilor preistorice din toata lumea, cu precadere in epoca
bronzului si a fierului, pana in sec. | d. Hr, in preajma cuceririi Daciei
de catre romani (3500 i. Chr.—109 d. Hr.). In perioada romana (sec. Il
d. Hr. - sec. IV d. Hr.) mai ales in zona oraselor antice din Dobrogea
(Histria, Tomis, Callatis), fenomenul funerar tumular continua. Cetate-
nii romani aleg sa se inmormanteze uneori in astfel de movile care
sunt grupate sub forma de necropole. Tumulii sunt cunoscuti sub dife-
rite nume: maguri, movile sau gorgane. Tumulii sunt usor de observat
din aer, iar urmele pastrate in sol permit reconstituirea celor care au
fost distrusi de-a lungul vremii. De asemenea movilele sunt consemna-
te in hartile topografice fiind adevarate repere geodezice. Cele mai
multe dintre aceste situri arheologice sunt inregistrate si in Lista Monu-
mentelor Istorice, ceea ce recunoaste statutul special intre obiectivele
arheologice din Romania.
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A tumulus is a mound of earth, of conic or pyramid form, ele-
vated above a tomb or several tombs where the deceased is laid in
a chamber made of stone and wood. Tumuli are features of prehis-
toric cultures worldwide, with precedence in the Bronze and lIron
Age until the 1*' c. AD, in times of the conquest of Dacia by the Ro-
mans (3500 BC.- 109 AD). During the Roman period (2" c. AD — 4™
c. AD), the tumular funerary phenomenon continues especially in
the ancient cities of Dobrogea (Histria, Tomis, Callatis). Roman citi-
zens choose to bury in such mounds sometimes grouped together
as the necropolis. Tumuli are known under various names: knolls,
mounds or barrows. Tumuli are easy to see from the air and the
traces stored in the ground allow the retrieval of those who have
been destroyed over time. The mounds are recorded in surveying
topographical maps and become true geodesic landmarks. Most of
these archaeological sites are registered in the List of Historical
Monuments, which recognizes their special status amongst the ar-
chaeological sites from Romania.

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ASEZARI MEDIEVALE /
MEDIEVAL SETTLEMENTS

Asezarile medievale au fost candva comunitati prospere, care
acum pot fi fie incluse in vatra asezarilor moderne, fie au fost acoperi-
te de terenuri agricole. Dupa parasirea unei asezari — posibil dupa ce
locuitorii ei au fost loviti de ciuma sau de alte calamitati - casele res-
pective se degradau si se prabuseau, multe fiind jefuite iar o parte din
materialele de constructie se refoloseau. in final locuintele se tran-
sformau in ridicaturi ondulate, acoperite de iarba. in fotografiile aerie-
ne, se pot vedea formele caselor si “gradinile” lor si nu este neobisnu-
it ca asezari intregi, impreuna cu drumurile gi zonele verzi aferente sa
fie inregistrate in acest fel. In cazul in care o fosta asezare a fost ni-
velata iar acum locul este folosit ca paméant arabil, se pot totusi vedea
urme de case si terasamente pe solul neacoperit de culturi sau in ce-
le cu culturile potrivite. In multe situatii vechile asezari din secolul al
XVll-lea si al XVlll-lea pot fi marcate si in hartile vremii ceea ce per-
mite verificarea si validarea observatiilor facute asupra fotografiilor
aeriene.
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Medieval settlements were once prosperous communities,
which now can be either lost in the hearth of modern settlements or
were covered by farmland. After leaving a settlement - possibly
after its inhabitants were hit by plague or other disasters - those
homes began to deteriorate and fall, many were looted and some of
the building materials were reused. Finally homes turned into undu-
lating mounds, covered by grass. In aerial photographs, one can
see the shapes of houses and their "garden" and it is not
uncommon for whole settlements with roads and green areas to be
recorded this way. If a former settlement was leveled and now its
place is used as arable land, one can still see traces of houses and
embankments on soil not covered by crop or in suitable crops. In
many cases the old settlements from the seventeenth and
eighteenth centuries can be marked in contemporary maps which
allows verification and validation of observations on aerial
photographs.

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PEISAJE CONTEMPORANE/
CONTEMPORARY LANDSCAPES

Fotografia aeriand permite inregistrarea schimbarilor dramatice si
rapide survenite recent in peisajul contemporan, transformandu-l astfel intr-
unul arheologic. Perioada in care aceste modificari s-au petrecut se situeaza
intre deceniile 7 si 8 ale secolului XX, cand autoritatile comuniste au demarat
ample lucrari de imbunatatiri funciare prin actiuni de desecare, sistematizare
a cursurilor de rauri si constructie de ferme agricole si zootehnice. Conse-
cintele acestor activitati pot fi surprinse aerian, uneori destul de dificil, fiind
nevoie de suplinirea observatiilor aeriene cu cercetarea documentelor carto-
grafice mai vechi. Imaginile aeriene redau astfel fie urmele vechilor albii de
rau, fie urmele unor vechi asezari rurale disparute, stramutate, reduse ca di-
mensiune sau ruinate, reprezentate prin supravietuirea tramei stradale, ce
poate fi vazuta ca o amprenta in sol sau in culturile agricole, a unor monu-
mente izolate precum bisericile si cimitirelele abandonate. Dupa 1989, o reali-
tate des intélnita in fotografiile aeriene sunt ruinele fostelor CAP-uri comu-
niste, care sunt usor de recunoscut atat dupa amplasament, la marginea sa-
telor actuale, cét si dupa forma distincta a cladirilor care le compuneau.
Peisajul contemporan fotografiat din aer include si transformarile petrecute in
ultimii 10 ani ca urmare a dezvoltarii imobiliare rapide. Se pot astfel observa
noile cartiere rezidentiale sau doar grupuri restranse de imobile cu o arhitec-
tura diferita de cea a zonei in care se plaseaza.
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Aerial photography allows recording of dramatic and fast changes
that occurred recently in contemporary landscape, turning it into an
archaeological one. The period when these changes occurred was
between 7th and 8th decades of the 20th century, when the communists
authorities started extensive land improvement works through drainage
actions, river systematization, construction of agricultural and livestock
farms. The consequences of these activities can be observed from air,
sometimes being a quite difficult process, requiring extra research of older
cartographic documents besides the air observations. Aerial imagery
shows the old riverbeds and rural settlements traces, missing, displaced,
reduced in size or ruined, represented through the survival of street
patterns which can be seen as a footprint (in the soil or crops) of isolated
monuments like churches and abandoned cemeteries. After 1989, a
common reality in aerial photographs are the ruins of former communist
farms, which are recognizable both by location, at the limit of the existent
villages and by the distinctive shape of the buildings that composed them.

Contemporary landscape photographed from the air reflects the
changes occurred during the past 10 years due to rapid real estate deve-
lopment. Thus, the new residential or small groups of buildings with a dif-
ferent architecture than the traditional one can be seen on the premises.

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URME ARHEOLOGICE NECERCETATE/
UNEXPLORED ARCHAEOLOGICAL TRACES

Unul dintre cele mai importante avantaje ale investigatiei aerie-
ne prin fotografiere consta in faptul ca, dincolo de surprinderea siturilor
arheologice cunoscute si ale contextului natural in care se afla sau au
evoluat, permite descoperirea de urme, care altfel ar fi fost imposibil de
observat de la nivelul solului. Multe dintre aceste urme, in urma studie-
rii atente, pot fi considerate de interes arheologic, reprezentand supra-
vietuiri ale unor situri arheologice. Astfel investigatia aeriana reprezinta
o prima etapa a unei cercetari arheologice a unui spatiu. De asemenea
fotografierea aeriana permite cartarea urmelor inregistrate fotografic,
realizénd astfel o hartd arheologica a unei zone sau regiuni si punand
intr-o alta lumina relatiile antice dintre asezarile umane. Selectia de fo-
tografii din acest catalog se adreseaza si unor astfel de situatii, prin
surprinderea unor posibile situri arheologice inca necercetate, atestate
doar prin fotografierea aeriana: posibile asezari, teluri eneolitice, cetati
sau incinte.
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One of the advantages of air investigation is that besides cap-
turing archaeological sites and their natural context of preservation,
one can see traces that are otherwise difficult to be seen from the
ground. After an attentive study, many of these traces can be con-
sidered of archaeological interest, representing survivals of archaeo-
logical sites. In this way aerial investigation represents the first step
of the archaeological research of a space. Also aerial photography
leads to mapping the traces documented by photographs, by creat-
ing an archaeological map of an area or region and showing the an-
tique relations between human settlements in a different light. The
selection of photos that is presented in this catalog refers also to
these kind of situations by presenting possible settlements, Ene-
olithic tells, cities or enclosures.
