In 2015, the first paleolithic anthropomorphic figurine in Romania was found in the Gravettian |
layver(19.320 £ 80 - 20.154 £ 97 B.P) of Poiana Ciresului Piatra-Neamy site. The statuette lay in a tilted
position, next to some intense burning stains, which were probably part of a former hearth. Stylistically,
the Poiana Ciresului statuette is quite schematic, the tendency to make representations with obvious
Sigurative traits of great diversity being often noted in the Gravettian.

In anul 2018, s-a descoperit in nivelul Gravetian 11(23.420 = 310 -25.135 = 150 B.P.) un obicct
fragmentat de forma trapezoidald din serpentinit. O astfel de roed a fost utilizata in realizarea statuetelor
feminine de tip Venus la Grimaldi (Italia). Duritatea relativ scazutd a serpentinitului a facilitat
prelucrarca sa prin diferite modalitati. pentru ca in final si se utilizeze polisajul. mai ales pe partile
laterale, care putcau eventual si reprezinte picioarcle unei statuete (scara= 1 ¢m).

In 2018, a fragmented trapezoidal serpentinite itemwas found in the Gravertian Hlevel (23.420 =
310-25.1351 150 B.P). Such arock was used to make the female Venus starueties from Grimaldi (lalv).
The relatively low hardness of the serpentinite facilitated its manufacturing in various wavs and in the
end polishing was done particularly on the sides, which could possibly represent the legs of a figurine
(scale = I cm).

The engravings are located on the median
area, thirteen of them being arranged in a single row. while nvo others ar one of the extremities, set laterally
in relation to the others. Technically, the engravings are fairly unitary, the small differences being only
details in obtaining some of them. Generally, a dihedral burin was used 1o create a bone compact tissue
detachment front, then a spongy: tissue detachment front, similar to the width of the burin(B) (scale=1c¢m).

As can be seen,
although these fragments are of modest sizes, thev stand out through the aspect of the engravings, probably
as a consequence of their being part of some larger objects, each one notable due to a certain manner of
decoration. Microscopic observations have identified engravings with different profiles, U-shaped or V-
shaped (images obtained with the fibre-optic microscope: scale=0,25 mm).

The diversification of the means of communication was a major gain in the spiritual evolution of Palaeolithic
communities. Sound-producing instruments were certainly among the first forms of refining the ways of expression.
When resulted from the working of long bird or mammalian bones with hollow inside, they were much more complex,
whereas those made of herbivore phalanges are simpler and have only one hole. In this context, in 2002, in the
Gravettian I laver(19.320+ 80 - 20.154 + 97 B.P.) of Poiana Ciresului, revealed a reindeer phalanx with a perforation
located in such a way as to allow the production of flute sounds. The microscopic analvses have clearly highlighted
that the wind instrument from Poiana Ciresului is the result of anthropic action, the stigmata left by the rotation of a
lithic tool to shape the perforation being quite clearly noticed. The same analyses have also revealed the symbolic
connotations of the Poiana Ciresului flute, because it was at least in part paintedwith red ochre, as can be noted.

In order to obtain the perforation, one of the

surfaces was definitely subjected to rather deep scraping with a stone blade or flake from the mesial part to

the root tip (3). Scraping was combined with abrasion on the surfuce of the would-be perforation (4) (scale:
1-2=1cm; 4=0,25 mm).

The tooth
was broken both in the proximal and distal part. The perforation for suspension was made biconically,
almost exclusively by rotating a sharp flint point or of another hard rock (3-4). This action was not preceded
by a special preparation of the surface to be pierced. Only a few faint traces of scraping have been preserved
(scale: 1-2=1cm; 3-4=0.25mm).

In campania de sapaturi arheologice din anul 2001, s-a descoperit in Gravetianul I (19.320 + 80 -
20.154 £ 97 B.P.) de la Poiana Ciresului un canin de cerb fragmentat, care a fost perforat pentru a fi
transformat in podoaba. Un astfel de dinte corespundea intru totul gustului omului in Paleoliticul superior.
Pentru ca acest exemplar este distrus in zona perforatiei, nu se pot tace prea multe consideratii tehnologice
asupra modului de realizare a acesteia. De altfel, numai una dintre laturile perforatiel a raimas neafectata si
ne permite sd afirmam ca, in mod cert, penetrarea s-a efectuat si din aceasta parte, prin rotatia unui utilaj litic
cu varful ascutit, dupa ce in prealabil s-a actionat prin abraziune asupra zonei respective (scara=1 cm).

The 2001 campaign of archacological excavations revealed in the Gravettian 1 (19.320 = 80 -
20.154 1 97 B.P.) of Poiana Ciresuluia fragmented red deer canine, which had been perforated in order to
be transformed into an ornament. Such a tooth was completely to the Upper Palacolithic man's liking.
Because this item is damaged in the perforation area. one cannot make too many rechnological
observations on how it was made. In fact, only one side of the perforation has remained unaffected and
allows us to state that pencetration was definitely made from this part also by rotating a lithic ool with a
sharp point, after having previously abraded this area (scale= 1 cm).

Stigmatcele
respective sunt mati evidente si usor de observat pe suprafetele convexe ale caninului, care veneau in contact
directsi permanent cu vestimentatia (scara | em).

In 2004, a sccond red deer canine swas recovered from the Gravettian laver (19.320 + 80-20.154 £ 97 B.P,)
of Poiana Ciresului. It was found near a hearth, which seriously affected it as it is quite burnt. The
perforation intended for suspension is to be found at the tooth root. The upper part of the perforation is
missing, having been destroved in early times. Enough of the perforation made for hanging has been
preserved o let one note that working was done from both faces. The area intended for penctration was first
prepared through quite obviouws detachments, which is visible onone of the faces. Itis very interesting that on
both fuces of the tooth there is evidence of wearing by suspension on a leather support. These stigmata are
more obvious and easy to notice on the canine convex faces, whiclh came into direct and permanent contact
with the clothes (scale Temy).

The Cioarei-Borosteni Cave
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Innivelul gravetian (25.900 + 120 - 23.570 + 230 B.P.) din pestera Cioarci-Borosteni, prin sapaturile
din anul 1995, a fost descoperit un pandantiv gravat din gresic marmoasa puternic silicifiata. Latura cea mai
lunga, convergenta spre partea distald, este decorata cu cinci incizii inclinate, care se¢ dezvolta pe ambele
fete si formeaza un unghi indreptat cu varful spre partea distala, sugerand gravura in chevron (1, 3-4). La
partea proximald existd patru incizii transversale vizibile si una ceva mai putin profunda, plasate pe muchie.
Pe cca de a doua laturd lunga, mai groasa in partea distala, existd opt incizii transversale bine conservate, o
alta mai greu perceptibila si una foarte slab trasati (2). In sfirsit, latura cca mai mica a triunghiului, de
dcasupra orificiului, este prevazuta cu doud incizii (5). Pe fata superioard, in partca mijlocie si, mati ales, la
partca proximala, pentru diminuarea grosimii suportului in vederea cfectudrii perforatiei, existd stigmate
care dovedesc interventia prin abraziune asupra suprafetei. Perforatia destinatd functici de suspendare a
pandantivului este dispusa la 0,85 cm sub latura mica si a fost efectuata cu un utilaj litic actionat mai mult
din partca superioard. Pandantivul pastrecaza urme de ocru pe intreaga suprafatd. fiind mai evidente in
neregularitatile rocii si in partile incizate (scara=1 cm).

In the Gravettian laver(25.900 = 120 - 23.570 £ 230 B.P) from the Cioarei-Borosteni Cave, the
1995 excavations, revealed an engraved pendant of highly silicified marly sandstone. The longest side,
converging to the distal part, is decorated with five oblique incisions, which develop on both faces and form
an angle of which is pointed to the distal part, suggesting the chevvon engraving (1, 3-4). At the proximal
part there are four visible transversal incisions and one that is slightly less deep, located on the edge. On the
second longer side, which is thicker in the distal part, there are eight well-preserved transversal incisions,
one that is more difficult to perceive and a very poorly traced one (2). Finally, the short side of the triangle,
above the hole, has two incisions (5). On the upper face, in the middle and particularly at the proximal part,
some stigmata point to the intervention by abrasion on the surface with a view to reducing the thickness of
the blank in order to make the perforation. The perforation intended for the pendant suspension is placed
0.85 cm under the short side and was made with a lithic tool moved more from the upper part. The pendant
preserves traces of ochre on the entire surface, which are more evident in the irregularities of the rock and in
the incised parts (scale=1 cm).

The 1996 arcaheological excavations in the Cioarei Cave in the Gravettian level (25.900 + 120 - 23.570 +
230 B.P) were to lead to the discovery of a quite curious object, of elongated and slighthy conic shape, decorated with
circular incisions. At the proximal part, 0.7 cm from the end, the most visible incision was made, developing on the
entire circumference; at the opposite end, there are two more circular engravings with less continuity of incisions,
located 13 mm and 7 mm from the thinner part of the blank. The incision in the proximal part, with the largest
thickness, is the only one that has continuity on the entire outline, is much deeper than the others, which makes us
assume it did not necessarily have an aesthetic value, but rather a functional role, of suspension. This manner of
hanging is not without precedent and gives this object the status of pendant. To all this we may add its general shape.
which may suggest a phallus (scale=1c¢m).

The 2014 excavation campaign from Poiana Ciresului was to record the discovery of the first bead
made out of calcarcous marl from the Romanian Palacolithic. 1t was recovered from the Gravettian 1 laver
(19.320 £ 80-20.154 £ 97 B.P). The hole is located roughly in the middle of the surface and is biconical,
tilted relative 1o the bead plane, as a result of the attempt 10 corvelate the perforation from the nvo
directions. The two surfaces still have portions that were polished which are actually the only ones that
preserve vague traces of ochre (scale=1cm).

Gravetian = 25.900 + 120 - 23.570 + 230 B.P.). Ea cste, oricum, ceva mai voluminoasa si cu aspect mai
grosier decat cealalta margea de stalactiti(scara= lcm).

A first bead made of a “soda straw " stalactite (1-3) was recovered in 1995, during the investigations
of fossil fauna from the Gravettian laver(25.900 + [20 - 23.570 £ 230 B.P.). The stalactite bead was
attached to a mammalian bone. At the two ends the walls are rounded, probably due to usage (2-3).
Unfortunately, the structure of the material has not preserved sufficient stigmata in this regard.

A second bead made of a “soda straw " stalactite (4-6) was found in 1996 (the Gravettian laver =
25900+ 120-23.570 £ 230 B.P.). It is however somewhat more voluminous and coarser in aspect than the
other stalactite bead (scale=1 cm).

Phalanges that were perforated in order to be used as ornaments by
suspension are quite rare in the Gravettian, with the exception of 13 phalanges with geometric decorations
discovered at Kostenki I Russia) (scale=1cm).

Shells were often transformed into ornaments through perforation, and the various stigmata may be the
consequence of their utilisation. By identifving the traces, one could also reconstitute the way shells were fastened:
hanged or sewn. As some ornaments were deposed with the deceased, as part of the funerary inventory., we may
assume that their role was preserved after the death of the individual as well. As a means of representation, shells may
be in general ornament objects attached to hairdos, various garments, in necklaces or rings adorning arms and feet.
As is well known, an ornament can be either represented by a single suspended pendant or included in an ensemble of
several distinct elements, in terms of both the raw material and shape or size. The Upper Palacolithic people were
obviously more and more interested in natural objects they sought to turn, according to their thinking, into an idea.
thus giving a certain meaning to them, a personalised shape. They harvested the shells in order to make adornment
items, one criterion of selection being linked to a number of features, such as shape. size or colour: This tendency to
collect natural objects which drew attention through their distinct aspect, apparently without having a well-defined

utility, would go bevond a mere curiosiny and get a symbolic value.
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Lithogliphus naticoides/apertus
Poiana Ciresului - Piatra Neamt
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In anul 2004, prin sapaturile arheologice de la Poiana Ciresului, se descopereau primii zece cochilii
de melei perforati in Paleoliticul din Romania (1-10). Cochilii de melcii apartincau specici Lithogliphus
naticoides s1nivelului Graveuan 111 cu o varsta de 26.000 B.P. In anul 2006 s-au descopertt, in acelasi nivel
Gravetian 111, inca doud exemplare de cochilii perforate de Lithoglyphus naticoides (11-12). Concentrarca
pe o suprafatd restransa a celor 12 cochilii de Lithoglyphus naticoides mentionati a facut sa sc traga
concluzia cd ar putea apartine unui unic colier. Campania de sapaturi arheologice din anul 2016 de la Poiana
Circsului a reprezentat un real succes, in sensul ca au fost descoperite 19 cochilii de melci perforati din
specia Lithoglvphus naticoides (13-31) si 3 din specia Lithoglyphus apertus (36-38). in anul urmator, aveau
sa fie recuperate 4 cochilii perforate din specia Lithoglyphus naticoides (32-35), iar in anul 2018 inca 6
cochilii perforate din aceeasi specie (39-44). Aceasta presupune ca asezarea de la Poiana Ciresului a livrat
41 de exemplare de Lithoglyphus naticoides si 3 de Lithoglyphus apertus, ceea ce reprezinta o colectie

semnificativa in Gravetianul din Europa pentru aceste douad specii ale genului Lithoglyphus

In 2004, during the archaeological excavations from Poiana Ciresului, the first ten perforated
shells from the Paleolithic in Romania were found (1-10). The snail shells belonged to the Lithogliphus
naticoides species and lay in the Gravettian 111 level, dated to 26.000 B.P. In 2006 two more specimens of
perforated Lithoglyphus naticoides shells were also found in the same Gravettian 111 laver (11-12). The
concentration of the 12 Lithoglyphus naticoides over a small area led to the conclusion that they might have
been part of the same necklace. The 2016 campaign of archaeological excavations from Poiana Ciresului
was a real success, in that 19 perforated snail shells of the Lithoglvphus naticoides (13-31) species and 3 of
the Lithoglyphusapertus (36-38) species were found. The following vear 4 perforated Lithoghphus
naticoides snail shells were to be recovered (32-35), and in 2018 6 other perforated shells of the same
species were found (39-44). This means that the Poiana Ciresului settlement has delivered 41 specimens of
Lithoglyphus naticoides and 3 of Lithoglyphusapertus, which is an important collection in the European

Gravettian in terms of these two species of Lithoglvphus.
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Homalopoma sanguineum
Poiana Ciresului - Piatra Neamt
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In campania de sapaturi arheologice din anul 2016 de la Poiana Ciresului. in nivelul Gravetian 11
(26.000 B.P.), s-au descoperit 10 cochilii perforate din specia Homalopoma sanguineum. Exemplarele
respective au fost gasite alaturi de cele de Lithoghyphus. Homalopoma sanguineum este un gasteropod de
culoare rosic. In prezent triieste in Marea Mediterana si se presupune ca specia exista si in perioadele reci
wiirmicne, iar climatul rece din acea etapa nu a determinat disparitia acestei specii. Cu privire la distanta
foarte mare dintre Piatra Neamt si Marea Mediterana (circa 900 km), pentru a gasi o explicatie asupra
existentei cochiliilor de Homalopoma sanguineun in situl de la Poiana Ciresului, s-ar putea sugera cel putin
doud scenarii. in primul rand ar fi de invocat existenta unei retele de schimb foarte bine organizata intre
comunitatile gravetiene pe traseul dintre Poiana Ciresului si litoralul Marii Mediterane. A doua supozite
presupune cxistenta unei migratii importante dinspre litoralul nord-estic al Marii Mediterane spre nord.
Toate aceste aspecte au implicatii asupra originii gravetianului vechi din spatiul est carpatic, in conditiile in
care majoritatea studiilor au sugerat legaturi cu gravettianul din Europa centrala. In acest context, nu trebuie

ignorate discutiile care au existat asupra originii mediteraneene a Gravettianului.

During the 2016 archaeological excavations of Poiana Ciresului, 10 perforated shells of the
Homalopoma sanguineum species were discovered in Gravettian 111 laver (26.000 B.P.). These specimens
were found alongside of the Lithoglyphus ones. Homalopoma sanguineum is a red gastropod. It currently
lives in the Mediterranean Sea and it is assumed that the species also existed in cold Wiirmian periods and
that the cold climate in this stage did not cause the disappearance of this species. As regards the very long
distance between Piatra Neamt and the Mediteraneean Sea (about 900 km), at least nwo scenarios might be
proposed to explain the occurrence of the Homalopoma sanguineum shells in the site of Poiana Ciresului.
The first one would imply the existence of a very well-organised exchange network benween Gravettian
communities on the route connecting Poiana Ciresului to the Mediterranean coast. The second assumption
presupposes the occurrence of an important migration from the north-eastern coast of the Mediterranean
Seato the north. All these aspects have implications regarding the origin of the Early Gravettian in the cast-
Carpathian area, given that most studies have suggested connections with the Gravettian in Central
Europe. One the other hand, one should not disregard the discussions on the Mediterranean origin of the

Gravettian.
