A new commandment I give unto you, that o
ye love one anathery as I have loved you, | T
that ye alfo love one another.

5@ T hath been objeted to the Chriitian re-
@l ligion, that it #o where recommends
Sl Eriendfhip, or the love of our Country:
% Friendfhip, the greateft bleffing in life to
a generous and beneficent fpirit; and the
love of our Country, the-higheft of focial duties!
without which, it is impoﬁ':ble to be a good man, and
much lefs a good citizen. Now the inference from
hence muit be, that this inftitution is {o far defc&we
and confequently; not that complete fyftem of rehgl-
ous and foc1al duties which its advocates proclaim it. %7
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Bu T thefe obje@ions, as all others againft the reli-
gion of Jesus, will be found upon enquiry, the ef-
fects of narrow thinking ; and a very carelefs and im-
perfect perufal of the Gofpels, - e \Natin

Ir men would aliow themfelves, or (to {peak more
properly) if they had talents to think largely, and
frecly, upon thefe points, they would find, that thefe
duties are fufficiently enjoined in precepts of more en-
larged and extenfive ufe, where it was of any import-
ance that they fhould ; and that in thofe circumitan-
ces, and limitations, in which they are not enjoined,
it was altogether unneceffary to deliver exprefs formal
precepts concerning them.  For as to the firft objec-
tion, it is evident that Friendthi , in the refinement of
the idea, is a principle, which it would be of {mall
importance to recommend, and inculcate to the world;
there being, in truth, but few {pirits formed to com-
prehend, and a& upon it. And nothing but a princi~
ple of extenfive and univerfal ufe, could be worthy
the care, or the charader of Jesvs CurisT, —
And if you confider this principle in a lefs exalted
fenfe, it is.evident that the neceflities of life, affinity,
education, fimilitude of mind and manners, and inter-
courfe of good offices, will, in the natural train of
things, for ever knit men into fuch friendthips, as an-
{wer all the ends of Society ; and fufficiently manifeft
all the pleafures and advantages of fuch an union, and
of fidelity and conflancy in it. And on the other
hapd, that the ignominy,‘ contempt, and feif-condem-
nation, which muft naturally await infidelity and in-

conftancy,
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conftancy, in engagements of that kind, will always
fufficiently manifeft the guilt and odioufnefs of fuch a
conduct to the world. - 110

As to the other point, to wit, the love of our
Country, this may be confidered in two refpects : firft,
as it implies a publick fpirit, and love of fociety, in
contradiftinétion to felf-love, and felf-intereft ; or, fe-
condly, as it implies the love of our swn country, in
preference to all other countries. Now if by this prin-
ciple, be meant a principle of publick-fpiritednefs, in
oppofition to felf-love, and felf-intereft ; this is that

fpirit which the very genius of Chriftianity breathes

throughout the whole New Teftament. For Charity
is well known to be its peculiar, and predominant vir-
tue: And it is one known characer of Chriftian Cha-
rity, that the fecketh mot her own': not is there any
one thing o confpicuous either in the example of
CuRr1sT, or the writings and lives of his Apoftles, as
the practice of this virtue, and the precepts enjoin-
ing it. . y )
As to our blefled Saviour himfelf, his characer is
briefly and excellently fummed up, in that fhort ac-
count of himy who went about doing good : So far was
he from imagining that his beneficence wasto be con-
fined to himfelf, to his own home, or his own family,
that he went about, feeking for objects, on whom to
employ it to the greateft advantage ; relieving every
want that came in his way ; correting every error ;
healing every infirmity, and infpiring. every virtue :
and above all, inculeating true piety and the fear of
: : Gonp,
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G op, whereever he went: carefully correcting every
corruption that debafed, and every fuperftition that
dithonoured true religion ; and zealoufly. reftoring all
its abufed and perverted precepts, to their original pu-
rity and perfection. | o
AND as this was the practice of Jesus CHRIsT,
it was the ftudy, the delight; the glory of his follow-
ers, to imitate his example.. ‘The whole bufinefs of
their lives alfo, was going about to do'good ; and in-
ftructing mankind in every duty, and every virtue that
infpired and promoted the fame principle. Not one
of them ever imagined that themfelves and their fa-
milies were the great and important bufinefs of their
livess and that their brethren in diftrefs made no part
of their concern : 7on the contrary, the good of man-
kind was their firft'care; the main of their folicitude ;
and the care of themfelves but a fecondary concern:
{o far indeed of great importance, as it was neceflary
t6 enable them to the great work of univerfal benefi-
cence. — Chriftian Charity, that Charity which feek-
¢th mot ber own, but the good of others, was the great
and ‘governing prineiple of their lives ! Their main
doétrine to their followers of all forts, was, to add to
godlinefs brotherly kindnefs 5 and to brotherly kindnefs,
charity.  And their firicteft charge, and peculiar in-
jun&ion to the rich, was, 7o do good, to be rich in
good works, ready to difiribute, glad o COMMUNLCAL e~
rejoicing in every opportunity of imitating the benefi-
cence of Gop; and re{embling him in that truly god-
: like
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like poWer, and principle, of relieving wants, diffufing
bleflings, ard multiplying happinefs all around him.

A ~xp when all this is well confidered, furely no
man will fay, that the love of our Country, as far as
that is implied in the love of mankind, and in a {pirit
of publick beneficence, in contradiftintion to {felf-
love and felf-intereft, was left either unexampled, or
uninculeated by CurisT and his Apoftles.

A's to the other point, to wit, the love of our own
country, in preference to every other country, it is
obvious enough, that intereft, and natural alliances,
the cement of the fame laws, language, religion, and
inftitutions of every kind, will tie men but too par-
tidlly in their attachments to their own country ; not
only in preference to all others, but, too often, even

‘in oppofition to them. And therefore precepts en-

forcing this point, would not only be unneceflary, but
dangerous ; inafinuch as they might naturally urge
thefe partialities to very deftructive excefles; -as in fact
they did, whereever they were delivered : it being
fufficiently ‘known, ‘that all but Fews were aliens and
abominations to the people of the Setws; and all but
‘Greeks, aliens and barbarians to ‘Greeks ; and all but
Romans, aliens and enemies to the Romans. 'This.our
Blefled ‘Saviour - well knew ; he well knew that new
Tights,'and more enlarged views upon both thefe-points,
“were much more neceffary, ‘than precepts and exhor-
tations : And for this reafon he fubftituted Chriftian
‘Charity, a far nobler principle, in -the place of thofe
partlal and limited affections, -which ‘before fwayed

the
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the world. But at the fame time, to let mankmd fee
that he meant neither to d1fcountenanc;e tmanendﬂup,
nor true Patriotifm, in their utmoft refinement and
exaltation ;- and that no man might pretend to be un-
guided in points of fuch importance, he hath taken
care to teach them, in the fafeft, moft unexceptiona-
ble, and moft perfect manner imaginable, by his own
example : An example, {ufficient, at once to fhame, and
to filence, all the boafted, all the real, and even all the
fictitious examples, both of friendfhip and patriotifm,
throughout the whole: Heathen and Few:i/h world.
Infomuch, that it is amazing to think how little our
blefled Saviour’s chara&er hath been noticed upon thefe
heads; or rather how, ftrangely it hath been overlook-
ed, by almoft all the advbcates for the Chriftian caufe,
And therefore I fhall beg leave to touch thefe points as
briefly as I can, on this occafion : nor is the defign of
this attempt, any ‘way foreign to the purpofe of this
aflembly. ,

To begin then with the point of Friendthip. In
the firft place, that of our blefled Saviour, is, above all
others, fingularly eminent, and inftrutive ! inafmuch
as he hath thewn Friendfhip to be pracicable in the
hardeft inftance ; in the moft difficult, and at the fame
time the moft ufeful cafe that can be put: and ina
cafe, where it is generally efteemed 1mpra&1mble to this
day : and that is, the cafe of a Superior to thofe be-
neath him; of a Lord and Mafter, to his difciples, and
dependents And yet he knew fo well to bring him-

felf
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{elf down to their level, by humility ; (an humility
d;a;; {tooped even to the loweft offices; fuch as wait-
ing upan them at meat, and even wafhing their feet)
that his fuperiority created no diftance, byt that of 2
more exalted admiration and efteem : Yet was his, ng
preeminence of earthly honoyr and affluence ; no pre~
eminence of tranfient, accidental, or trifling advanta-
ges ; fuch as give poor pageant diftin@tjons to the high-
er orders of men here below : but a preeminence of
inherent, permanent, eternal excellency !

IF then it be one charadter of trug friendfhip, that
it levels and brings to an equality ; this of our blefled
Saviour’s is the moft eminent ipftance in that kind,
that eyer was, or ever can be among mankind.

Ly the next place, our blefled Sayiour was not con-
tent £0 bring himfelf down by virtue to the level of his
friends : he did more, he exalted them, by high ad-
vances, to his own eminence ! by amply endowing
them with thofe powers and gifts of the Spirit of God,
which gave him the advantage overall the reft of man-
kind. The fame powern;al%{ich the Father conferred
on him, he as freely conferred on them : And when
he had performed fome mighty works, that created
admiration and amazement in them, he took care to
prevent any poffible degree of jealoufy, or difquiet up-
jon that head, by the kindeft and the fulleft affurances,
of enabling them to perform yet greater works than
thofe.

Ir then a communion of earthly goods, a fharing
of the common advantages and bleflings of life, be

counted
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counted a fure indication of the mo{’fv ;"'Wa‘f’téed' and ge-
nerous friendthips here below ; yet is ?%%mt the low-

eft and the meaneft mark of the friendfhip of Jesus :
which freely and amply communicated the nobleft and
moft diftinguifhed bleffings that God himfelf could
confer. And therefore in this alfo is the friendfhip of
Jesus infinitely eminent above all others.

IT were too tedious, and would far exceed the li-
mits of this difcourfe, to infift’ accurately and exatly
upon every particular of our blefled Saviour’s ¢haracter
in this point ; and therefore I {hall only obferve in ge-
neral, that if a 'communion of counfels, and a ftri&t
unfelfith union of interefts and affections, and all thefe
founded upon virtue; or to fpeak more ‘properly, ce-
mented by every virtue, and calculated and conduéted
to the nobleft purpofes. — If a folicitude to alleviate

affli&tions, a moft tender and generous concern for the

fafety, honour, ‘and happinefs of thofe we love, even
in the midft of the greateft dangers and diftrefles—and

that concern ftretched beyond the grave, nay extend-

ed even to eternity; If thefe be charaGers of the-moft
refined and exalted friendthips, I am perfuaded that ‘all
thofe of all mankind, united, cannot come up to the
perfettion of our blefled Saviour’s fingle example in
this point.

Bu T if any man hath the leaft doubt on this head, T
fhall only befeech him to read over the Gofpels in the
view of confidering this fingle point; and more parti-
cularly that of St. fobn, from the thirteenth chapter
to the cighteenth, inclufive, 'There he will find, that

Fofus
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Sefis baving loved bis own, truly loved them unto the
end ; and manifefted that love in a furprizing variety of
tender care and concern for them; in the tendereft
confolations, inftruions, and exhortations, that can be
imagined ; adding to all thefe, the moft affectionate
and fervent prayers to Gop, in their behalf; and ex-
prefling the moft friendly folicitude for their fafety, at
the very inftant that he gave up his own. And laft-
ly, in the very agonies of death, adopting one of them,
whom he loved beyond the reft, into the neareft and
deareft relation. — A Friend is faid to be another Self';
and if ever it was fo in any inftance, it was eminently
fo in this— When JEsus, in the very agonies of

‘death, feeing his mother, and the difciple whom he
loved, at. the crofs, fubftituted his friend in his own

place ;- faying to his mother, Woman, bebald thy Jon—
and then turning to his friend, beftowed the moft glo-
rious of earthly parents upon him ; Behold by mother —

Never furely from. the foundation of the world, were -

friendfhip and filial piety fo tranfcendent, fo united !
{o nobly, and {o amiably exemplified to mankind !
SincE then our blefled Saviour gave the moft per-
fect example of friendfhip to the world, and at the
fame time gave an exprefs command to his followers

to imitate. that example, certainly no man of candour,
-or common. {enfe, can, upon a fair inquiry, pretend
-that the world was left uninftructed in the bufinefs. of
friendfhip by Jests CuRri1sT.

B 2 As
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As our bleffed Saviour’s example is thus fingularly
inftru&ive to us in the point of ﬁ"ib’ﬁdﬂﬁp, it is not lefs
fo, with regard to the love of our Country.

It is dbundantly known, that béfore Chriftianity
prevailed in the world, mankind were under ‘the
‘ﬁ‘ronge‘ﬂ Delufions in this point; infomuch that every
region under heaven, confidered themfelves and their
dependences, as the only parts of the ¢iédtion, to which
they owed any regard; and to which, they not only
jultly might, but in truth, were ftriclly bound to fa-
crifice the intereft and well-béing of all ‘others, —=
Whereas now, the world hath léarned a truer, and a
noblér way of ‘thinking— Trie religion hath taught
us, ‘that all miankind are in reality brethfen ; and ‘that
the moft diftant regions of the earth, are 1o 'more thaf
temote diftricts of the different branches of the ‘fame
family : and confequently, that We are ‘to puffiue no
intereft of our-own, otherwife, ‘than'in a juft, and due
confifténcy with ‘the interéft, and well-being of all ‘the
reft of the world.  Our bleffed ‘Saviour hath indeed
tatight us by his own example, to give the ‘iftereft of
our‘couttry the firft place in our affections, ‘but by no
‘means to confine ‘them ‘to “that only ; ‘biit 'to extend
our regard, our concern, our beneficénce, to all man-
ind. He himfelf firft preached to'the people of the
Fews, in preference even to ' their bréethren ‘the “Sama-
ritans; and alfo commiffioned his Apoftles to make
them their firft care ; but then all mankind were their
{econd : and every region ‘of the earth, thared both his,

and
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and their folicitude, for the falvation of finners, as
well as Ffudea. And when our blefled Saviour had
{pent the appointed portion of his life, in the more
immediate fervice of his country, neither did he refufe
to devote himfelf to death for their Redemption ; al-
though not for theirs only.~—Thus we find, that
‘when ‘Caiaphas prophefied that Yefus fhould die for
that nation— the Evangelift adds, and not for that
nation only, but that alfo be fhould gatber together in
‘e, the children of God that were [eattered abroad.
Here then is the moft perfe& pattern of Patriot-
ifm, that ever was exhibited to the world— The prime
of life, entirely devoted, in the moft ufeful, the moft
exemplary, the moft indefatigable, and difinterefted
manner, to his care and concern for his country ; and
after this, life itfelf calmly and deliberately facrificed
to it : fubmitted to all the extremities of pain, and pu-
nifhment ; and to all the infults of fcorn, and infamy.
AND here we fee with what propriety the precept
in my text is called a new commandment. Loving our
ftiends and our country, up to the perfeGtion of our
‘blefled Saviour’s example, was a practice, till then un-
‘precedented ; and a ‘precept, unknown, and unheard
of in the world : and therefore the duty was very pro-
perly matter of a new commandment. 4 uew com-—
mandment I give unto you, ‘that ye lrve one another ; as

T have Toved “you, that ve-alfs Trve one another.

My Brethren, theinfererces from this dotrine, are
many, ‘and excellent : but T fhall confine myfelf at

prefent,
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prefent, to one or two that are plain_and . obvious.

Ir you are indeed Chriftians, you will bring no
obloquy upon the religion of Jesus CHrIsT, by
that meaneft and moft defpicable of all antichriftian
vices, {elf-love, and felf-intereft, in oppofition to pub-

dick fpirit, to the good of your country, to univerfal

benevolence, and to Chriftian Charity. If you are true
followers of Cur1s T, you will to the utmoft of your
power blefs your country,as Car1sT did his : you
will, as far as in you lies, blefs the whole world around
you, after his example: Not perhaps in the fame man-
ner, nor in the fame inftances, and much lefs in the
fame degree, which is impoffible ; but in every inftance
in your power, and to the utmoft of your power :
more particularly in employing all the means which
Gop hath put into your hands, to blefs and be bene-
ficent to mankind : in full affurance, that he that is {o
employed, is fo far in the imitation of his blefled

- Lord and Saviour, in {fome of the moft heavenly of-

fices even of his divinity ; cultivating the virtues, heal-
ing the difeafes, and relieving the diftreffes of mankind !
he is fo far miniftering in the heavenly offices of imi-
tating the blefled JEsus’s example, obeying his pecu-
liar commands, and diffufing the light and power of
his Gofpel over the earth.

Wa AT remains then, but to put you in mind, that
in promoting the good work, we are this day affem-
bled to encourage, you are, after the example of your
blefled Redeemer, at once confulting the well-being
of your own country, and of mankind.

In
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I the firft place, you are confulting your own well-
being, and that of your country.

My Brethren, the Proteftants of Ireland are fufli-
ciently known to be an aggregate of Colonies from
Great Britain: they are your Brethren, bone of your

bones, and flefb of your flefh. And this is {o incontef-
table, that, in fact, there are not ten families of note

in the nation, who are not originally Britifh : nay,

‘and fome of thofe, whom Superftition hath warped

into your moft determined enemies, are in their origin
your own. So that blefling and benefiting the Prote-

ftants of Ireland, and even fome of their, and your
‘enemies, is, in effec, blefling your own families, and

friends : that is, yourfelves.

Besipes this, the Proteftants of Ireland are united
to you, by ftronger ties than thofe of blood : by the

‘cement of the fame intereft, religion, laws, and lang

guage. So that every acceffion of ftrength, fecurity,
eafe, and advantage to them, is, in effe&, fo much

‘added to your own. = And what an addition, the con-

verfion of the natives to the Prateftant religion, would
make to them, in all thefe inftances, is needlefs to be
infifted upon : And furely it were as needlefs, to urge
the advantages that would accrue to you alfo, from
this converfion ; inafmuch as your true intereft is real-
ly the fame. 'Their poverty hath always impoverifthed
you, and their riches enriched you : their wealth, at
leaft all their fuperfluous wealth, becomes yours, as

foon

\
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foon as it is theirs ; and always will do fo 4+, In the
day of their diftrefs, you maintained armies for their
defence; and now, they maintain armisﬁs for yours,
Every nation upon earth, that are enemies to you, are
determined enemies to them, for that very reafon: as
all your friends are, in effect, theirs. . So that reclaim-
ing the natives of Ireland from the errors of Popery,
is, in truth, reclaiming o many enemies, and recover-
ing {o many friends, to yourfelves: is indeed thin-
ning the troops, and weakening the hands of your
enemies, to ftrengthen your own.

I m1GHT carry this way of reafoning a good deal
farther ; and add, that the policy of England was ne-
ver fo deluded, as it hath long been in relation to Jre-
land. And 1 am fatisfied it will be found, upon a
candid enquiry, that every advantage withheld or
withdrawn from  that nation, hath, in effe, been fo
much withdrawn from yourfelves : And not only
withdrawn from yourfelves, but transferred to your
enemies ; to your, and (I had almoft faid) the ene-
mies of mankind. And this leads me to the fecond
point to be confidered ; and that is, that the encou-
raging the good work now before you, is, in reality,
being benefactors to mankind. 3 :

My Brethren, this point is now fo well under-
ftood, and hath been fo often, and fo fully illuftrated

p—

T It will always be {pent in the feat of Power and Pleafures, and at
the fountain-head of Preferments, and Employments of all kinds,

on
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on other occafions of this kind, that my talk is made
very eafy : It now needs neither eloquence to explain,
nor oratory to.enforce it. And therefore, I need only
to remind you, of what will not, T believe, be con-
tefted with me, that diffufing (as far as in us lies) the
light of true Religion, and in confequence of that, the
practice of every virtue through the world, is the no-
bleft way of being beneficent to it

THE friends to the freedom of mankind, muft be
enemies to fuperftition, the greateft fervitude and ty-
ranny of the foul : The friends to the virtue of man-
kind, muft be enemies to floth, and idlenefs, the preat
fources of every vice, and every villany that infeft
fociety ! And the reprefling of every vice, is in jts
nature the encouraging of every virtue ; as removing
the difeafe, is the natural means of recovering health ;
and when once men effeCtually ceafe 0 do evil, they
eafily learn fo do good. ‘

CoNSEQUENTLY, the encouraging of Proteftant
Working Schools, throughout a nation overrun with
floth and fuperttition, (which is too notorioufly ' the
cafe of Ireland) is one of the nobleft ways of imitat-
ing at once the piety and beneficence of our blefled
Saviour : correcting, as he did, every corruption that
depraved, and every fuperftition that difgraced the di-

vine precepts, and inftitutions diffufing, as far as in -

us lies, trne virtue, and true religion all around us !
True Religion, the only fure fource of focial, as well
as eternal happinefs | My Brethren, to difplay the
light of the Gofpel, and difpel the gloom of ignorance

C and
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and error, is, in the nobleft fenfe of the words, to /ef
your light fo Jhine before men, that z‘bgw Jee your
good works, and glorify your father which is in beaven.
The light of the Gofpel, in this refpe, refembles the
light of the fun; let it once fhine out in any nation,
no man can fay how far its influence will reach, or
where it will end : or from whence, how far, and
how glorioufly it may be reflected, even when it feems
to us to have totally ceafed.

- My Brethren, to reclaim the enemies of our coun-
try, and convert them into friends; to make thofe
fupports to fociety, who were before its burthens; ta ,
make thofe bleffings to the community, who were be-
fore its bane; and ornaments, who were once its re-
proach ; to do this, in our own country, is undoubt-
edly to difcharge the nobleft offices of true pa-
triotifm ! To do this to ftrangers, to do it without
refpect of perfons, and to do it, as'Gop himfelf does,
by turning men away from the error of their ways ;
are at once the nobleft offices of humanity, and no-
bleft imitations of the divinity !

My Brethren, thefe offices are your duty, and this
glory is within your reach. )

Ir we look into the antient Heathen world, we
fhall find them relieving the weight of age and infir-
mities, by felf-murder ; and preventing the miferies of
helplefs and fickly children, by expofing them to ftarve
in defarts, or be devoured by wild beafts. — And if
we look into the Heathen world, as it is at prefent, we:
thall find yet greater abominations than thefe, reigning

.
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in it. Sick and aged men murdered, out of profeffed
humanity ! by their neareft and deareft friends. Pa-
rents murdered, out of humanity, by their own chil-
dren : and dogs, and flies, and ferpents, carefully and
confcientioufly fupported, out of religion. And the
reafon of this is manifeft ; true Charity was never
known to the world, was never rightly diftinguifhed,
determined, or directed, but by the light of the Gof-
pel: nor never yet fubfifted, in any region of the
earth, where that ceafed. Infirmaries for the fick,
Hofpitals for the aged, and Schools for the young, in-
digent, and outcaft, were things unheard of in the
world, before the coming of CurisT : There was
then no charitable fupport either for age, infancy, or
infirmity : no confolation in poverty, no relief in fick-
nefs, no refuge in diftrefs, but in the arms of death—
Death was the common fan@uary of the infant, the
aged, the infirm, the affli¢ted, the friendlefs, the fa-
therlefs, and the widow ; till Chriftian Charity enno-
bled the foul, and enlarged the heart ! eftablithed the
great duties of humanity, and benevolence ; and re-
lieved the labouring world.

IT is true, the Heathen world fufficiently vaunted
its own virtue ; and the advocates for Irreligion, have
the effrontery to vaunt it at this day, even in prefer-
ence to all that exalted morality, introduced, and efta-
blithed by Jesus CurrsT— But Gop be praifed,
that {pirit of Chriftian Charity which ftill fubfifts
amongft us, is a ftanding confutation of this vain
vaunt. That fpirit of true Charity, which fubfifts in

¢ 2 every
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every Chriftian country, but fhines out eminently in
this, above any other region of the earth,%is a glorious
confutation of this vain vaunt : is a ftanding, a liv-
ing proof, of the fuperior excellence of that inftitution,
which taught mankind at once the virtue, the wif-
dom, and the delight, of promoting the temporal and
eternal interefts of their fellow-creatures! The only
inftitution, that ever taught the wifdom of making
ourfelves unfpeakably happy, by making the whole
world around us as happy as we can— unfpeakably
happy, by the practice of Chriftian Charity- here, and

what is infinitely more important, eternally happy
hereafter.

Turs Happinels, Gop of his infinite goodnefs
vouchfafe us all, through the merits and media-
tion of Jesus CurisT; to whom, with the
FATuER, and the HorLy GuosT, be afcribed
all honour, glory, and power. dmen.

From the opening of His Majefty’s Royal Charter,
February 6.1733. to November 6. 1743,

Spirit of Induftry, had made among the common People of

Treland, for above an Age paft, being obferved by fome
worthy Perfons of this Kingdom, they formed themfelves into a
voluntary Society for fetting up Parochial Schools, as the beft Re-
medy they could provide in that Cafe.

Hereupon many fuch Schools were fet up in Dublin and fome o=
ther chief Cities'and Towns, under the Encouragement and Direc-
tion of feveral of the Bifhops, Nobility, Gentry and Clergy 3 as a
Means to forward the good Work ; but after the Experience of many
Years, they perceived that the Succefs did not anfwer their Expec-

TH FE flow Advances which the Proteftant Religion, and a

tation ; for the Children being taught as Day-Scholars only, and:

afterwards put out Apprentices and Servants, not far enough from
their own Homes, their Popifh Parents and their Priefts had too
frequent Accefs to them, and often found Means to draw them back
to Popery, juft at that Point of Life, when Children begin to be
fufceptible of religious Impreffions,

But this Scheme, even though it had not failed in any Part, was.
very infufficient to anfwer the End of a general Reformation 5 foras
the major Part of thofe Scholars were the Children of Proteftants,
the Number of young Converts made in thofe Schools were very
fmall, and could not have turned the Balance againft Popery in the
Space of fome Centuries..

It
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It was therefore judged neceffary to find out fome other Expedi-
ent, that might operate more extenfively and effectually, to the ge-
neral Converfion and Reformation of the poor Natives, And the
Expedient at laft happily chofen, was to apply to His Majefty by
Petition, that he would by his Charter incorporate a Society, with
Powers for erecting Schools in feveral Parts of the Kingdom, wherein
the Children of poor Papifts, and other poor Natives, thould be
inftruéted in the Englifh Tongue (which many of them cannot {peak)
and in the Principles of true Religion and Loyalty,

An humble Petition was accordingly prefented to His Majefty,
dated the 14th Day of April, 1730, being figned by their Excel.
lencies the then Lords Juftices, and a great Number of the Lords
Spiritual and Temporal, of the Commons, the Clergy, and other
principal Gentlemen of the Kingdom ; whereupon His Majetty,
through the favourable Interpofition of his Grace the Duke of Doz-

On the 6th Day of Eebruary following, the faid Charter was fo-
lemnly opened and read in the Council Chamber in Dublin, in Pre-
fence of his Grace the Lord Lieutenant, and many of the Nobility
and Gentry. The Officers directed by the Charter were immediately
chofen, and a Subfeription Book opened for carrying on the good
Work, «

Many Perfons of Rank and Diftin&ion fubferibed largely, among
whom the Earl of Kildare deferves to be mentioned with great Honour
and Gratitude, for his Bounty of Five Hundred Pounds, which has
been followed by another Benefa®ion from the fame Hand, for
encouraging the School at Cafledermor,

But as the Effe@s of this Charter could not be obtained in thejr
full Latitude, without keeping the Children apart from their Parents,
and maintaining them in Meat, Drink and Cloathing, and erecting

- Houfes for their Accommodation, and furnithing the fame, and pav.

ing Salaries to School-Mafters, and providing Tools and Utenfils for
their Country Labours ; it was foon evident, that the neceffary Ex-

pence of a few Schools would require a greater Fund than this poor
Country could fupply. |

E 2 The
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The Society therefore found themfelves under 2 Neceflity of hav-
ing Recourfe to the Charity and Piety of England (which has been
ever diftinguifhed for A¢ts of Munificence ;) and herein their Hopes
have not been difappointed, as will appear from the Lift of Engli/b
BenefaGors which has been Yearly publifhed, and will continue fo
to be.

In Purfuance of this View, the Society {fent over their Secretary,
“Yobn Hanfard Efq; furnifhed with proper Credentials for foliciting
and receiving Benefactions, in which he proved very fuccefsful.

It was likewife thought advifeable to fet on foot a Correfponding
Society in London, who refiding in that Metropolis, might be in-
ftrumental in procuring and remitting Subfcriptions and Donations,
and keeping up a regular Correfpondence with the Tncorporated Society
in Dublin, in order to inform them of all Occurences, and to com-

municate their Sentiments and Advice, as Occafion fhould require.

This proved a very eafy Work 3 for feveral worthy Perfons, of
which Number were moft of the Bifhops, animated witha Zeal for
the Honour of God, and a Spirit of Charity towards the poor de-
luded Natives of Ireland, prefently offered their Affiftance; and

having firft contributed their own Benefactions, formed themfelves
into a Society for that End, and have brought ina plentiful Harveft
of Benefactions to recruit the Fund, for which the Society do hereby
publickly return Thanksto them, and to the pious and generous Be-
nefactors whom God has raifed up by their Means ; fome of thofe
we are bound in a {pecial manner to mention, and acknowledge in
this Place. Thefe are, One Thoufand Pounds, being his Majefty’s

Donation, befides his Royal Grant of a Thoufand Pounds per An-

wum 3 Mr. Whitcheot, fifteen hundred Pounds; Mrs, Holden, two

thoufand Pounds ; his Grace the Duke of Devon/bire, threehundred
feventy fix Pounds and upwards ;3 Mrs. Dionyfia Long, fifty Pounds

a Year for cight Years paft ; and we muft not omit to mention with

Thanks, the Generofity of the three Cities of Dublin, Waterford,

and Kilkenny, for encouraging three Schools in or near them, which

will be more particularly fet forth in the next Yearly Abftract.

By thefe feafonable Aids, the Society have been enabled to extend
their Schools into feveral Pasts of the Kingdom, through the En-
couragement of divers- Gentlemen, who have given in Perpetuity

one Acre of Land, and fome of them a greater Quantity, for the
Site
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Site of a School on their Eftates, befides beneficial Leafes of {mall
Farms contiguous to every School, to be cultivated and improved
by the Labour of the Boys; fo that the Society have at prefent un-
der their Care and Diretion, Nineteen Schools, all_bullt and fup-
ported out of their flender Fund. The Society call it flender, be-
caufe it is comparatively fo, regard being had to the innumerable
Multitude of poor Popith Children who would fill ten times that
Number of Schools, for a Succeflion of many Years, if Means could
be found to maintain them.

But as the Divine Providence hath raifed up many Benefactors
“for carrying on this good Work thus far, the Society would hope
that it will not reft here, but that God will put itinto theHearts of
many other Charitable Perfons, to encourage thefe Schools, fince
they can no where find fitter Objeéts. For Charity can never be
carried higher, than to refcue the Souls of thoufands of poor Children
from the Dangers of Popifh Superftition and Idolatry, and their
Bodies from the Miferies of Idlenefs and Beggary. This is not re-
tailing Charity to Particulars, but diffufing it over a whole Nation:
it is a Charity that will make thofe who are at prefent a Nufance and
a Burden to their Country, become a Treafure and a Blefling to
ity that will make honeft and induftrious Men of thefe who would
have been bred up in Thievery and Rags; it is a Charity that will
multiply obedient and peaceable Subjeéts to the King, and render
the Proteftants of Ireland fafe in their Lives and Pofieflions. And
it will for ever take away the chief Caufe of thofe Pifquietudes and
Apprehenfions, which, upon feveral Conjunctures, have alarmed
the Government and' People of England, by reafon of the near
Neighbourhood of a formidable Body of Papifts, devoted to the
See of Rome, and ready to rebel at the Inftigation either of their
Priefts, or a foreigh Enemy.

Thefe will be fome of the happy Effects of the Charter Schools,
if they can be fufficiently multiplied and extended. And yet they
will be produced by Means that cannot be objected to 5 not by Force
or Terror, not by Penal Laws and Profecutions, which can only
make Hypocrites ; ‘but by the innocent and gentle Means of enlight-
ening and inftructing the ignorant Minds of Children in the pure
Truths of the Gofpel, and leading them early to that Fountain-head,
which the Church of Rome has cruelly fealed up. Thefe are the

only
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only.Methods practifed by the Society, as being agreeable to the Na-
ture of Man, and to the Genius of the Chriftian Religion, -

And for obviating the great Danger of the Childrens relapfing,
the Society are very careful to tranfplant them to Schools remote
from their Popifh Parents and Relations, who would be apt to per-
vert them. ‘This Expedient, {o effential to the obtaining the Ends
of the Charter, though it may have efcaped publick Cognizance,
has proved an Article of no fmall Expence to the Society, and will
continue fo to be.

Ifafter all, any Man fhould really doubt whether this Scheme for
converting the poor Nativesof Ireland, be well calculated for that Pur-
pofe, he may be eafily fatisfied from the Alarm it has given to the
Popith Prieflts, who have lately denied the Communion, and re-
fufed Abfolution to thofe Parents who have fuffered their Children
to be received into the Charter Schools, though it be to fave them:
from perifhing with Hunger and Nakednefs, This is a plain Con-
feffion of their inward Fears and Apprehenfions, that the Charter
is laying the Ax to the Root of Popery, and will in its Progrefs ac-
complifh that Work by fweet and infenfible Means, which has been
too hard for Coercive and Penal Laws, in a Courfe of fifty Years.

The Society cannot part with this Subje without offering one
Hint to the Gentlemen of this Kingdom, which they do with the
greateft Deference and Tendernefs,

It is evident, that the greateft Part of the Contributions to this
good Work, come from England, and are given by Perfons many
of whom have no Interefts in Irelond, nor Relation to it, but fend
over their Bounty upon the pure Principle of Charity, for which they
can hope for no Reward but in the World to come ; but the Cafe
is very different with regard to the Gentlemen of Zrelangd 3 for as their
Benefactions will be laid out in their own Country, and frequently
upon their own Eftates, the Money will circulate among their own
Tenants: Every Popith Child turned out a Proteftant from thefe
Schools, will bring an Acceffion of Strength to the Proteftant In-
tereft, and of Wealth to the Kingdom, by the Labour of his Hands.
So that if the Charter Schools could be {ufficiently extended and
diffufed, they would be the Means of increafing Induftry and Trade,

and ufeful Manufactures, which muft of courfe improve every Gen-
tleman’s Eftate,

The
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The Society will conclude with this one Obfervation, which they
apprehend to be of confiderable Importance though little attended tos
namely, that the Progrefs of thefe Schools muft, in its natural Courfe,
gradually abolith the great Number of Popifh Holidays, by means
of which, fome hundred thoufands of working Hands are keﬁt Idle,
and the Labour and Profit of them loft to the Publick Stock for a
confiderable Part of the Year, the very Harveft not excepted:

This Damage, as little as it is obferved, yet upon a fair Caleula-
tion, will appear to be an aftonithing Draw-back from the Wealth
and Strength of the Nation; it eats like 2 Worm unfeen at the
Root of our Profperity, which grows chiefly from Labour, and
mutft languifh with the Decreafe of it. : ;

The Increafe therefore of Proteftant Hands, in Confequence of
thefe Schools, will remove this great Evil, which, humanly {peak-
ing, can be done by no other Means ; and the Society look upon.
this Pofition as undeniable..

And as they have accepted
of the generous Propofals of the Fithmongers Company in London,
for ereting a third School at Colerain, upon Ground given by 7#il-
liam Richardfon E{gs; they hope to lay the Foundation next Summer,

Several other advantageous Propofals for new Schools have been
made to the Society, and particularly by the Right Honourable the
Earls of Orrery and Clanrickard, the Honourable Hays Sz, Leger
Efq; and Fames Daly Efq; which the Society have under their
Deliberation, and are zealous to carry into Execution, as foon as
their Fund fhall enable them, which they hope will be very foon,

through the Favour of Divine Providence, and the Aids of charita-
ble Perfons.
