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Extract of a Letter from Lord Vifcount Gosford, Colonel of the Arr.agb Militia, 
and Major WardU,, of the Ancient Brit.Jh Light Drageons, to Lieutenant Gene- 
r  al Lake, dated haas, Thurfday Morning, 8 o’Clock, 24th May, 179 8 .

“  T h is  M o rn in g , about H a lf paft 2 o ’ C lo ck , a D rag o o n , from  an O ut-poft, 

“  cam e in and in form ed M a jo r  W a r d l e ,  o f  the A ncient B ritiih , that a*very  

confiderable arm ed B o d y  w ere approaching rapid ly upon the T o w n . T h e  

«  w h ole G arrifo n  w ere inftantly under A rm s, and to o k  up  their Pofitions ac- 

“  cord in g to a Plan p rev io u fly  form ed in Cafe o f  fuch an E veflt happening. 

“  T h e y  m ade the A ttack  upon our T ro o p s, po lled  near the G ao l, w ith  great 

“  V iolence, but w ere repulfed : T h e y  then m ade a general A ttack  in alm oft 

e \e ry  D irection , as they had got Poflefilon o f  alm oft ev ery  A venue into the 

“  T o w n . T h ey  continued to  engage the T roops fo r near three Q uarters o f  

“  an H ou r, w hen they ga ve  W a y , and fled on all Sides. T h e  C ava lry  im m e- 

“  d iateiy  took  A d van tag e  o f  th eir C onfu fion , charged in alm oft e v e ry  Di- 

“  rechon, and k illed  a great N u m ber o f  them . A  great Q uantity  o f  A rm s and 

Pik_-> \ u ,e  taken , and w ith in  this H a lf  H o u r m any H undred m ore w ere 

“  brought in , found in Pits near the T o w n , together w ith  three M en  w ith  

green Cockades, all o f  w hom  w ere hanged in the public Street. W e to o k  

another P rifon er, w h om  we. have fpared, in Confequence o f  his h avin g  given  

us In form ation  that w ill enable us to purfue thefe Rebels ; and fro m  this 

M an w e learn that th ey w ere above a T h oufand  ftro n g  : T h e y  w e re  com- 

“  m anded, as this Man in form s us, b y  M ic h a e l  R e y n o ld s ,  w h o w as w ell 

m ounted , and drefted in Y eom an  U n ifo rm , but unfortu n ately  m ade his 

Efcape ; his H orfe w e have got.

V  hen \\c are able to collect fu rth er P articu lars, y o u  ihall be m ade ac­

quainted w ith  them . A bou t th irty  Rebels w ere killed in the Streets ; in the 

F ields, w e im agine, above an H undred ; th eir B odies have not yet been 

“  brought together.

“  It is im pofilble to fay  too m uch o f  the C ava lry  and In fa n try  ; their C on­

duct w as exem plary  th ro u g h o u t..”

Extrail of a Letter from Lieutenant General Dur.das to Lord Vifcount Cajllereagb,
dated Naas, May 25 , 179 8 .

“  In A ddition to the A ccount w hich I had the H onor o f  fending you  Yef- 

“  terday, I have the Satisfaction to inform  yo u r Lord ih ip , that about 2 P . M . 

“  Yefterday I m arched out again to attack the Rebels, w h o had aflembled in 

“  great Force on the N orth  Side o f  the LifFey, and w ere advancing towards 

“  Kilcullen Bridge : T h ey  occupied the Hills on the left o f  the R oad  leading to 

“  Dublin, the R oad  itfe lf and the Fields h ighly inclofed, on the right. Th e 

“  A ttack began between 3  and 4 ; was made w ith  G allantry  ; the In fantry 

“  forcing the E n em y On the R oad , and d riv in g  them from  the Hills on the 

“  Left ; the C ava lry , w ith  equal Succefs, cutting offtheir Retreat. T h e  A ffair 

i: ended foon after 4. T h e Slaughter was coniideiable for fuch an A ction , 

“  one H undred and T h irty  lay dead. N o Prifoners.

“  I have the farth er Satisfaction o f  ftating to yo u r LordO iip, T H A T  H I3 

“  M A J E S T Y ’S T R O O P S  D ID  N O T  S U F F E R  IN  E IT H E R  K IL L E D  O R  

“  W O U N D E D . T h e Rebels left great Quantities o f  all K inds o f  A rm s behind 

“  them , and fled in all Directions.

“  T h is  M orning all is in perfect Quietnefs. General W ilfo rd , from  Kildare, 

“  jo ined  me lait N ight ; an Officer w ith w hom  I ferve w ith  unfpeakable Sa- 

“  tisfaction.

“  T h e Troops o f e\ ery  D efcription, both Officers and M en, ihewed a Degree 

“  o f  G allantry which it was difficult to reltrain within prudent Bounds.

“  Captain L a  Touche’ s Corps o f  Y eo m an ry  diftinguiflied thcinfelves in a 

“  high Stiie .”

“  IN  Confequence o f  an In form ation  received this M o rn in g , that a large 

“  B o d y  o f  R E B F .L S  w ere m arch ing to attack  the T o w n , L ieutenant Gardiner, 

“  w ith  the M en under his C om m an d, and a P arty  o f  Y eo m a n ry  com m anded 

“  b y  Captain Hardy, w ent out to meet them . H av in g  reconnoitred  th eir 

“  Force , w hich am ounted to  between three and fo u r T h oufan d , they took 

“  Poft on the H ill under the C h u rch , and when the R E B E L S  cam e tolcrablv 

“  near, the Officers and Men m ade a F e in t, and retreated in to  the B arrack .

“  T h e  R E B E L S  feeing this, came on w ith  a great S h o u t, im agin in g  the 

“  D ay  to be their ow n . In a few  M inutes Captain Hume came up w ith  about 

“  th irty  o f  his T ro o p , and inftantly charged them , on w hich the R E B E L S  

“  retreated. A  general P u rfu it to o k  Place; and fo com plete w as the R o u t that 

“  above T H R E E  H U N D R E D  o f  the M ifcreants n ow  lie dead on the F ield

“  o f  B attle.

“  T o  fay that the Antrim R egim en t behaved w ell is not any T h in g  new  ; 

“  but the Yeom en  under Captain Hard/ s  C om m and behaved a ilon ifliin g ly  ; nor 

“  can I lu fficiently com m end the C onduct o f  Captain Hume and his C o rp s ; for 

“  th ough  his righ t A rm  w as in a S lin g , o w in g  to a v e ry  fevere Fall fro m  his 

“  Horl'e, w h ic h  prevented his u fing his S w o rd , he headed his M en w ith  G al- 

“  lan try , and w en t on w ith  a Sp irit and B ra v e ry  that furprized  ev erv  one,

“  coniiderinoj his S itu atio n .

“  A s to L ieutenant Gardiner, his C onduct and Steadinefs th ro iigh out the 

“  w hole A ffa ir  is far beyond m y Praife ; but I am  fo rry  to in form  you  

“  that a feverc B lo w  o f  a Stone he received  on his Breaft from  a V illain w h ofe 

“  L ife  he had ju ft  faved, prevents his w r itin g  to you  him felf. H e is, h ow ever,

“  thank G o d , w a lk in g  about, and h avin g  been let B lo o d , is m uch b e tte r ; the 

“  V illain  was ihot dead on the Spot.

E v e ry  one o f  the Antrims w as v y in g  w ith  each other w ho ihould do his 

“  D u ty  befl; ; and I have v e ry  great P leafure in telling yo u  that not a M an (M r.

Gardino excepted, and one So ld ier, w h o received a C ontuilon  in his A rm )

“  was in the Icatt in jured .— In fh o rt, the L o y a lty  and Zeal o f  the whole P arty

w as beyond any lh in g  that has been feen on a iim ilar O ccafion.”

“  I M A R C H E D  from  Limerick on Sunday M orn ing w ith  fix ty  D ragoons, 

“  Dublin M ilitia, three Field Pieces, and tw o Curricle G u n s, to open the Com - 

“  -munication w ith  Dublin, w hich I ju d g ed  o f  the utm oft Im portance to G o-

“  vernm ent. B y  Means o f  Cars for the In fan try , I reached this Place in fo rty- 

“  eight H ours. I am n ow , at feven o ’ C lock this M orn in g ( Tuefday) , m arching 

«  to furround the T o w n  o f Kildare, the Head Q uarters o f  the R E B E L S , w ith  

“  feven Pieces o f  A rtille ry , one hundred and fifty  D ragoons, and three hun­

ts (jre(j and fifty  In fan try , determ ined to m ake a dreadful Exam ple o f  the 

«  R E B E L S . I have left the w hole C o u n try  behind me p erfe& ly  qu iet, and 

“  well protected by M eans o f  the Troops and Y eom an ry  Corps.

“  I hope to be able to fo rw ard  this to you  b y  the M ail C oach, w hich  I w ill 

“  efcort to Naas. I am fufficiently ftrong. Y o u  m ay depend on m y Prudence 

“  and Succefs. M y  G uns are well m anned, and the T roops in h igh  Spirits. 

“  Th e Cruelties the R E B E L S  have com m itted on fom e o f  the Officers and 

“  M en have exafperated them to a great D egree. O f m y future O perations I 

“  w ill endeavour to inform  y o u .”

P .  S. Two o'Clock, P . M . Kildare.

“  W E  found the R E B E L S  retiring from  the T o w n  on our A rriv a l, armed ;  

“  w e followed them  w ith  the D ragoons. I fent on fom e o f  the Yeom en to tell 

“  them , on layin g dow n their A rm s, they ihould not be hurt. U nfortunately 

“  fome o f  them fired on the T ro o p s ; from  that M om ent they w ere attacked 

“  on all Sides ; nothing could flop the R age o f  the Troops. I believe from  

«  T O O  to T H R E E  H U N D R E D  o f  the R E B E L S  w ere killed. W e have 

** three Men killed and feveral w ounded. I am  too m uch fatigued to 

enlarge.

“  I have forw arded the M ails to Dublin
