T h e  firft refolution relates to barren land.

Refolvedy That it would greatly encourage the improvement 

o f  barren lands in Ireland, i f  fa id  lands, fo r  a certain 

lime after being reclaimed, were exempt from the payment 

i f  tithe.

I His is a maxim o f  politics, and requires nothing more 

for its adoption on the part o f  the church but the exercife 

o f  Chriftian charity and common fenfe. T h is  is the law o f  

England— and true in the wilds of Am erica, as well as in 

England, a principle which barbarity and civilization 

equally proclaim.

T h i s  does not afk any thing from the clergy except the 

ufe o f  their underftanding— that they will reftrain an un- 

feafonable appetite— poftpone a premature voracity. T h a t  

they will on this occafion indulge themfelv^s in a fagacity 

fuperior to that o f the fowls of the air who devour the feed, 

and equal to the wifdom o f  the hind, who waits for the 

harveft.— Have mercy on the infant labours o f  mankind j 

refpc£t the plough, and inftead o f  dogging its paces as a 

conftable would a felon, imitate the barbarous, but in this 

inftance more civilized Perfian monarch, who began his 

reign by taking the plough in his royal hand, and did ho­

mage to that patient inftrument which feeds mankind.

T o  fay that the bill in •pieftion enriched the community 

at the expence o f  the clergy, was but a poor and uncha­

ritable argument, the refult of hot counfel, and crabbed 

fentiments. I f  it does enrich the community, it mufl finally 

enrich the clergy. It  does enrich the community— true— but 

not at your expence— you give nothing. W h a t ! will the 

eagle come down that you may tithe him, and the flag of 

the mountain flop at thy bidding ? Y o u  give nothing ex* 

cept to yourfelves and your fucceffors the chance o f  get-

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ting fomething from that which but for fuch an encourage-&
ment might remain to you and to us, to all eternitv. 

wretched and unprofitable. Suppohng therefore that the 

clergy were in no particular to make facrifices to the good 

o f  their flock, that they were to get every law they afked 

for themfelves, and to aflent to none on the behalf o f  their 

pariihioners— yet ftill fhould they accede to this mcafure—  

on a principle of enlightened lelfiihnefs— on a principle, not 

o f  piety, but o f  ufury, and to refift it would argue an inca­

pacity to fee not only the public intereft but their own.

O  n  fuch a principle o f narrow and ignorant precau­

tion had the laity proceeded, they would never have 

granted the premium on the inland carriage o f corn, nor 

on the export o f  corn, nor on the export o f linen, on the 

fale o f  woollen, nor the growth of flax, nor o f rape : they 

would have check’d the growth o f  agriculture, and of ma­

nufacture, and o f  courfe the growth of tithe. M ake the 

precaution of fome o f  the heads o f the church the folly of 

the laity— extend their principles to us, and we ftarve the 
community.

T o  fuppofe that the encouragement given to barren 

land would lay the foundation of law fuits, is only to ar­

gue in ignorance o f  the law —  has the law done fo with 

refpeâ to flax, done fo with hemp or bog ? and yet fuch 

laws have exifted. D o n ’ t they know that the barren land 

bill was not an original bill, but an extenfion o f  the prc- 

vifions o f  aits already in exiftence, from whence none of

thefe
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thcfe cort(equericcs had flowed, and therefore this objéflióii 

only proves the objeâors to be, I w on’t fay bad lawyers, 

bad huibandmen, but to be, I  will fay, in their kn o w ­

ledge o f  huibandry, and their knowledge o f  law, vaftly 

inferior to themfelves in the fcience o f  divinity ; and 

while I excufe the errors o f  fome o f  the reverend bench, I 

much honour the fenfe o f  thofe o f their own order on that 

bench, who did m oil decidedly and explicitly differ from 

them ; who faw that the clergy had a common intereft in 

the country ; that it was inconfiftent in them to defire to 

partake o f the growth o f  the kingdom, and to check that 

growth when the opportunity occurred ; who faw the feeble 

policy o f any thing like a little combination againft the ge­

neral fenfe; who thought the beft method o f  preventing 

a faâ ion  in the laity, was to refift a faftion in the church ; 

and who alfo thought that the tw o  Bills, the Hemp B ill, 

and the Barren Land Bill, recommended by G overnm ent, 

fent up by the unanimous fenfe o f  the Houfe o f  Commons' 

— proved to be ufeful by the example o f  G reat-Britain , 

and efpoufed by public wiihes, was net exa& ly the ground 

on which the Biihops ihould poft themfelves againft the 

intereft o f  the community.

Í  h a v e  mentioned that thismeafure is fupported on prin- 

ciples o f  Chriftianity. 

I s a i a h  makes two prédirions— T h e  one is a denuncia­

tion againft fuch as oppofe the kingdom o f Chrift ; the fe- 

%c#nd an annunciation to thofe who receive it,  and he

make#
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makes the point o f  the curfe that very fterility which the 

enemies o f this meafure would promote, and the point of 

the blefling that very fertility which the bill went to encou­

rage : “  T h e  wildernefs and folitary place (hall be glad, 

“  and the defert ihall bloffom as the rofe.”

I h a v e  taken the predi&ion o f  Ifaiah, and reduced its 

principle to a refolution, which I have already read, and 

which I (hall have the honour to propound to you, and I put 

it to grave authority to verify their prophet.

I n  the meafure to which 1 refer there was a particular 

compact i f  report fays true : three bills were brought in, 

tw o were to be reje&ed by the influence o f Governm ent 

in this Houfe, provided the third ihould pafs the Lords, 

without the oppofition o f  the Church. T h u s  the public 

were to receive fome benefit, and the exceflive zeal o f  a 

certain part o f the right reverend bench, was to be 

ihielded by the hand of Governm ent from repeated op­

portunities of expofing their principles.

T h e  compact was fulfilled on the part o f  G overnm ent; 

tw o bills were reje£ted in the Houfe of Commons, by com ­

pact, and the third deftroyed in the other Houfe, in breach 

o f  compact. A  minifter is, I muft fuppofe, a heretic, with 

whom holy men need not obferve faith. T o  deftroy this 

bill, the firft method that occurred was petition ; the pe­

titioners very few in number, but certainly very refpectable 

names, complain that they will be greatly prejudiced by the

B improvement
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improvement of barren lands *  ; they petitioned againft it in 

the moft unqualified manner, not againft any particular 

claufe, nor againft the frame of the bill, but againft the 

bill itfelf. T h e  names are few, but if  names alone, with­

out reafons, could give weight to a petition, this petition 

has that weight I acknowledge. I fliould be forry to 

offend againft the intereft or the appreheniions o f  the peti­

tioners ; unable to reconcile both, and obliged to make a 

choice, I muft advance their intereft in defiance o f  their 

difpofitions. Petition was not deemed fufíicient ; another 

method of damnation was reforted to— amendment, and the 

amendment was a claufe o f encroachment— an encroachment 

o f  the worft kind, an extenfion o f  the power o f  the 

fpiritual courts on the temporal ; the fpiritual courts 

were to ftand in the place o f judge and jury. W ith

what fafety you will decide when I read you tw o decrees o f  

the fpiritual court o f C loyne, one excommunicating a 

countryman for refufing to pay tithe of turf againft law , 

and the other excommunicating eight perfons for the fame 

illegal reafon. T h e  idea o f  their amendment was this—  

“  N o  encroachment on fterility ; no invafions o f the plough 

on barren land, unlefs you will at the fame time invade the 

bounderies o f  your laws.”  T h is  prefumptuous amend­

ment being moft judicioufiy withdrawn, becaufe it could 

not have paffed, (for it could not have paíTed the Houfe 

o f  Lords ultimately) another was introduced not equally 

mifchievous : but I fpeak with the greateft deference to high 

authority— a little unintelligible— a little long— a little 

perplexed, and a little embarrafling— a claufe in an old 

mifcellaneous a ft  is extrafted t© be applied to the cafe of 

barren land, to which in the Engliih  aft it had no imme­

diate reference. T h e  above claufe requires two witnefles on 

the part of the countryman, and gives to the parfon double 

coils, and obliges the countryman to declare in probition, 

laving him under the difficulty o f an aftion at law.

T h e  bill fo loaded juftly fell : thofe vigilant, but in this 

inftance, moft miftaken men, who deftroyed it, will hereaf­

ter fee the wifdom o f  adopting the bill without the firft amend­

ment, without the fécond amendment, and without any amend­

ment at all.— O ne fhould imagine fome charafters took a 

pride in barren land ; in this fentiment only have they 

refifted the bill, founded on the Engliih aft, enabling the 

Bilhops to grant long leafes— is it not enough that a 13th

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part o f the land of the country ihould be in the hands o f  eccle- 

fiaftical corporations ? Is it neceflary that fuch land Ihould 

be as barren as pofftble ? Y o u  need not aik which is church 

land in Ireland ; you know it by the infallible traces of 

barrennefs and mifery ; contiguity to a great town is not 

fufficient to give life and pulfation to this palfeyed part of 

the creathinT one would imagine the eftate was doing pe­

nance on earth, and that the inhabitants had laid up all 

their treafures in Heaven ; or were here in a ftate o f Pur­

gatory under Proteftant biihops. Strange, that the latter 

íhould object to a tenure which would enable them to make 

freeholders, and encourage the Proteftant intereft; ftrangethat 

they ihould infift on keeping their eftates on terms at once hof- 

tile to reprefentation and conformity. T h e  next refolution 

which I (hall propofe to you is one refpefting flax : It is as 

follows :

Refolved, That a domcjlic fupply o f f a x  is an object to which 

all his M a jejïfs  fubjcfis o f Ireland Jhould contribute.

2. That this Houfe has greatly contributed to fa id  objefi by 

various bounties, but that the linen manufafture has only 

flourijhed in thofe parts o f the kingdom, where a total 

exemption from , or a fm all compofttion fo r  tithe o f fla x  

have exijled.

3. Refolved, That in order to extend the linen munufaclure, 

faid  exe??iption or co?npofition Jhould be made general.

T h i s
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T h i s  too is a principle— the rudiments o f  manufa£turç 

ihould not be tithed— furely not o f your ftaple, and abovç 

all, not o f your only ftaple manufacture ; to advance this has 

been long the fpeech from the throne, the echo of that fpeech 

your addrefs, and the obje£t o f various and expenfive premi­

ums ; to introduce it into the South has been long the wifh o f  

that province ; to  attend to it now has become your parti­

cular duty, becaufe Ruflia has laid a duty o f five per cent, 

on her exports to thefe countries, the treaty with England 

being at an end. W i l l  any man in the South fow flax to  

pay i 2 S .  an acre tithe, when in the North he pays but 6d. 

per farm ? T he defpair o f  the fouthern provinces to grow  

flax in any degree, was admitted by a propofal to diftribute 

the flax premiums into provincial portions, on an allega­

tion that the North took a great proportion, and the South 

little or nothing ; that is, the N orth  does grow  flax becaufe 

it don’ t pay tithe ; and the South does not grow flax, becaufe 

it does pay tithe ; and thus embarrafled by the tithe, the 

wretched expedient was to take the bounty from the North, 

in order to pay the tithe of the South.

H e r e  again I muft do juftice to G overn m en t; they did 

intend a modus for flax as well as for hemp, and one reafon, 

perhaps, among others, was the late duty on Ruflian flax. 

T h is  gracious and benign intention of Governm ent was by 

epifcopal interference rendered abortive \ that fame epifco- 

pal interference <?n which the nation is to charge the lofs o f 

the barren land bill, did, with the beft intentions to be

fure*
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fure, but the worft effect, oppofe both falutary meafurcs—  

the modus for hemp, and the modus for flax.

T h a t  oppofition to the Hemp Bill failed, becaufe that 

Bill was deemed beneficial to the navy o f  England, and was 

an Engliih  as well as an Iriih meafure ; but that oppofition 

to the F la x  Bill fucceeded, becaufe flax was only material 

to the Iriíh manufaóiurer, and was a meafure purely Iriih. 

T h e  Hemp Bill, however, did not pafs unmolefted, and 

the fame regard in holy men, for ties with a M inifter, 

itill operated ; it was teized and perfecuted by that 

fame epifcopal interference. T h is  bill was to have been 

defeated by petition * . T h e  petitioners complain o f  this bill 

in the fame unqualified manner as in the inftance o f bar­

ren land ; they are to be ruined by the extent o f  manufac­

ture— petition was not relied on. T h is  bill was alfo to have 

been defeated by amendment: that amendment, intended by 

w ay o f  preamble, fet forth, that hemp was an article necef-

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fary for the navy o f  England, to which all his M ajefty ’ s 

fubjefls ihould contribute— a facility this in a reverend 

quarter to grant public money for new.purpofes, beyond 

the bounds o f duty. T h is  preamble contained three princi­

ples : firft, an implied proteft againft the principle o f  

modus in favour'ot Irijh manufafture : fecondly, an exprefs 

aiTent to that principle, when it was in favour o f  the Britiih 

navy : thirdly, a principle o f fupply to that navy, origi­

nating in the Lords, in breach o f  the privilege o f  the 

C om m ons, at the fuggeftion o f the fpiritual Peers ; as 

the other amendments encroached on the temporal courts,

fo this encroached on the Com m ons,- ......T h is  amendment

being moft wifely given up, becaufe im praticable, as 

well as moft improper, the whole repugnance to the bill 

ended in an idle refolution, declaring, that a domejlic fu p p ly  

o f hemp may greatly contribute to the maritime proteiiion o f  

this kingaom, an objeii to be promoted by the united exertions 

o f all his Majejiy's fubjeûs : o f  which refolution the

reverend petitioners have the moft reafon to com plain; 

for it fays, you petition agaivfi the manufatturing part o f your 

own flock. There you are perfectly right, and we are with 

you ; but your petition goes alfi againjl the interejl o f  the navy 

c f  England. There you go too fa r  : beftdes, this is a queftion 

o f  Britijh Government, and we, on this point, not only leave 

you, but we protejl againjl you, and have entered on the jour­

nals our refolution accordingly.

So it appears as the bufinefs was mifmanaged ; but 

thofe who know the zeal, on this occafion, o f fome o f  the

Right
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R ight Reverend Bench, muft be convinced that this never 

was their intention ; on the contrary, they did moft entirely 

approve o f  the petitioners and the petition, and had not 

perhaps confined their connexion with the petition to the 

cold and languid office o f mere approbation.

T h e  next refolution relates to the fuftenance o f the 

poor, as the tw o others relate immediately to their induf- 

try : it is propofed to put the poor o f  the South on the 

fame footing with the poor of the N orth, Eaft, and W e ft ,  

by exempting his potatoe-garden from tithe.— W h e n  we 

ftate that potatoes are the food of the poor, we underftate 

their importance— they are more ; they are the prote&ion 

o f  the rich againft a poor rate, and therefore invaluable to 

you, as well as to the peafant.

Refohed , That potatoes are the principal fubjijlence of the 

poor in Ireland, and are, in a great part c f  the kingdom, 

moji fortunately exempt from tithe.

Refolved, That it would much contribute to relieve the poor 

o f  the South o f this kingdom, i f  the benefit o f fa id  exemption 

was extended to them ; and i f  it Jhall le  made to appear 

that the owners o f tithe Jhall fuffer thereby, this Houfe 

w ill make them ju jl  compenfation.

I n three-fourths o f  this kingdom potatoes pay no tithe ; in 

the South they not only pay, but pay moil heavily. T h e y  pay

frequently in proportion to the poverty and helpleiTnefs o f

the



the countrym an; for in the South it is the practice to 

crouch to the rich, and to encroach upon the poor ; hence 

perhaps in the South the mutability o f  the common people. 

W h a t  fo galling, what fo inflammatory, as the compara-» 

tive view o f  the condition of his M ajefty ’s fubje&s in one 

part o f  the kingdom and the other !— In one part their fuf- 

tenance free, and in another tithed in the greateft degree ; 

fo that a grazier coming from the W e ft  to the South fhall in­

form the latter that with him neither potatoes nor hay are 

tithed; and a weaver com ing from the North (hall inform 

the South, that in his country neither potatoes nor flax are 

tithed; and thus are men, in the prefent unequal and un- 

ju ft ftate o f  things, taught to repine, not only by their in- 

tercourfe with the pallor, but with one another.

T o  redrefs this requires no fpeculation— no extraordw 
nary exercife o f  the human faculties —  no long fatiguing

procefs o f  reafon and calculation, but merely to extend 

to the poor o f the South, the benefits which are en­

joyed by his M ajefty’s fubjeâs ip the other parts o f Ireland; 

it is to put the people of the South on a level with their 

fellow-creatures.^-If it {hall be faid that fuch an exemp­

tion would caufe a great lofs to the parfon-*-what a terrible 

difcovery does that obje&ion difclofe ! that the clergy of 

the South are principally fupported by the poor, by thofe 

whom  they ought as moral men to relieve, and Chriftian 

men fupport, according to the ftri&eft difçipline o f  the 

church.

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T p  excite i  certain quarter to this principle, perhaps 

the bçfl; method would be the ilimulation o f  example.— L 

ih.all accordingly produce.two examples, one example drawn 

from the country fuppofed to be the moft bigoted in Europe, 

and thp other from that man fuppofed to be the moft prone 

to clerical avarice and ambition.— T h e  firft the kingdom 

o f  Spain, the latter is the Pope. In 1780, Pope Pius the. 

6ih fends a brief to the K in g  o f  Spain, enabling him to 

difpofe o f  one»-third o f ecclefiaftical eftates and benefices in 

his prefentation, to which no cure o f fouls was annexed, in 

charity ; and further fets forth in this brief this reafon, that 

the relief and fuccour o f the poor was particularly, incumbent 

on him. 1  he K in g  o f Spain in 1783, purfuant to this brief, 

publiihes his e d iâ ,  reciting the brief, and appointing a 

commiiîîon to difpofe o f the third as above recited, in the 

fupport o f  the poor, and then he fpecifies the objects -> en­

dowments o f  all kind of retreats and receptacles for the 

poor, fuch as hofpitals and houfes o f  charity, foundations 

for orphans and foundlings. —  T h e  better to enforce the 

execution o f  the firft edi£t, the K in g  o f Spain publilhes 

another, commanding, in a peremptory manner, the exe» 

cution of the firft, and he adds a principle infeparable from 

the claims o f  tithe, that fuch charitable aids peculiarly be­

long to ecclefiaftical rents, according to the moft found and 

conftant difcipline o f  the church.

H e r e  are the Sovereign Pontiff o f  the Catholic faith, 

and the Catholic K in g  o f  Spain, diftributing one-third o f  á 

parc o f the revenues o f their church for the poor \ and here are

fome



fom e o f  the enlightened doflors o f our church deprecating fuch 

a principle, and guarding their riches againft the encroach­

ing o f Chriftian charity ; I hope they will never again afford 

us iuch an opportunity o f comparing theirt with the Pope, 

or contrafting them with the Apoitles.— I don’t think their

riches will be diminiihed ; but if  they were to be fo__is not

the queftion direflly put to them. W h ich  will they prefer; 

their flock or their riches ? F or which did Chrift die, or the 

Apoftles fuffer martyrdom, or Paul preach, or Luther pro- 

teft ? W a s  it for the tithe o f  flax, or the tithe o f  barren 

land, or the tithe o f  potatoes, or the tithe proftor, or the 

tithe farmer, or the tithe pig ? ~ Y o u r  riches are fecure ; 

but, if  they were impaired by your a&s of benevolence, does 

our religion depend on your riches ? O n  fuch a principle 

your Saviour ihould have accepted o f  the kingdoms o f  the 

earth, and their glory, and have capitulated with the Devil 

for the propagation o f  the faith. N ever was a great prin­

ciple rendered prevalent by power or riches. L o w  and arti­

ficial means are reforted to for the fulfilling the little views 

o f  men, their love o f  power, their avarice, or ambition ; 

but to apply to the great defign o f G o d  fuch wretched 

auxiliaries, is to forget his divinity, and to deny his omni- 

potence. W h a t ! does the word come more powerfully from 

a dignitary in purple and fine linen, than it came from the 

poor Apoftle with nothing but the Spirit o f  the Lord on his 

bps, and the glory o f G o d  ftanding on his right hand ? 

W h a t !  my Lords, not cultivate barren land; not en­

courage the manufadures o f  your country ; not relieve the 

poo: o f your flock, if  the church is to be at any expence

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thereby-*—where (hall we find this principle? N o t in thé 

Bible 5 I have adverted to the facred writings without cri- 

ticifm I allow* but not without devotion— there is not in 

any part o f  them fuch a fentiment— not in the purity o f 

Chrift, nor the poverty o f  the apoftles, nor the prophecy 

o f  Ifaiah, nor the patience o f Job, nor the harp of D avid , 

nor the wifdom of Solomon !>— N o ,  my Lords* on this 

fubjeft your Bible is againft you— the precepts and prac­

tice o f  the primitive church againft you— the great word 

increafe and multiply —  the axiom o f  philofophy, that 

nature does nothing in vain— the productive principle that 

formed the fyftem, and defends it againft the ambition and 

encroachments o f  its ow n elements ; the reproductive prin* 

ciple which continues the fyftem, and which makes vege* 

tation fupport life, and life adminifter back again to vege­

tation ; taking from the grave its fterile quality, and mak* 

ing death itfelf propagate to life and fucceifion— the pleni­

tude o f  things, and the majefty o f  nature through all her 

organs, manifeft againft fuch a fentiment. T h is  blind fata^ 

lity o f  error, which, under pretence o f defending the wealth 

o f  the priefthood, checks the growth of mankind, arrefts 

his induftry, and makes the fterility o f the planet a part of 

its religion.

A s  I have propofed three meafures for the benefit o f  the 

people, I fhall now fubmit a fourth for the benefit o f  the 

church. It is a resolution which is as follows ;

Refohed) That this Houfi w ill be retidy to relieve the

owners of tithe from the neceffity o f  drawing the fame ; 

and to give fa id  owners a power o f recovering the value 

o f the fame, in all cafesy by civil billy or otherwife, pro­

vided fa id  owners o f tithe jlrnll conform to certain rate-  

ages to be afcertained by aft o f  Parliament.

T h e  refolution will be beft explained by a bill which I 

have drawn, and which I mean to propofe hereafter— the 

brief  o f  which I will now ft ate to you. T h e  bill en aâs  

that every owner o f  tithe ihall be relieved from the difficulty 

o f  drawing the fame, by civil bill, for any fum whatfoever ; 

provided faid owner o f  tithe lhall conform to certain rateages 

in the bill fet forth— thefe rateages will be fuch as Parlia­

ment ihall think proper, different, perhaps according to the 

different provinces, and the refult o f  the enquiry o f  pro­

vincial committees.

I  h a v e  fet forth in the bi l l  for Munfter, fuch a  rateao-e' o
as was nearly ftated by learned authority as the average 

rateage o f  the richeft diocefe therein ; the principal articles 

o f  which are,

T h e  bill enafts, that all fmall dues ihall ceafe, and that 

inftead theteof, in pariihes where fmall dues fhall have been 

paid for thefe laft ten years, a valuation ihall be made of 

fuch by a perfon appointed in veftry ; faid valuation to be 

levied not o ff  the poor, nor the particular individual* but 

generally after the manner o f baronial charges. M y  idea 

and fixed intention being to relieve the poor o f the South 

from the tithe o f  potatoes, and the N orth from fmall dues ; 

an endeavour which, however oppofed, will by perfeverance 

fucceed— it is rational, it is ju ft ,— T h e  bill contains a 

provifo, which faves and confirms all kind o f  moduffes or 

exem ption; fo that what has not hitherto paid, ihall not 

pay n o w :— thus potatoes and other articles, where they 

have not ufually paid, ihall not become titheable.

T h e  next refo'ution is to compel refidence : ’ tis flrange 

that fuch a refolution fhould ever have become neceiTary.

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I n the long bonteft o f  the clergy on the fubjefl o f  tithe, 

I  don’t find that refidence has been much infifted on, as 

ufeful to the Proteftant intereft, though tithe has been 

thought indifpenfable. Provided tithe fhall be paid, it 

feems what is done for the tithe, the preaching and the 

praying, is not material in the opinion o f  grave and reverend 

perfonages.— T h e  army don't a ft  by curate— the commif- 

fioners, the judges don’ t a£t by deputation. I have never 

heard o f  virtual redemption, falvation by remote and 

magnetical operation :— refidence is required by canon, com ­

mon, and ftatute l a w ;  by the canon law , a parfon who 

left his living without leave was deprived— by the common 

law  it appears refidence was necefiary, for when an adlion 

was brought againft the re&or o f  B . he pleaded that he 

was commorant in D . — the plea was overruled, becaufe 

he had not denied himfelf to be re£tor o f B . and his pa- 

rifli determined his locality neceflary by feveral ftatutes. 

T h e  a â s .o f  Henry 8th after 40 days non-refidence impofes 

a fine ; the aft of Edward the 6th after 80 days abfence,

difables the, parfon from recovering on his own leafes_the

a£t o f  Henry the 6th fubjefts a parfon who leaves the 

country to the forfeiture o f his annual income— but though 

the law were filent, decency on this occafion is loud : what 

a caft and complexion are thrown on this queftion and 

thofe who fo ftrenuoufly infift on the law for tithe, 

and £0 commonly tranfgrefs the body of law that re* 

q u ire s  them to attend to the duties o f  religion! In Eng-» 

land .refidence is better obferved and enforced ; the prac­

tice o f England has ihewn a greater regard both for huf-

*
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bandry and prayer; and yet in England rèfidence is not 

more neceflary, becaufe our lower people want more in- 

ftruftion, and our country can lefs afford any addition to 

the abfentee drain, to which an abfentee tithe, and abfentee 

gofpel are fad aggravations !~~Talk not o f  a want o f  glebe 

houfe, or even o f  churches : has the prefbyter a glebe 

houfe ? has the prieft a glebe houfe ? does the latter preach 

the errors o f  the church o f  Rom e from a ilraw  built ho­

vel, and do our clergy to preach the truth o f  the Proteftant 

religion require a manfion ?— had the firft fruits been by 

the richer parts o f  their own order, and particularly the 

Biihops, faithfully and juftly valued, and applied to the 

building o f churches, and the increafe o f  poor livings, the 

advocates for non*refidence would want their voluptuous 

apology.— But it has happened that the firft fruits by a re­

mote and antiquated valuation, are rendered of no account, 

— they don’t, by that valuation, which was made in the 

reign o f  Henry the 8th, produce more than 430I. at this 

day the biihopricks alone amount to near 70,0001. a year, 

the firft fruit of which, without going farther, would be 

a great fund for building o f  churches and glebe-houfes, 

and increafing poor livings. Y o u  fee that in fa i l  the firft 

fruits are now a moft miferable modus ; and it is very re­

markable, that the very men who ©bje<5t to any modus, 

however rational, in favour o f the manufacturer, have 

themfelves fet up a modus againft the church— a modus the 

moft irrational and illiberal, againft the poor o f their owiv* 

order, apd the houfe o f  their own G od ! u  W e  can’t re- 

ftde, becaufc we have neither houfe nor church ; ”  that



is , the richer part o f  your order have taken to themfelves 

the funds o f  the church, and n o w  you have no place to  

pray in.

B u t  though I would compel refidence, I would compel 

it by a moderate procefs ; a moderate tax to commence ^fr 

ter abfence for a certain time, I would not leave the dif- 

penfing with refidence to the biíhop, becaufe I would not 

put into his hands the talents and fuffrages o f the parochial 

clergy— I would not enable him to fay, Sir, you have writ­

ten too freely on conftitutional fubjedis, you muft refide; 

or, Sir, you have voted for the popular candidate, and muft 

refide. Í would not make refidence an inftrument o f  

undue influence, nor would I wiíh to make the parochial 

clergy mean and fubfervient to their b iíh o p .— I would 

compel refidence by a tax, and that ihould be moderate, 

with certain allowances $ m y principle with refpeól to the 

refidence or the minifter being this, his pariih ought to be 

his home, but ought not to be his prifon,

I have fubmitted the refolutions— I mean to put the Houfç 

in pofieflion o f  them— all I defire is that they may have 

a fair examination— o f Governm ent all I aik is impartiali­

t y — * deprecate is predetermination — I do not defire that 

they ihould affent to either my fa dis or principles, but I de- 

fire a fair trial for both— I deilre moreover, that in holding 

their deliberation they may not take into their cabinet the ene­

my— if tnele principles are falfe, they will die o f themfelves, 

without the interpofition of Governm ent ; if  right, they will

D  at
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at laft prevail, and then Governm ent would be obliged to 

retraft a refiftance precipitately made.— A s to the fouthem 

peafantry, all I a(k on their part is Peace.  I f  the W h ite -  

Boys break out again, I give up this bufinefs.— I will be 

the firft to fupport ftrong meafures o f  coercion. —  T h e  

gentlemen o f  the South fhould inform them, that i f  they 

had originally reprefented the oppreffions they fuffer under 

tithe by humble petition to Parliament, they muft have 

been redrefled ; the parfon and tithe farmer would not 

have chofen to have defended, or to continue demands 

publicly ftigmatifed for extortion and avarice. In a free 

country, the mere promulgation o f  injury, is the certainty 

o f  redrefs; but thofe defperate wretches had not the cou­

rage to apply to the Legiflature, and had the defpair to ap­

ply to outrage ; the confequence was, as always muft be, 

they configned their bodies to the hangman, and left to  

their families a continuation o f  the grievances, and in­

volved in their difgrace a great part o f  the peafantry w ho 

were equally oppreffed, and entirely innocent.— T h e  truth 

is, the tithe farmer had no cafe but the W h ite -B o y , they 

both ftood on the crimes o f  the other, and murder was a 

greater offence than extortion.

W i t h  refpeft to a right reverend bench, I mean a part 

o f  that bench, all I afk is Temper.— I ftated feveral allega­

tions— I am ready to prove them. —  I ftated that in fome 

parts o f  the South the demands o f  tithe had exceeded the 

bounds o f law ; I repeat the allegation. I flated, that the 

proftor had in many places demanded and received a cer­

tain
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tain per centage, called proftorage, againft law and cha­

rity ; I  repeat that allegation. I ftatcd that, in parts o f  

the South, certain minifters, or their pro&ors, had been guilty 

o f  exaftions which were unconfciable ; and I ftated alfo, 

that they had recently, and greatly, and unconfcionably, en- 

creafed their rateages : I repeat that allegation. I ftated, 

that the tithe farmers did very generally, in the parts dis­

turbed, opprefs the common people, and had exceeded their le­

gal powers, or had moft grofsly abufed them : thefe allega­

tions I repeat now — and am ready to go into proofs, when­

ever gentlemen chufe to give me fuch an opportunity.

I  am not refponfible for the precife quantity o f  every 

return ftated to m e.— Some o f  the ftatements are official, 

and can’ t be difputed, and are enormous ; others come from 

the opprefled, and may be fanguine. I am not refponfiblc 

for the precife quantities in fuch a cafe ; but I am refponfible 

for this allegation, that there exifts great opprejjion— I repeat 

it again, there exijls great opprejfion.

A s  to the refolutions which I now fubmit, and which 

next fejjion I (hall move, the Right Reverend quarter will 

confider that fome of thefe propofitions are in their prin­

ciples already the law o f  England. W ith  what juftice can 

they attempt to deprive Ireland o f  the benefit of fuch laws ? 

Ireland, a country requiring fo much more encourage­

ment, and paying abundantly more to the church.— A  ce­

lebrated Biihop in England has calculated that the income 

of the church in England, including all biihopricks, and

D  2 even
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even the eftates o f  the univerfities, would, i f  diftributed, 

amount to 150I. for each clergym an.— A learned Biihop in 

Ireland has calculated, that, excluding biihopricks and uni- 

verfities, the income of the church in Ireland would 

amount to 148 1. for each clergyman.— T h u s ,  by this cal­

culation, excluding their great riches, I mean the biihopricks, 

the minifters o f the Proteftant church o f  Ireland have 

within 2I. as much as in England ; and, including biihop­

ricks, muft have beyond all comparifon more than in England, 

while the extent o f  the cures is incomparably lefs, even fup- 

pofing our clergy were all to reiide, and while this kingdom 

has tw o other orders o f  priefthood to fupport.— Such of our 

Bifhops who come from another country, and have inter­

cepted the views o f  fome o f  the younger branches o f  our 

beft families here, will naturally wifh to make fome com - 

penfation.—  The laws o f  the country to which they ow e 

their birth, they I fuppoíe will not objeit to communicate to 

this country, to which they owe their iituation.

S o m e  of the reiblutionà are not only founded on prin­

ciples o f  huibandry, but maxims o f  Chriftianity ; thefe,

I hope, will not meet with inveterate oppofition from 

any o f  the Right Reverend Bench.— T h ofe  o f them the 

moft adverfe and inveterate, will foften, when they coniider 

the Chriftianity o f  clothing the naked, and feeding the 

h un gry; or rather, indeed, o f fuffering the naked and the 

hungry to feed and to clothe themfelves, by encouraging 

their manufacture— giving certain privileges to their in­

fant labours, and by leaving in their principal food the



poor unoppreíTed by avarice and exa&ion under any pre­

tence whatfoever. However, if  this Ihall not be the cafe, 

— if  thefe found doftrines, and thefe charitable principles 

are received by fome o f  a certain quarter with hardnefs o f  

heart, and their author with clerical fcurrility, I cannot 

help it, I ihall perfift notwithftanding, making my folemn 

appeal againft fuch men to their ow n gofpel ; which as it 

is the foundation o f  their power, fo muft it be the limits o f  

our veneration.
